Paul’s experience reminds us that...

#1. DELAYS MAY OCCUR

God told Paul he would go to Rome,

He did not tell Paul when, how, how long
It would take before

the vision would be fulfilled.



Delays...most often occurs...

For Paul.
for us.

Progress may not seem as evident at times in our
studies, projects, work, plans and our calling...

For APNTS.
When God give to us a vision
and speaks a word of direction to us,

delays may occur in the realization of that vision!



Paul’s experience reminds us that...

#2. SUFFERING and HARDSHIP,
MAY RESULT!

The temptation we face, often,
Is to G/IVE UP and FORGET
that God has spoken a word of direction to us

and given to us a vision for our lives.

Paul’s experience reminds us...

#3. PUSH AHEAD, DON’T LOOK BACK!

Paul could have thought about his friends
and their advice. (21:14) (21:12)

He could have questioned his own judgment. (26:32)
Or tempted to ask: Why? What if?

Or ask ”Did | make a mistake?”



Paul’s experience reminds us...

#4. BELIEVE HIM,
REGARDLESS OF THE COST!

Paul’s journey, my journey, your journey,
gives us new meaning to the song,

“In His time.”



God’s word to Paul was finally realized.
He arrived in Rome.

Just as God had spoken.

Was everything easy? NO.



Paul accepted the situation, the place,

where God placed him.

God used him profoundly in exactly that setting!

What else did
Paul accomplish

while under house arrest in Rome?



IN ROME,

He wrote the “Prison” Epistles:

Philippians, Colossians, Ephesians, Philemon.

Under house arrest, Paul wrote to the church at Philippi,
“‘Whatever happens, conduct yourselves

in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ.”
