Finding the Book of the Law - .

2 Chron. 34:1-13

GorprN TEXT: I rwill not forget thy word.—Esalm 119:16G. »

THE LESSON OUTLINE

. F. HAYXNES, D.D.

We have in this lesson —

(A) The Law of Mosecs Discovered. (vs, 14-17; 2 Kings 22:8)

Hilkinh, the high priest, the most competent “critic.” fnds in the
temple a certnin “role.’” and reading it, recognizes it with certainty as
“the book of the law™: **the book of the law of the Lord by the hand of
Ioses” (2 Chron. 34: 141, Had 1lilkiah been bold and wicked enough to
forge, or to nccept hastily ux ~“the book of the kiw™ a composition of
which he knew nothing, his stupidity would have been colossal and ab-
solutely unthinkable in view of four ensy means for the detection and
exposure of his fraud. (1) The Jewish Litargies embodicd irge por-
tions of the law. thus rendering detection casy: 2 T*he memaory of
living snen, which extended sufficiently far bacek to hove made doteetion
inevitable; (3) Other (‘n])iusl entire or in part, which we can not but
fairly suppose existed among the more earned Jews, or among the
schools of the prophets: (43 Quotations from the law in other works,
especindly in those of the prophets and Psalmists, who coustantly refer
to the law,

(B) The Law Discorered, Discorers Sin, (v,

“By the lnw iy the knowledye of «in®™ (Rom. ! Rhaphan, the
seribe, reads the newly diseovered book before the king. who “rent his
clothes” and sent an ambassage “'to inguaire of the Lowl™ sayving iu
Ianguage of conviction, 1t ks the wrath of the Lord that is poared
out upoen us, beeauwse onr fathers have not kept the word of the Iord,
to do after all that is written in this book.” Gud™s Waord is alene needed
to bring to people anywhere, at any and all timés, n “knowledge of sin.”
A knowledge of sin is the ¢rying need of man.

(C) Cleaning Out Leads to Discoveries,

This discovery of the book of the law was ddue to Josiah's cleansing
and repairing of the tempie,  There ave many discoveries awaiting a
work of cleansing by many people,  Cleansing brings in new air and
greater light nnd better vision, and hence the discov of many things
long hidden from thought, and as a consequence o eccted, The sane-
tifying Blood enlightens, broadens the vicion, quickens the conscience,
and thus leading to these disxcoveries, there follows repacations, restiti-
ttons, and a general bettering of matters all round.

(D) Huldah's Message (vs, 22-28),

The prophetess replivs to the embas sent by the king, interpreting
the book, which conveyed judgments agiinst the people who had for-
saken God, but blessings upen the king who bhad humbled himself and
wept and sought the Lord. The same law which is life and peace and
blessing to the good and faithful is judgment and woe and despair to the
impenitent and hardhearted. The same sun which softens wax, hardens
clay.

(I2) The Law Rcad to the Pcople (vs, 20,30 2 Kings 25: 1.2,

As further evidence of the goodmess of Josiah, we {ind him reading
in the ears of all the people the words of this hook of the law. Nao bet-
ter proof of the genuineness of one’s religion enn be found than to see
him in earnest endeavor to reclaim and uplift others,

(I')Y The King's Corenant {vs. 31,32,

By a publiec covenant and pledge Josinh dedicated and pledged hime-
self and “caused all that were present in Jerusalem and Benjamin to
stand to it,” “to walk after the Lord, and keep his commandments, and
his testimonies, nnd his statutes, with all his hearet, and with all his soul,
to performi the words of the covenant.

Bevond o deuabt this is the plan of the
IToly Ghost as revealed in the Waord when it says, “Remember now thy
Creantor in the days of thy youth,”™ “Neek lirst the kingdom of God andd
his righteousness.”

Certainly before young people can produce anythimg in the Chris-
tinn sense they must have o Christian eharacter wronght in them. There-
fore, the first great essential is salvation — full salvation — which s
entire sanctification.  To this end the fiest thing on the program is to
capture the body, mind, and heavt. It is not dikely this will be done if
either is ignored, It i< the folks who capture o hearts who can most
ecasily sow down our mimds with the seeds of their belief, misbelief, or
unhelief.  We believe there is nothing that captures the heart and ad-
mirntion of healthy young peopls more veadily than healthy and econ-
sistent Christinnpity.  Consistent Christianity has all the above-mentioned
characteristics of yvouth.  Indeed. they are more perfectly expressed in
the froits of the Spivit, which are love, jox, peace, Jongsuffering, good-
ness, gentleness, foith. weeknes nd temperanees,

they feel the need of God for others. With vision comes the feeling of |
responsibility.  “Our light is the measure of our acconntability,” said a
lady to we but a day or two ago.

The trouble is. too mueh of owr religion stays in lhe synagog or  dies
at our altars.  Our churches and schools are full of young people who
Lutve been put through and counted st our altars a score of times, and
who have backslidden,  The ru‘wq.wmlnn-_v have,ugt been led to reor-
gunize their lives on Christian lines ar principles. Our ehurch atmos-
phere and environment is toonndern and too weak on this line, A fully

Memorize all the verses promising pardon and purity.  Youn will have
need of them.

(3) Be a soul winner. The way to become proficient is to prompt-

us patiently to get people into the kingdom of €God as some folks work
with the Devil to get you into the world.  (iet after an individual. ILet

About a month ago Mrs. Washburn and T left
tmr home at Beverly, Mass, for Prince Edwnrd
T<iumel, nrriving at Alberton, P.E. I, at 2 o'clock
in the morning of July 1st. We were met at the
station by Brother Georgze Oliver, who took us to
his home near by, DBrother and Sister Oliver had
formerly been members of our churech at Worces-
ter, Mass.  We here found an earnest company of
Clivistinn people, several of whom were enjoying
the experience of holiness. This work was started
a few years ago by two men coming to the states,
abtaining fnll salvation, returning and leading oth-
ers into the experience. The weork spread until
holiness now has quite a start in the northwestern
part of the islnnd.  We held meetings at Flmsdale

L parsannge,

and Alberton. In both places the blessing of the
Lord was npon the services in converting and sanc-
tifying power. The attendance was from fifty to
one hundred and ten. The people drove to the
meetings for miles, some coming twenty-five miles.
Six and cight miles was nothing to them. At our
closing -service ten seeKers were at the altar, the
most of them for pardon.

This work had never been organized, and many
of the people begnn to feel the need of a church
home.« A meeting was called in which I explained
the work of our church and the advantage of mem-
bership. The people were ncarly unanimous in
favor of organizing a Pentecostal Church of the
Nazarene. The church was organized July 23d.
with twenty-seven members, fourteen heing men.
There are many others in sympathy with the work
who will unite n little later. T baptized fifteen
persons, the Iord setting Iis seal upon the serv-
ices. ‘There are two church buildings connected
with the work, one at Alberton and one at Elms-
dale, situated about three miles apart. TUnder good
leadership we expect this church to spread —until
holiness covers the jsland. The morning of July
25th we took the train for Charlottetown. remained
two days, nnd again crossed the Northumberland
strait for the Nova Scotia shore.
