The Spirit Honors the Son

E have heretofore referred to the increased and inecreas-
\‘x ./ ing stress being given the Holy Spirit in the pulpit,
press, and thought of the age. It is a matter of such
profound moment that we refer to it again, and record our unbounded
gratitude to God for the fact. Writers have called attention to the
fact that, as the ministry of Christ is divided historically into three
parts, the year of obscurity, the year of fame and activity, and the
year of opposition, so the mxpxs’try}f the Spirit has been marked by
three great divisions. From Pentecost on through the apostolic age
He was accorded His intended rightful place and work — the presi-
dency of the Church. During this period He was regarded in His
fulness as the privileged indweller of every child of God; then there
followed a gradual decline, in which the Spirit lost His place by de-
grees as the regnant power in the Church, until He was finally ban-
ished. altogether-in- His vital, conscious, controlling relation .to be-
lievers. His offices were reduced merely to doctrinal statements, and
he was honored only in the memory of the Church as having aecom-
plished His work in the beginning of the Church’s history and then
retired for ever. Romanism has done all in her power to keep the
eclipse total and irrecoverable for fifteen hundred years.
Less than two centuries ago tho third epoch or dmsxoxl in the
ministry of. the Spirit was Maugurated in the breaking of this eclipse.

Luther’s reformation was doctrinel, but John Wesley’s was spiritual.

and experimental. The glory of the Wesleyan movement whs that it
brought back the Spirit from His exile and re-established Him in
His rightful, regnant, and radical plaee in the heart and experience
vof ‘the believer and the Church. The peculiarity of Mr. Wesley’s
teaching, and that which gave much affront to the mitred ecclesias-
‘ticisms of the age, was that he took the crown of authority from the
head of priests and placed it upon the head of Christ.

a hely people, and he relied alone on the Holy Spirit to do the work.

own rooms they poured out, theilr very souls to
God alone and prayed through to a consclous-
ness of divine torgh'eness, undisturbed by hu-
man faterference.

‘There may also, sometlmes, be unhealthy excite-
ment. Under the latter, persons do and say
things for which they are not fully accountable,
and by .which tirey, do not abide when. the ex-
citement® passes. This explains the. unusual
amount of backsliding which invariably follows

the revival which is of the decided “stirring”

typé. Too much appeal to fear and not a suf-
ficient appeal to the higher motive.is the usuat
characteristic of the “stirring” revivallst.

True repentance will result in a forgiving
spirit. People who refuse to forgive others
have never been forgiven themselves. “If ye
forgive, not men their trespasses, nefther will
your Father forgive your trespasses” (Matt.
6:15). We must maké a clean bheast of every-
thing. .The result wijl bg a_ genuine casé. of
conversion, and then we will not so easily go
back Into the world again. That kind of a per-
son is a candidate for the second blessing.

‘We constantly come in touch with people who
seek holiness at our altars, who never have been
truly regenerated. They made a start in some
meeting, joined some church, felt a little bet-
ter, and thought they were saved.

Brethren, let us preach genuine repentance
—the John-the-Baptist kind, that will make
sinners shake and tremble and cry to. God for
mercy. . And let us insist that seekers at our;

The next thing that precedes entire sanctifi-
cation, or “the perfecting of the saints,” as the
apostle calls it, is entire consecration. No one
lias ever been sanctitied wholly, nor can they
ever be, without first consecrating everything
to God — all they are or ever expect to be; all
they have or ever. will have. They must die to
this o)d world. The old man must be crucitied
that the bedy of sin might be destroyed, etc.

Some people seem to put all on the altar, but
they, keep a string tled to it, and when the Lord
Every-
thing is on the altar (so they say) as long as
the Lord does not call for it. That is not sanc-
titication, neither is.it consecration. Full con-.

. secration -always results in entire sanctifica-

tion. God never fails"fo do Hfs part afterv¥e"
do our part. Every truly sanctified person can
say with the apostle Paul: “I am crucified with
Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ
liveth in me; and the life which I now live in
the flesh I live by the faith of the Son ot God,
who loveth me, and gave himself for me” (Gal.

Jesus Silences His Adversaries
' " Mark 137144, :

" GowbEx TEXT: Render to Cacsar the things that
arc Cacsar's, and to God the things.that arc God's_
(Mark 12:17).

Tue LESSON OUTLINE. .
" BY B. F. IIAYNES, D.D.

