A u g us t in e  in his Confessions  p o nd e red  which shou ld  be liist, 
to call 0 1 1  G od  o r  to praise Him. Actually, the  h ighest  form  of praver 
is praise. All p rayer  should  begin  w ith  praise, lor w hen  praver reaches 
its noblest expression, it is in t ru th  a song of thanksgiving. 1 have 
sometimes w ondered  w he the r  or no t G od himself is not d isappo in ted  
w hen  H e observes tha t  we look u p o n  H im  solely as the G rea t  P ro ­
vider  a n d  seek 11 is face in o rd e r  tha t  we m ight  receive some earthly 
benefi t  o r gift.

T o  reach its h ighest  level praise m us t  be som eth ing  m ore  than 
a d u t i fu l  “ th a n k  you" lor gifts received; it m ust become the lull  le- 
sponse of the soul to G od  himself for w hat H e  is as well as for w hat 
l i e  does. H o w  readily we tu rn  to ( .o il  as the source ol all o u r  su p ­
plies—a n d  th a t  is in o rd e r—b u t  to reduce 0 1 1 1  devotion  to the simple 
t e ch n iq u e  ol asking to receive is to reduce godliness to mere gain. 
T h e  re ligious life then  becomes a quest  for happiness  an d  for m a­
terial prosperity .

G ra t i tu d e  lo r  the smiles of P rovidence is ap p ro p r ia te ,  b u t  praise 
must be m ore  tha n  tha t.  Praise m us t  b reak  th rough  to g ra t i tu d e  for 
the holiness an d  wisdom ol G od  even w hen II is ways are beyond ou r  
d iscernm ent.  H ave you ever seen a m a n  “ lose his re lig ion" w hen an 
upset cam e in to  his life? Perhaps  it was the discovery of a m alignan t  
disease, or  sudden  d ea th  w ith in  his own family circle, or  an u n e x ­
pected  betraya l  by one w hom  he had  trusted . In dismay he asks, 
“W hy d id  G od  let this h a p p e n  to me? W h a t  have 1 done to merit 
this t rea tm en t?”

Some have even ques t ioned  the reality  of p rayer  when the ir  most 
b i t in g  p e t i t ion  was den ied  or long delayed. T h e y  sought for signs 
which G od  ignored. H e re  again, the ir  view of G od  an d  His re la t io n ­
sh ip  with us was too m ean, too low.

In the song of praise the soul has ren o u n ced  self-p lanning and  
self-willing. G od 's  way is best. Praise also is f a i th ’s answer to lore- 
b od ing  fears. W e know  we can n o t  be rem oved  from Mis love and  
care. U ncerta in ty  becomes swallowed u p  In confidence in l lis  wis­
dom. H e  holds o u r  fu ture .  H e  does all things well. H e  is o u r  all, 
and  therefore  we may believe tha t  H e is in all. l 'raisc H i m !

THE GLORY 
Of a Little Church

T h e  most of our Nazarene churches 
are small: in fact. 58 per cent of them 
have less than  liltv  members. But the 
Bible tells us not to despise the dav of 
small things, and Jesus said. "Fear not, 
little flock; for it is your Father's good 
pleasure to give von the kingdom” 
(Luke 12:32).

T h e  glory of the little church is that 
it can grow. All big people were once 
small. Suppose you would gain only 
one pound a m onth—that would put 
120 extra pounds on you in ten years, 
and 3()U extra pounds in thirty years! 
All large churches were once small. Sup­
pose your church had only 20 members 
and each one of them  would win just 
one soul to God and the church every 
twelve months; then the ones you won 
would do the same—that would give 
you a church with 20 .ISO members in 
ten years! Figure it for yourself if you 
don’t believe it.

T h e  glory of a little church is that 
a little church can be bighcarted, big- 
spirited. with a big vision and doing a 
big job. If a little church is made up 
of big people it will not stay little long, 
for little people can build a little 
church, but it takes big people to build 
a big church. T h ere  are too many little 
people in the world now. God help you 
and me to be big, and to spend our 
tim e doing big deeds! We can do it 
simply by growing in grace and in the 
knowledge of ou r Lord and Saviour 
Jesus Christ.
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T o  most readers  o l  A m erican  colonial 
h is tory  these words will suggest a t  once 
the fam ous ce leb ra t ion  ol the Pilgrim s 
a t  P ly m o u th  Colony in  1621. W h a t  a 
character-revealing, s ign ifican t even t  it 
was! T h e r e  h a d  been  eno u gh  grief a n d  
distress, it w ou ld  seem, to que ll  all 
though ts  of re jo ic ing  for a long  t ime to 
come. B u t  the  tragic  w inter ,  d u r in g  
w hich  forty -four persons d ied  in  three 
m o n th s ’ t ime, d id  n o t  destroy the  desire 
to show g ra t i tu d e .  F o u r  en t ire  families 
were w iped  out, only five o u t  of eighteen  
wives survived, a n d  only three  m a rr ied  
couples re m a in e d  intac t,  b u t  these were 
n o t  the w hole  story. T h e r e  were good 
th ings for w hich  to be thankfu l .

In  the spring, fo llowing the directions 
of th e ir  he lp fu l  In d ia n  fr iend, Squanto , 
they h a d  p la n te d  the corn  in l it t le  hills 
a n d  fert i lized  it  w ith  he rr ing .  A  good 
crop  developed  d u r in g  the  g row ing  sea­
son, a n d  a l tho u g h  the barley, w heat,  
a n d  peas were a failure, they still h a d  
a harvest  over which  to rejoice. M ore­
over, they felt especially g ra te fu l  to 
S q uan to ,  w hom  they regarded  as an  i n ­
s t ru m e n t  of G od  sent for the ir  good.

D u r in g  the sum m er, the  sickness h a v ­
ing  subsided, m u ch  h a d  been accom­
plished. E leven  houses h a d  been built .  
Q u a rre l in g  in th e ir  m ids t  h a d  p ra c t i ­
cally ceased. Peace w ith  the In d ia ns  was 
g u a ra n te e d  by a m u tu a l  pact, a n d  now  
the citizens of P ly m o u th  felt as safe

The First 
Thanksgiving

m akin g  a journey th rou g h  the s u r ro u n d ­
ing  woods as they w o u ld  have felt on 
the highways of E ngland .  W ild  game 
a n d  fowl were p len t ifu l .  H a p p y  as they 
were w i th  th e ir  blessings, they invited  
Chief Massasoit w ith  n inety  of his braves 
to come w ith  them  for three days of 
feasting, en te r ta in m e n t ,  a n d  fellowship.

T h is  first thanksg iv ing  of the P lym ­
o u th  Colony was so satisfying to body 
a n d  soul th a t  i t  was repea ted  the fol­
lowing year a n d  becam e a custom  which 
even tua lly  spread  th ro u g h o u t  N ew E n g ­
lan d  a n d  was carr ied  westward  w ith  the 
pioneers. T w o  h u n d re d  forty-two years 
a f te r  the  first P lym ou th  celebration, 
A b rah am  L inco ln  p roc la im ed  a first 
n a t io n a l  thanksgiving ho liday  to be cele­
b ra te d  on the  last T h u r sd a y  of N o ­
vember.