1. DPARABLE OF TIIE HUSBANDMEN.. (vs. 1-12,)

The lesson today opens with the parable of the
householder demanding fruit from his vineyard.
He rent severnl servants successively to receive the
fruit of the vinerard, whom the husbandmen killed.
Finally, he sent hiz son, his well beloved, saying,
“They will reverence my son,” but they killed the
son also. suppuring as he was the heir that they
would seize upon the inheritance. MHis wicked
hearers seemed to make the application. “And
they rought to lay hold on him, but feared the peo-
ple: for they knew that he had spoken the parable
ngnir'l'st them: and they left him, and went their
way, c

2. PuArisees, IIERODIANS, AND SADDUCEES
SILENCED. )

His enemies were not through with Him, how-
ever. They evidently deliberated very maturely
and selected two committees tp wait on Him to
entangle Him in Ilis talk. They first sent the
Pharisees and Herodians, who propounded the
question: “Is it lawful to give tribute to Caesar
or not?" Displaying a penny in Iis hand, He re-
plied, ‘‘Render Caesar the things that are
Caerar's, and to God the things that are God's.”

Wonderful answer this for a‘seribed Truly won-
derful also is this epitome of the great command-
ments. JLove to man or our neighbor is all inclu-
sive of all our socinl, political, and econgmic duties
and relations. - It comprchends that vast sum of
details commonly covered by statutory enactments
for the regulation of our citizenship. Back of this,
we could even go further and say that love to God
generally might.be conceived to embrace the sec-
ond department or love to man. Truly, as the
Master said: “The second (love to man) is like
unto it" (love to God). So that the whole duty
of man in a sense is comprehended in LovE T Gob,

c. Jesus commends the answer, (v. 34.) “And
when Jesus sawe that he answered discreetly, he
said unto him: Thou art not far from the kingdom
of God.”

Right among a .band of Ilis enemies Jesus dis-

coverrd a leader who was so arrested by the wis-
dom and pepetration and breadth pf the Master's
answers that he was drawn so close to Ilim as te
warrant the words of Jesus, “Thou are not far
from the kingdom of God.”
- We- must never despair of reaching even open
cnemies and unbeliévers. We iust sow beside afl
waters, and persevere with faith in God and His
truth and trust Him for fruit— even in the most
unpromising soil,

-~ This scribe agreed to the answer as the duplex

command to love. G6d and man, saying : ““Thou hast

said the truth: for there ix one God; and there is

none other but he: and to love him with all the

heart, and with all the understanding and with all

the soul and with .all the strength, and to love his~
neighbor as himself, is-more than all whole burnt

_offerings and sacrifices.” P

As He sat over ngainst the treasory Jesus beheld

- how the pedple made their contributions to the

treasury, IHe saw a certain poor widow approach
timidly and cast in two mites, which make only a
farthing, Instantly He called His disciples and
declared, “That thizs poor widow hath cast more
in than all they which have east-into the treasury.”

And MARK IT1s REASON, “For all they did cast
in of their abundance; but she of her want did cast
iu all that she had, even ali her living.” .

a. We have here Christ’s principle of measur-
ing liberality in givers. This is not to be measured
by the sum given. The great size of the donation
has nothing to do with "the relative liberality of
the givers. aJesus would teach us thnt not what we
give, but what we have left determines our liber-
ality. The man with nn income of twelve hundred
dollars a year gives fifty dollars a year to the
church. A poor widow who has mo income, but
posgesses one dollar, which she gives to God's
cause. Sheris inconceivably beyond in liberality
the man whd gave fifty times as much as_she’did.
The man had left $1,150 a year with whatever es-
tate he owned. The woman had nelther éstate nor
income?left. We must appraise man's liberality
always by what he has left after giving and not by
the size of his gift. b

b. Likewise we are to mensure the love of the
givér as well ag his lbeérality by the nmount left
after giving. We give as we love and we are
helped in our loving by our giving, when done in

.the right spirit and from the proper motive, *“God -

lovetb a cheerful giver.” Our giving should be
joyful, systematic, liberal. and lovips. . ~ .

. The next school to present its claims is the
Church school. In many respects this is far better:
than the above described institution. But we are
forced .to admit that many of the Church schools
are teaching higher criticitm, and evolution. Judge
Rutherford, of New York, makes the following
statement: “Ninety per cent of the presidents and

rofessors of our religious schools are infidels.”

erhaps the judge overdrew the statement, since he-
was giving n lecture for Russellism, but the state-
ment bears investigation, A Billy Sunday makes the
following assertion: “About fifty per cent of the
professors “in .our colleges are known to be
atheists.” R .

Brother J. W. Goodwin,
Genernl Superintendent, truly endeared himself to
the schonl.