T h e  expression “ first thanksg iv ing” 
is used in a relative sense, of course. W e 
can only guess a b o u t  most recorded 
thanksgivings w h e th e r  they are “ firsts” 
or not. In  the  Scriptures, N o ah  is one 
of the first to m ake a g ra tefu l offering 
to God. H a v in g  set his feet u p o n  the 
solid g ro u n d  a f te r  long  con f inem en t  in 
the ark, his nex t  act was to show g ra t i ­
tude  to G od  (Gen. 8 :20) .  In  times of 
release a n d  new freedom , only the sp ir i t ­
ually  ab n o rm a l  person will fail to break  
fo r th  spon taneously  in  expressions of joy 
a n d  thanks. T h is  is a law of h u m a n  
n a tu re  which, if i t  is n o t  suppressed, re-
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suits iii songs like th a t  of Moses a n d  the  ch ild ren  
of Israel a l te r  the m iracu lous  R e d  Sea crossing 
(Exodus 15).

T h is  year's T h an ksg iv in g  season will be a " i i r s t” 
for m a in  am ong us. For a host of tiny tots it will 
be the first they will rem em ber . M ay it be one 
the\ shall re ta il  with p leasan t though ts  for years 
to come! Some happy  persons will m ark  it as the 
first T h an ksg iv in g  since they knew the ir  sins fo r­
given, or found the soul rest of en t ire  sanctification.

T hose  who w ith in  the past year have been  de­
livered from a n igh tm are  ol pa in fu l  testing will 
th ink  of this as the "firs t” special o p p o r tu n i ty  to 
offer heartfe lt  praise. It may be tha t  this is the 
first T h an ksg iv in g  since G od  released you from the 
distress of a disease which had  baffled h u m a n  physi­
cians. O r  perchance it comes as the m a rk e r  in a 
period  of m arvelous blessing, in which, as was the 
case will) Job, God's  goodness overflowed in  doub le  
a b u n da nc e  upon  yourself, your im m edia te  family, 
and even persons d is tan tly  related to you. Possibly 
it marks the first t im e that finds you able, as you 
ga/e  in retrospect o \ e r  the path  \o u  have traveled, 
to u n de rs tand  c lea rh  why G od has led you in the 
specific wav l i e  has. If so, as you perceive the p a t ­
tern  and  plan, vour heart  will go o u t  in loving 
apprec ia t ion  for His wisdom and  grace.

1 lie truly C hris t ian  way of life calls for re joic ing 
over the g<K>d tha t  always persists even in the m idst 
of t r ibu la t ions . T h e  h a rd  an d  u n p leasan t  c i rcum ­
stances of life come and  go. Because they do, a n d  
"joy com eth  in the m o rn in g ,” there is some way

in which this T h an k sg iv in g  of 1956 can be a "first” 
for every one of us. Let o u r  g ra te fu l  praise ascend 
to the G iver  of all good gifts!

lljhanksgiving
in the
Old Testament

Stone altars  were raised for sacrifice a n d  for 
thanksgiving for benefits  from the h a n d  of the 
Lord  even before the time of Moses (Gen. I:,1!: 8:2;

1:51: .‘>5: I I) . l>ut sacrifices of thanksg iving  do not 
become well defined  un ti l  Moses set u p  the cere­
monia l sacrifices u n d e r  the Levitical priesthood.

T h e  sac rificial system can be sum m arized  in three 
parts: first, the offerings for sin or a tonem en t;  
second, the offerings for self-dedication: th ird ,  the 
offerings of fellowship an d  c o m m u n io n  with God. 
T h e  la tter  involved the  peace offering, w hich  is 
often identif ied  bv m any  au tho rs  as synonymous 
with  the thank  offering.

In reality the peace offering was d iv ided  into

three  parts: the tha nk  offering, the votive offering, 
and  the freewill offering. It 's  no t surprising that 
the th a n k  offering often involved all of these ideas.

T h e  th a n k  offering was p ro m p te d  by gratitude 
for universal mercies, undese rv ing  benefits, for joy 
or even h a rd  trials, p ro tection , for the wide, won­
derfu l  world, a n d  fa i th fu l  friends. And it always 
carr ied  the concept  of obedience, indicated right 
re la t ionsh ip  w ith  God, expressed good fellowship, 
and  was accom pan ied  by a deep  sense of obligation 
for d iv ine  favor.

In connection  w ith  this offering  was the com­
m u n a l  meal tha t  was ea ten  with  friends or family 
before the I.ord, who h im self  was a fellow Guest.
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“Tivo mites” given by the widoiv into the treasury in  Jesus’ day. It ivas all she had— but ichat LOVE must have prompted that gift! How much do you love Him?

U nlike  any of the o th e r  sacrifices, this th a n k  offer­
ing  was to be spon taneous,  re c u r r in g  w henever  an 
occasion d e m a n d e d  or the w orsh iper  h im self d e ­
sired. T h e r e  was no  fixed or reg u la r  course.

I t  was the th a n k  offerings th a t  p ro v id ed  the  food 
for the feast before  C.od on  the M o u n t  (Exod. 
24:5) , a n d  a t  Solomon's  d ed ica t ion  of the T e m p le  
(1 Kings 9:25) , a n d  the grea t  feast u n d e r  H e /e k ia h  
(II C hron .  29:31-35; Isa'. 1:10-17).

15ut beyond the regu la r  th a n k  or peace offerings, 
all three  of the grea t  a n n u a l  feasts prescribed  by 
law w hich  d e m a n d e d  the  ap pearance  of all males 
at the sanctuary  (Exod. 2.1:11-17) were in ten d ed  
to be seasons of joyous t hanksgic>ing a n d  com ­
m e m ora ted  the kindness a n d  favor of God. T h e  
three: Passover, Pentecost, a n d  the Eeast of T a b e r ­
nacles, co rresponded  to the seasons of the year an d  
kep t  alive the m em ory  of the grea t  n a t io n a l  events, 
p rom oted  the so lidarity  of the  na t ion ,  a n d  w'itli 
certain  m e a n in g  p ref igu red  the  blessings of the 
gospel.

As we ex am in e  the Book of the Psalms, we f ind 
a less fo rm al means of expressing thanksgiving. 
T h e re  are a t  least 110 o u t  of the 150 psalms which

sing of praise a n d  thanksgiving. H ere  we f ind  the 
deepest a n d  loftiest expressions to G od  for benefits 
received an d  for G od  himself. T h e  Jew7s, besides, 
had  as a p a r t  of the ir  r i tu a l  a h u n d re d  daily b en e­
dic tions to God for the o rd ina ry  things of life.

Thanksgiving- is comely to the people  of God. 
A n  obed ien t  h ea r t  will long to re tu rn  thanks u n to  
his God.

T h e  Psalter  has always been a p a r t  of the h ea r t  
w orship  of the people of every race a n d  generation . 
T h e  Psalmist helps us catch u p  on o u r  praise an d  
g ra t i tu d e  a t  this, o u r  Thanksgiving- season:

“Bless the  Lord , O  my soul: a n d  all tha t  is w ith in  
me, bless his holy name. Bless the Lord , O  my soul, 
a n d  forget no t  all his benefits" (Ps. 10-1:1-2).

“Sing u n to  the  Lord , O ye saints of his, an d  give 
thanks a t  the rem em brance  of his holiness” (Ps. 
30:4) .

T h e n  again  the Psalmist declares: “I will offer 
to thee the  sacrifice of thanksgiving, an d  will call 
u p o n  the nam e of the L o rd ” (Ps. 116:17).

We, too, can sing w ith  the Pilgrims as they 
ascended M ou n t  M oriah  on the festal days:

“E n te r  in to  his gates w ith  thanksgiving, a n d  in to  
his courts w ith  praise: be tha nk fu l  u n to  h im , an d  
bless his nam e. For the L o rd  is good; his mercy 
is everlasting; an d  liis t ru th  e n d u re th  to all gener­
a t ions” (Ps.' 100:4-5) .

So with  the O ld  T e s ta m e n t  saints, we too m ust  
offer sacrifices of thanksgiving a n d  raise o u r  voices 
in praise, for “ the L o rd  h a th  clone grea t  things 
lo r  us: whereof we are g la d ” (Ps. 126:3).

fhanksgiving
in the 
New Testament

T h e  Psalm ist  was certa in ly  logical w hen  he cried, 
“Oil tha t  m en  w o u ld  praise the L o rd  for his good ­
ness, a n d  for his w o n de rfu l  works to the ch i ld ren  
of m e n :” (107:8.) Every good  an d  perfect  gift  does 
come dow n  from  o u r  F a ther  in heaven , a n d  only 
an ing ra te  w o u ld  accept such heavenly  b o un ty  
w ith o u t  being  tha nk fu l .  Shakespeare described it 
thus: “ In g ra t i tu d e ,  tho u  m arb le-hearted  f ien d !” 

T h e  first th ir ty -n ine  books of the  Bible are full 
of thanksgiving- for G od 's  good  gifts—food an d  
friends, p ro te c t io n  a n d  victory. B u t  w hen  one 
crosses over in to  the N ew  T e s ta m e n t  he becomes 
aware of a s ta rtl ing  fact. These  writers thank  God  
for eve ry th ing—good  a nd  bad alike!  L is ten  to Paul,

“G iving  thanks always for  all things  u n to  G od  . . . ” 
(Eph. 5:20) ; an d  again, “ In every th ing  give 
tha nk s” (I Thess. 5 :18).  T h is  is g ra t i tu d e  for all 
tha t  life: may b r in g —shadow as well as sunshine, 
pa in  as well as pleasure, adversity  as well as pros­
perity! T h is  N ew T e s ta m e n t  thanksgiving  is some­
thing  new a n d  different.

Jesus Chris t  makes this ditference. St. P a u l  ex­
presses it  w hen he writes, “N ow  thanks be u n to  
God, which always causeth us to t r iu m p h  in  C h ris t” 
(II Cor. 2:1-1) . A ctually  it is no t tha t  we enjoy 

suffering or evil, b u t  we can th a n k  G od  because 
H e  “always causeth us to t r iu m p h  in Chris t .” W h o ­
ever is on C hris t ’s side is on the w inn in g  side every
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time! T h e  cu t t in g  edge of tragedy is n o t  so sha rp  
w hen  one has the assurance tha t  he will inevitab ly  
come o u t  the conqueror .

Dr. P a u l  Scherer pu ts  i t  this way: “P a u l  h a d  
fallen on  calam ity  a n d  w h ip p ed  it  in to  a blessing. 
H e  h a d  tu rn e d  a p rison  in to  a p u lp i t  a n d  a p r i n t ­
ing  press for the k in g d o m  of God. H e  h a d  taken  
a peck of t roub le  in his hands  a n d  m ade  a bushel  
of stars ou t  of it, for brave spirits to h a n g  u p  on 
d a rk  n igh ts .” I n  o th e r  words, the Apostle was p u t ­
t ing  theory in to  practice a n d  find ing  th a t  the C hris ­
t ian  can th a n k  G od  for everything, for Chris t  “a l­
ways causeth us to t r iu m p h .”

T h e re  is still an o th e r  t ru th  here. N o t  only is 
the re  victory in  Jesus for w hich  to be thank fu l ,  
b u t  G od  also deserves o u r  g ra t i tu d e  for actually  
tu rn in g  shadow in to  sunshine, p a in  in to  pleasure, 
a n d  adversity in to  prosperity  for the C hris t ian . W h o  
am on g  us has no t  p roved  the promise, “W e know  
th a t  all things w ork together  for good  to them  tha t  
love G o d ” (Rom . 8:28) ? N o t  just some  things, b u t  
all  things, w ork ing  toge ther  for good. L is ten  to 
these testimonies:

O ne of the best m e n  in  the coun try  said: “ I h a d  
to go b l in d  in  o rder  to see Christ. I  was foolish, 
selfish, self-sufficient u n t i l  m y s ight was taken, a n d  
in  the darkness I looked for Chris t  a n d  I saw H im  
a n d  fo u n d  H im !” W h e n  he came to love God, he 
fo u n d  tha t  the greatest  tragedy of his life was ac tu ­
ally the greatest  blessing.

Missionary H a ro ld  Hess, of G ua tem ala ,  tells the

story of J u a n  M endoza, the first convert  won by 
the In g ram s in  the  valley of San G abrie l .  T h e  son 
of a leader  in  the com m unity ,  J u a n  was beautifully 
saved a n d  sanctified. H a p p i ly  m a rr ied ,  he set out 
to live the  life of a real  C h r is t ian  believer. Sud­
denly, three  m o n th s  la te r  he was struck  down by 
disease a n d  d ied. T h e  only  visible resu lt  of twenty 
years of la b o r  in  San G abrie l  was gone. Why? Had 
G o d ’s p lans  miscarried? W as the re  any cause for 
thanksg iv ing  here? T im e  w en t  by. E igh t  months 
a f te r  J u a n ’s d ea th  instead  of one C hris t ian  in San 
G abrie l  the re  were twenty! Seed h a d  been sown 
a n d  J u a n ’s d e a th  h a d  p roved  to be the sickle by 
w hich  the r ip e n e d  g ra in  was harvested . By his dy­
ing  tes tim ony he p roved  the  reali ty  of his faith, 
fo r  as Mr. Wesley said, “G o d ’s peop le  die well.” So 
even dea th ,  the last enemy, was transform ed into 
grea t  good.

M ay we as N ew  T e s ta m e n t  Chris t ians practice 
this “ thanks  for every th ing .” W h e n  adversity’s 
w inds b low  h a rd  a n d  the re  seems to be little cause 
for thanksg iving , let us a ff irm  wTi th  the poet:
I  wi l l  no t  doub t ,  though  all m y  ships at sea

Com e dr i f t ing  h o m e  wi th broken  masts and sails;
I  shall  bel ieve the H a n d  which  never  fails 

From seek ing  evi l  worke th  good  for  me;

T e n  lepers were cleansed a n d  hea led  by the  
M aster as H e jou rneyed  tow ard  Jerusa lem , b u t  only 
one, a n d  he  an  a l ien —a S a m a r i ta n —re tu rn e d  a n d  
gave thanks. I sn ’t it  r a th e r  s trange  how  u n gra te fu l  
we can be? W e sh ou ld  em u la te  the  e x am ple  of this 
S a m ar i tan  in  sp on tan eo u s  praise, a d o ra t io n ,  an d  
devotion. G ra t i tu d e  is a soul q u a l i ty  w hich  totally 
eclipses m ere  l ip  praise. Fo rm al ity  vanishes in  its 
presence, a n d  cold religiosity passes away. T h o u g h t ­
lessness, sp ir i tu a l  p ride ,  ab so rp t io n  in  m a te r ia l  
things, the  d ru d ge ry  of cares, a com pla in ing ,  dis­
co n te n ted  spiri t ,  self-centered living, p u sh in g  G od  
to the  fringe of life a n d  g iv ing H im  secondary 
cons idera tion  if a t  all, a n d  any fu n d a m e n ta l  lack 
of love to Chris t ,  the  W o rd ,  the  C hurch ,  a n d  the 
souls of m en , ind ica te  base in g ra t i tu d e  a n d  sp ir i tua l  
loss.

A n  e d i to r  o f  a dai ly  new spape r  says of o u r  n a ­
t iona l  T h an k sg iv in g :  “A holiday  steeped in  A m e r i­
can t r a d i t io n  is T h a n k sg iv in g  Day. I t  has been  
m ore  p iously  observed th a n  any o th e r  secular  h o l i ­
day ever since the  days of the early  settlers. T h e  
Pilgrim s offered tha nk s  fo r  all they got, l iberty  a n d  
the b o u n ty  of God. W e  have fa r  m ore  th a n  the 
Pilgrim s had , b u t  fa r  less capacity  to app rec ia te  it. 
W e take m a te r ia l  b o u n ty  for g ran ted ,  just as we 
do ind iv id u a l  l iberty .  W i th  the  general  decline  of 
religion, m a ny  people  n o  longer  look u p o n  G od  
as the  G ive r  of good  things. W i th  th a t  loss people  
have lost m ost of th e ir  faculty  for thanksg iv ing .”

T h ese  are sobering  words. T h e y  deserve ponder ing .
W h e n  the P i lg r im  fathers s ighted  lan d  off the 

coast of N ew  E ng land ,  tho u g h  weary a n d  w orn  
f rom  the  tem pestuous  voyage, as they lan de d  a t  
P ly m o u th  Rock, w i th  sighs of relief, joyous s inging 
a n d  shouts of “L a n d  in  sight!” echoed a n d  re-echoed 
from  the  fa i th fu l  o ld  “ M ayflower.” D u r in g  tha t  
d re a d  first w in te r  they h a d  to rem ain  on  the “ M ay­
flow er” a n d  a b o u t  ha lf  of them  died, b u t  still they 
read  the  Bible, prayed, a n d  gave praise u n to  G o d — 
a n d  in  1(321 a grea t  thanksg iving  service a n d  feast 
was h e ld  w i th  the  Ind ians .  Surely we have m uch  
m ore  th a n  they fo r  w hich  to  th a n k  A lm ighty  God. 
In g ra t i tu d e  is a m a rb leh ea r te d  fiend, b u t  g ra t i tu d e  
is as sweet as su m m er  clover a n d  as lovely as the 
sing ing  birds.

W e  shou ld  th a n k  G od  for the  g rea t  a n d  m u n i f i ­
cen t blessings of life—o u r  n a t io n a l  heritage , free­
doms, the Bible, the C hurch , family  life, a n d  such­
like.

W e shou ld  also cu l t iva te  the  sp ir i t  a n d  practice 
of thanksg iv ing  for the com m on, everyday bless­
ings th a t  are  ours—the l it t le  th ings—a n d  the too- 
often-forgotten  benefits  th a t  we daily  receive.

1 have m ore  to tha nk  God for 
in 195(5 th a n  those p o o r  Pilgrims h a d  who started 
the ce leb ra t ion  of an a n n u a l  n a t io n a l  Thanksgiving 
Day. T o d a y  we have so m any  good  things to be 
g ra te fu l  for, such as m ethods  of transporta t ion  and 
co m m u n ica t io n .

A  good 
m a n  was ta lk in g  w ith  a f r ien d  a b o u t  a 
b a d  s i tu a t io n  th a t  had  suddeny  p laced  itself 
in  his p a th .  Even  th o u g h  it was h a rd  for 
h im  to u n d e rs ta n d  how  this t ro ub le  cou ld  
be of any benefit ,  he conc luded  by saying 
resignedly, “ Well,  I guess it is just one of 
those ‘all  th ings .’ ”

Indeed ,  we become so subm erged  b e ­
n ea th  the  cares of this life th a t  we become 
like King Saul, w ho  “h id  h im self am ong  
the  s tuff .” M oreover, we are p ro n e  to carry 
in to  the  new day the  h u r ts  a n d  vexations 
of the day th a t  has passed, to cling to u n ­

p leasan t  though ts  a n d  things ra th e r  tha n  
to those w hich  w ou ld  s treng then  a n d  help  
us.

B u t  o u r  G od  is a gracious Being, who 
n o t  only gives us o u r  daily load  of care, 
b u t  o u r  daily  cargo of blessings as well. 
W e have always been assured th a t  our 
bu rd en s  shall n o t  be heav ier  th a n  we can 
bear. G od  is n o t  like the unw il l ing  fr iend  
w ho arises to h e lp  only because the  pe ti­
t io n e r  will  no t  let h im  sleep; n o r  is H e  
like the  u n ju s t  judge  who avenges the 
w idow  lest she w ear h im  out. H e  is like 
the fa ther  who gives his ch i ld  freely w hat  
he o u gh t  to have—w hat  is best for h im . G od  
is o u r  Father.

Sometimes in  bearing  the heavy bu rdens  
of life we fail to realize the daily blessings 
showered u p o n  us by the L o rd —the  sunny 
smile, the  p leasan t  word, the g lowing su n ­
shine. W e  have become so accustom ed to 
these th a t  we accept them  as a m a t te r  of 
course, a n d  q u i te  f requen tly  w ith  u n th a n k ­
ful hearts; yet H e  continues  to bestow them. 
So by tak ing  the v iew poin t  of s inging in 
the ra in  as well as in  the  sunshine, we 
learn  also to “rejoice everm ore .”

T h anksg iv ing  is a religious festival; b e t te r  still, 
a C hris t ian  festival. It is a t ime when wc ren d e r  
thanks to C o d  lo r  the m ate r ia l  blessings of the 
past year, especially lor the p roducts  of the g ro u nd ,  
the crops which H e  has given us. T h e  question  
arises, though , " W o u ld  we tha nk  C od  more  if there 
were less?" W h a t  abou t  T h an ksg iv in g  this year, 
anyway? T h e  corn crop is the second largest on 
record, the soybean crop is expected to exceed the 
all-time high by 2-1 p e r  cent, an d  more wheat has 
been b rought  in from  o u r  farms than  d u r in g  1955. 
T h e  cotton  crop is down a lit tle, b u t  only a lit tle. 
As a na t ion ,  we are em barrassed by o u r  p lenty . W e 
have m ore  than  we know  w hat  to do with, b o th  
of o u r  political parties are trying to f ind  a way 
to keep us from having such a b u n d a n t  crops.

I 've been looking for someone to suggest tha t  
we call oil T h anksg iv ing  un ti l  C o d  stops blessing 
us w ith  such boun teous  crops. T h e re  is so m uch  
more than  we can use that the farm er is in a plight. 
Perhaps this is a strange way to write w hen one is 
th ink ing  of T h an k sg iv in g  an d  its a n n u a l  em phasis  
u p o n  praise to C o d  for His m ate ria l  blessings.

In spite of o u r  excess abundance ,  o u r  ba rns  an d  
storehouses w hich  are overflowing, let's pause and  
thank  G od for the m ate r ia l  blessings which l i e  
has so freely p oured  ou t  u p o n  us. N ow here  else 
in the w orld  could we go an d  find so m uch of 
plenty. Certainly, if any people shou ld  be grateful 
to God, it is the people of the U n ited  States of 
America.

L e t ’s thank  H im  for the corn, soybeans, wheat, 
cotton, an d  all the o th e r  crops. L e t ’s tha nk  H im  
for the meats which are ours as a result of these 
su p e ra b u n d a n t  crops. Let's bow in reverence before 
H im  and  rccogni/e tha t  He is the G iver of ev en  
good and  perfect gift. W ith  all tha t  m an  does, 
G od  is far more responsible for w hat  we have than  
m an is. T h is  year there should  no t  be a hom e in 
these U n ited  States where its occ upan ts  w ou ld  have 
the audacity  to sit dow n to a loaded tab le  on 
T h an ksg iv in g  Day w i th o u t  re tu rn in g  thanks to 
God. M ore than  that, we should  th a n k  H im  bv ou r  
deeds. W e should  pledge H im  tha t  from now on 
we are going to serve H im , if we h a v e n ’t been 
do ing so. Finally, if wc have been serving Him , 
we should tell H im  from o u r  hearts  that  we will 
strive to serve H im  be t te r  than  ever before.
"ft Doesn't Matter How 
You Vote— Just So You Vote!"

M any times recently I have h ea rd  the words of 
my title over the radio, or read them  irr the news­
papers. Sometimes the s ta tem ent was p u t  this wav. 
"f t  is not im p o rtan t  how von vote, just so vou 
vote.”

I disagree w ith  the first p a r t  of the title of 
my article. It does m a t te r  how a person  votes. 
I know som eth ing  of w hat the speakers had  in mind 
w hen  they m ade  such sta tem ents;  they w an ted  to 
be sure1 that they d id n ’t seem to take sides in the 
voting. T h e n ,  too, they were anx ious  to emphasize 
espec ially the need for every person who has a right 
to vote, tc> do  so. In  bo th  of these respects, their 
in ten t io n  was good; nevertheless, I th ink  their 
Avoids w ou ld  have been m ore  effective if they had 
said, " I t  m a tte rs  how you vote, b u t  we are especially 
em phasiz ing  now  th a t  you ough t ,  by all means, to 
vole. Irr fact, we urge you to vote because it docs 
matter how  you vo te .”

T hese  Avoids will reach you loo late  to have any-

th ing  to do w ith  the N o v em b er  election; neverthe­
less, we shou ld  consider them  front the standpoint 
of fu tu re  elections. W e need  not only to vote, but 
we m ust  realize also tha t o u r  vote counts, that it 
does m atte r ,  tha t  it is im p o r ta n t .  W e should  vote 
to put the best people possible in to  olfice, and not 
just vote. W e shou ld  vote in te ll igen tly , and  vote 
the way we believe C hris t ians  o u gh t  to vote. And 
even if we are no t  C hris t ians ,  we ou gh t  to vote as 
we believe loyal A m ericans shou ld  vote, as those 
who are in te rested  in the best for o u r  government 
in the long run .  W e shou ld  irot be dom inated  by 
mere party; we shou ld  vote for the  m an  who will 
p rom ote  the type of leadersh ip  we believe is best 
for o u r  n a t io n  as a w hole a n d  in the  long run.

Now tha t  I have m a de  this app lica t ion ,  I have 
a n o th e r  one to make. O n e  m ig h t  say iir regard to 
the T h an k sg iv in g  O ffering: "Everybody give, that's 
the m a in  th ing" :  an d  by so speaking he might 
leave the impression tha t  the a m o u n t  you give, or 
wlrat you give, isn't im p o r ta n t ,  b u t  it is not only im­
p o r ta n t  for you to give; the a m o u n t  tha t  you give 
is im portan t .  God n o t  only w ants  vou to give in 
this T h a n k sg iv in g  Offering, b u t  also He wants 
vou to give the  a m o u n t  you ou gh t  to give, the 
am o u n t  that vou can give. W c shou ld  no t  only be 
sure tha t we vote in this T h a n k sg iv in g  Offering- 
that is. give som eth ing; b u t  we m ust  be sure that 
we vote as we shou ld  vo te—th a t  we give as much as 
wc ough t to give. O u r  g iv ing is u n to  God, and 
before God. W e are giving in the light of the 
g rea t  need of m ill ions  who sit in darkness, those 
who never have heard  the gospel of fesrrs Christ.
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W e are giving in  the  l igh t of lost souls who cry 
in  the  n igh t ,  souls who are in  dense darkness an d  
desperately  need  the  gospel of Jesus Christ.  Also, 
we are g iv ing  in the l igh t of a coming judgm ent.

W h a t  will o u r  vote be? W h a t  will o u r  giv ing be? 
W ill  it be as m u ch  as it  o u gh t  to be? I t  is im p o r ­
ta n t  th a t  we give, a n d  it  is also im p o r ta n t  th a t  we 
give as m u ch  as we should .
"Sanctify Them Through Th y Truth"

T h e  c lim ax  of Jesus’ g rea t  p rayer  is fo u n d  in 
these words, “Sanctify the m  th ro u g h  thy t ru th :  
thy w ord  is t r u th ” (fo lur 17:17). H ere  Jesus is 
ta lk ing  a b o u t  a specific t ru th ,  “Sanctify th e m .” 
T h e  Bible presents  teach ing  o n  m any  subjects;

one of the m ost im p o r ta n t  of these is sanctification. 
You ask how  I come to this decision. By f ind ing  
tha t  it is discussed m any  times in  the Bible, an d  
m ore  especially in this instance by discovering tha t  
it is the clim actic  p e t i t ion  of Jesus’ p rayer  jus t  
before H e  w en t  to the  Cross. T h e  Son of God 
w oidd  n o t  have taken  these im p o r ta n t  m om en ts  
of His life to p ray  for His disciples to be sanctified 
if this experience  were n o t  of g rea t  significance. 
"Sanctify the m  th ro u g h  thy t ru th :  thy w o rd  is 
t ru th .”

T h e  Bible is n o t  lacking in teach ing  as to sanc­
t if ication. I f  anyone  doub ts  this, let h im  read  the 
New T e s ta m e n t  th ro u g h  a n d  m a rk  the times the 
words “sanctify,” “ sanctif ica t ion ,” o r  “sanc tif ied” 
are met. N o t  everywhere will these terms m ean  
exactly the same, b u t  certa in ly  they will refer to 
cleansing, o r  freedom  from  sin, in  e n o u gh  places 
to convince any  sincere soul tha t  such an  e x p e r i ­
ence is possible here  a n d  now. “Sanctify them  
through  thy t ru th :  thy w ord  is t r u th .”

B u t  il we w o u ld  get this t ru th ,  it  is no t  en o u gh  
for the Bible to teach it. W e m u s t  read  ab o u t  it 
in the Bible. M any  of us do  n o t  get this a n d  o ther  
teachings of the  Bible because we do  n o t  read  it, 
we do  no t  con tac t  it. T h e  Bible is on  the shelf 
too m uch ;  it  is o u t  of o u r  though ts  too  often. W e 
are too  busy to give t im e to read in g  a n d  m e d i­
ta t ing  u p o n  the W o rd .  T h e r e  arc too  m any  u n ­
used Bibles in o u r  homes, too  m any  Bibles which 
are jus t  decorations,  w i th  w hich  we do  n o t  have 
an y th in g  to do. F irst of all, if we are go ing  to 
find out a b o u t  sanctif ica tion, we m us t  read  the

Bible. Also, we m us t  u n d e rs ta n d  the  t ru th  w hich  
we read. T h e  t ru th  can n o t  p u t  us u n d e r  conviction  
u n t i l  we know  w hat  it means. H ow  can we achieve 
this? By p rayer  a n d  an  open  h e a r t—this will give 
the H oly  Spiri t  a chance to exp la in  w hat  the words 
m e an  as we read  them. T h e  H oly  Spir i t  is all 
a b o u t  us; an d  m ore  th a n  that, H e  is anx ious to 
he lp  us. B u t  we m us t  give H im  a chance. I t  
takes time, it takes though t,  it takes m e dita t ion ,  
it  takes prayer, it takes the he lp  of the H oly  Spiri t  
to u n d e rs ta n d  the W ord .  It  is n o t  enough  merely 
to con tac t  it; we m ust  come to u n d e rs ta n d  it. W e 
m ust  feel a n d  realize its m eaning . F u r ther ,  this 
will be ours only as we do w hat  we shou ld  in 
re la t io n  to the  W o rd  a n d  only as we follow the 
directions  w hich  have been given.

T h u s  we m ust  no t  only contact a n d  u n d e rs ta n d  
the W o rd ;  we m us t  obey it. W e m ust  walk in  
the light, we m us t  do the  will of G od  w hen we 
f ind  o u t  w ha t  it  is. T h e  open  h e a r t  m us t  be ac­
c o m p an ied  by a will ing  heart .  T h e  Book says, “ If 
any m a n  will do his will, he shall know  of the 
doctr ine , . . . ” ( Jo h n  7 :17) .  T h e  will th a t  we 
have w hen  we read  the W o rd  will he lp  us no t  
only to u n d e rs ta n d  it b u t  to obey it. I t  is no t  su r­
prising  th a t  we have h e a rd  occasionally of those 
w ho have fo u n d  th e ir  way in to  the blessed ex­
perience of en t ire  sanctif ica tion  w i th o u t  ever hav­
ing h e a rd  a serm on on  it, o r  w i th o u t  ever hav ing  
h a d  any teach ing  as to it  f rom  someone else. T h e  
Floly Spir i t  has ta u gh t  them  as they have read  the 
'Word, a n d  this p rayer  tha t  Jesus prayed to His 
F a th e r  was answ ered in the ir  behalf.

F o r tu n a te  indeed  is he who hears en t ire  sanc­
t if ica tion  preached . B u t  one can—if he does no t  
have this priv ilege—get the experience anyway. 
T h is  has been proved  in m ore  th a n  one case. T h e  
Bible gives us the  t ru th ,  a n d  we m ust  contact it— 
tha t  is, we m ust  read  the  Bible, a n d  m ed i ta te  u p o n  
its pages. M ore tha n  that, we m ust  u n d e rs ta n d  the 
t ru th .  T h e n  we m us t  open  o u r  hearts  to it, an d  
finally be ready an d  w ill ing  to act on it. W e 
m ust  accept the W o rd  an d  obey it. “Sanctify them  
th ro u g h  thy t ru th :  thy w ord  is t r u th .”

W h a t  a b eau t ifu l  co m b in a t io n  we have in  this 
verse: the F a th e r  ready to do the work, the Son 
p ray ing  for us as Chris t ians  tha t  the  work may be 
done, a n d  the Bible w ith in  o u r  reach—the W o rd  
w hich  tells us a b o u t  this work  of grace, this blessed 
experience! It  may be yours today, my C hris t ian  
friend, if you will b u t  follow the prescrip tion  which  
I have given. Jesus prayed  no t  only for those dis­
ciples who were a b o u t  H im  then, b u t  H e  prayed 
also for you as H is  disciple. H e  is just as m uch  
concerned  a b o u t  your  ge t t ing  the  blessing of e n ­
tire sanctif ication  now  as H e was ab o u t  His dis­
ciples of tha t  day o b ta in in g  it. Step o u t  on  the 
promise, an d  get u n d e r  the Blood. D o it  now, 
an d  believe th a t  G od  the  F a th e r  sanctifies.

G olden T ex t: T he Spirit itself bearetli 
witness w ith  our spirit, that ice are the  
children of God (Rom. 8:16).

I t  we are to gain the assurance th a t 
we are sanctified we m ust go about our 
seeking scripturally. Dr. A. M. Hills 
says: "Avoid form ing any preconceived 
opinion or plan as to w hat your ex­
perience shall be when the blessing 
comes upon you. Some souls have a 
thrilling, overwhelming experience, when 
the Sanctifier comes. These are the 
experiences th a t are most likely to find 
their way in to  prin t, and they produce 
discouragem ent in others. Jonathan  E d­
wards, Finney. Moody, C-arradine, and 
others had an excess of glory pour 
through their being th a t overwhelmed 
them . Vet Dr. C arradine writes: ‘I t is 
not a necessary feature of sanctilica- 
tion. T h e  m ajority do not have such 
an excess of feeling. I t is a purifying 
and filling of the soul ra ther than a 
prostration of the body.’ Some laugh; 
some shout; some weep; some arc pos­
sessed w ith a heavenly calm. I t  m atters 
not which, so the heart is cleansed.”

Dr. Daniel Steele, one of the greatest 
holiness authorities, wrote: "My faith  
had three things to master: the Spirit, 
for me, now! Upon the promise I ven­
tured  with an act of appropria ting  faith, 
claim ing the Com forter as my right, in 
the nam e of Jesus. For several hours I 
clung bv naked la ith . Suddenly 1 be­
came conscious of a mysterious power 
. . . m elting my h eart.”

The first witness is the witness of 
the W ord of God. Jesus prayed, "Sanc­
tify them  through thy tru th : thy word 
is tru th .” T he Bible is God speaking 
to us by His Spirit, through the in stru ­
m entality of hum an authors. W hen we 
meet Bible conditions, there is no pre­
sum ption in signing our names to Bible 
promises. T hey are m eant to be onrs 
when we fulfill their conditions. F re­

quently when people are asked if they 
have m et the conditions they answer, 
"As far as I know.” If you can say th a t 
honestly, then you have gone as far as 
anyone can ever go, and as far as God 
requires. You arc only responsible for 
what you know.

T h e  second witness is the witness of 
vour own consciousness. Is your will 
completely yielded? Is everything on the 
altar? T h e  Holy Spirit faithfully 
guides us into all tru th  if our hearts 
arc open to His illum ination . You can 
know th a t your heart is open and th a t 
you invite His searching m inistry. Have 
no fear; H e will discover and reveal 
everything th a t is carnal and unlovely

if you let Him. You can know when 
you have reached the end of your sur­
render. Dr. H. V. M iller said, “W hen 
you reach this po in t you will feel all 
loose inside.” Dr. B. K. Fierce wrote 
out his surrender to God and signed it 
on his knees.

T h e  th ird  witness is the direct w it­
ness of the Spirit himself. T h e  funda­
m ental aspect of this witness is given 
in Acts 15:8 and 9, “God, . . . bare 
them  witness, . . . purify ing their hearts 
by la ith ,”—a knowledge of inner cleans­
ing. Rev. Benjam in A bbott wrote, “In 
three days God gave me a fidl assurance 
th a t he had  sanctified me, body and 
soul . . . by the witness of the Spirit.”

NEW CHURCHES OVERSEAS FIELDS CHURCH EXTENSION MINORITY GROUPS IN U.S.

FINDING LEADS FOR 
NEW CHURCHES
B y  M ark  R. M oore

P a r t  I

H o m e-M issio n  P astors as L eads
T here  are advantages to using part- 

time available pastors. In  one com­
m unity we had  a small Sunday school 
and a nice building, b u t we did  not 
have a pastor who could devote full 
time to the work. W e found an  elder 
who was out of the active m inistry b e­
cause of his wife’s illness. He was willing 
to drive sixty miles each W ednesday 
and Sunday in order to carry on the 
regular services al the church, l ie  gave 
a year and a half of genuine service. 
D uring that time a new parsonage was 
bought and paid lor, several revivals 
were held, and out of ou r Sunday-school 
nucleus a num ber of line mem bers were 
secured. W hen lie left, the church was 
financially able to call a full-tim e pas­
tor. W ith the arrival of the full-tim e 
pastor and  up to I his date the church 
has made great strides of progress. 
Much credit m ust be given to a godly 
elder for the w onderful foundation laid. 
T h ere  are dangers, of course, in using 
some preachers who offer themselves for 
service. An elderly bro ther came to me 
and wanted to start a church. H e in ­
formed me he was on an old-age pension 
and would not need financial assistance, 
l ie  had  good religion and great zeal, 
but he had lost his sense of app ro p ria te ­
ness. He w anted to use the patched 
half of a tent for the m eeting place 
and selected a lot next to the city sew­
erage plant. 1 assured him  I ap p re­
ciated his interest and needed his 
support, bu t th a t we w ould have to 
use a different location and desired more 
perm anent quarters for the expected

c hurch. W e would have been “whipped” 
before we started  if we had followed 
his plans.

A nother available pastor resource is 
to be found in our colleges and sem­
inary. W e have a host of young men 
willing to sta rt w ithou t an established 
church and build  from the "ground” 
up. It is only reasonable th a t when one 
volunteers we should give him  our full 
support.

In m ain sections church properties o£ 
o ther denom inations can be purchased 
for a very small p art of the original 
cost of the buildings. T h e  reason for 
selling the property  m ust be known be­
fore it can be determ ined whether it 
is a good lead or not. If undesirable 
elem ents have moved near the property 
or oilier sim ilar reasons cause the orig­
inal church congregation to sell the 
properly, ii may not be wise to try to 
establish a Church of the Nazarene 
there.

On the o ther hand  if the church has 
consolidated w ith a sister church, as 
when M ethodism united, or the church 
has outgrow n the facilities and has 
moved to more adequate quarters, then 
ihe available property may constitute a 
good lead.

T h ere  are a great num ber of rural 
churches and com m unity Sunday schools 
which offer us leads into new fields. 
I here arc some situations that are not 

wholesome, bu t there arc also good op­
portunities. We have two new churches 
ou the d istrict which started  this way.

O ur R ich land  church was originally 
a com m unity church under another de­
nom ination. bu t unable to support a 
pastor. A Bethany Nazarene College 
s tudent preacher was sent there. We 
had several good N azarene families liv­
ing in the com m unity who attended 
the com munity Sunday school, and

they assisted h im  in  the work. A fter 
two years we paid  52,000.00 for the 
property and organized the congrega­
tion in to  a C hurch of the Nazarene. 
They now average about sixty in Sun­
day school, and though they will never 
be too large in num ber, their young 
people will a ttend  our schools and grow 
up to stay in the com m unity or move 
to o ther com m unities to help  us carry 
on the spread of the gospel of holiness.

R e v iv a l L ea d sI w ould no t suggest th a t we can o r­
ganize churches w ithou t revivals. T h e  
tru th  of the m atter is th a t we cannot 
and m ust not organize unless we have 
a revival. Revivals have a record of 
dea ling  out sin as well as m elting the 
hearts of the Christians in to  a sp irit of 
unity.

I am reasonably sure th a t you un d er­
stand th a t by various leads I have re ­
ferred to the in itia l opening in a given 
community. T h e  fact is we have had 
revivals in each new church before o r­
ganizing it. But on ou r d istrict we have 
only one church th a t started  w ith the 
revival as the in itia l beginning or in itia l 
opening.

Shortly after I came to the district 
one of our Bethany N azarene College 
students w rote me th a t be was in a 
meeting in a schoolhouse and  th a t the 
people w anted to organize a church. I 
went to the m eeting, b u t the desired 
break did not come by the end of the 
meeting. I im m ediately secured o ther 
workers, bought a lot, found a school 
building for sale, bought it, and moved 
it to our location. W e conducted the 
second revival in ou r own property  and 
after a good m eeting organized a fine 
church.

By means of I lie W ord of God, the 
sinner "receives the incorrup tib le seed 
of the Holy Spirit and is born again.” 
T h u s the seed is the new life which is 
bestowed upon the sinner by the Holy 
Spirit when he is saved. And as long 
as the sinner has this seed, or sp iritual 
life, in him , he cannot sin. A deliberate

act of sin always forfeits one’s salvation. 
A Christian cannot be both a Christian 
and a sinner in the deliberate, or in ­
tentional sense, at the same time. Also, 
nothing in these verses implies th a t it 
is impossible for this seed, or new life, 
to be forfeited.

W lw t a b o u t th e  U n ity  School o f C h r is tia n ity?  I  h a ve  a fr ie n d  w h o  is  q u ite  ta ke n  tip  w ith  th is  school o f th o u g h t.
I nitv believes in pantheism , and this 

view holds th a t everything is God, and 
God is everything. T h e  C hristian view 
of God is th a t l ie  is both in the world 
and above it, or separate from it. W ith 
the pantheist. God is only in the world. 
Me is confused with the world, with 
things. In o ther words, God is im per­
sonal. Such a view' is as bad for true 
religion as atheism , the belief th a t there 
is no God. I m ight as well have no 
God as to have one which is a th ing or 
things. T ru e  religion dem ands a God 
which is personal. One th a t can be 
loved and can love. I once had quite 
a good friend who belonged to the 
Unity School of T hought. He said that 
conversion was no th ing  m ore nor less

than recognizing th a t you are a p art of 
God. God is in and a part of all of 
us. But many, he declared, do not 
realize this. Conversion is coming to 
the realization of this fact. Further, 
Jesus, for this school of thought, was 
nothing b u t a man, and Christ is the 
God who is in all men. One authority  
says that the devotees of this view are 
taught to repeat over and over certain 
formulas such as, "I am th a t I am. I 
am Spirit. I am I.ife. I am the Christ.
1 know no evil. I deny all sin and 
sickness. I have all power. I am  God 
m anifest in the flesh." T his school of 
thought does not accept Christian 
Science completely, but it is akin to it 
in many respects.

D id  M oses a c tu a lly  see G od face  to  face  in  a p h ysica l sense , or d id  M oses 
s im p ly  h a ve  a n  o ve rw h e lm in g  sen se o f G od’s p resence w h e n  h e tu rn e d  aside  
to w atch th e  b u rn in g  bush?  T h e  B ib le  says: “No m a n  h a th  seen  G od a t a n y  t im e ” (J o h n  1:18).

W hen Moses saw the b u rn ing  bush, 
he did not see God face to face. He 
beheld a theophanv. A theophany is 
a revelation of God through some phys­
ical means. T h e  burn ing  bush was God, 
who is a pu re spirit, m anifesting h im ­
self through a physical m edium . I t was 
not a face-to-face m anifestation of God 
in His ultim ate, or purely spiritual, 
essence. No m an has ever or will ever 
on this earth  be able to thus see God.
Jesus gave us the best revelation of God
Is red e m p tio n  a d e fin ite  act o r a p rogressive  act o f G od? A  recen t w r ite r  
sp ea ks o f red e m p tio n  as g ra d u a lly  progressing  to w a rd  fu lfillm en t. In  W eb ­
ster 's  d ic tio n a ry , red e m p tio n  is  d efin ed  as “d elivera n ce  fro m  th e  bondage  
a n d  co n seq u en ces o f sin .” I  th in k  th a t th e  w r ite r  to  w h o m  I  re ferre d  above  is w ro n g  in  h is p osition .

that we have ever had. Fie was the 
revelation of God. He, as Jesus Christ, 
was God incarnate, a divine-hum an Per­
son manifesting him self through a h u ­
m an body. T heophanics are not to be 
confused with the Incarnation . T here 
has been only one Incarnation , and 
th a t was Jesus Christ. But even in 
Christ, the God-Man, we had to see 
God through a physical m edium , or 
body.

W hat you object to is the idea th a t 
redem ption is progressive, and you seem 
to believe that W ebster supports you 
in this objection. But you m ust rem em ­
ber that redem ption, as W ebster’s defini­
tion implies, takes in the w hole process 
of bringing m an back from sin into 
fitness for heaven. T his, then, includes 
conversion, entire sanctification, and 
g lorification—the sp iritual body which 
we get when we are resurrected. R e­
dem ption delivers us from the bondage 
and consequences of sin; and the final 
consequence of sin from which we are

delivered is a broken-down body. R e­
dem ption includes the crises of regen­
eration, e n t i r e  sanctification, and 
glorification, bu t it also includes a lot 
of growth leading up to and following 
these crises. W hat the w riter had in 
m ind which you would criticize is that 
redem ption takes in crises and develop­
ment and m ight in its entirety be 
thought of as progressive. At least, that 
evaluation of his position is a possibility, 
since redem ption covers such a broad 
field.

T his class works under the direc­
tion of Mr. Bert Hotchkiss, superin ten ­
dent of Kansas City Mission, and each 
one enrolled learns how to carry on 
this type of work in the salvation and 
rehabilitation  of persons from the 
depths of sin.

Rev. Samuel K rikorian gave the m is­
sionary lectures, sponsored by Dr. and 
Mrs. j .  F. I,cist, Septem ber 25 to 28. 
T h is was of keen interest, as B rother 
K rikorian gave some valuable inform a­
tion regarding the problem s of the 
M iddle East.

T h e  Music D epartm ent of the Naza­

rene Publishing House sponsored a 
Music Institu te  in the Seminary, Octo­
ber 9 to 11. T hey brought Professor 
Lester D unn. Rev. R. T . W illiams, Rev. 
Floyd Hawkins, ancl Professor Paul 
Skiles in for the Institu te , and also 
used Professor Ray Moore and Mrs. 
Eleanor W hitsett of Kansas City. Every 
phase of church music was discussed 
and helpful instruction was given in 
each area. 'I he Institu te  was a great 
boost to (he Seminary, as it gave the 
students an opportunity  to learn how 
to plan and operate a music program  
ill the church.

T here  is an excellent sp irit among 
the students, and it looks as if this year 
will be one of the best in the Seminary’s 
history.—I.ewis T .
