And now let us move from the past to the present. 

How shall we describe it? What kind of pictures 

does this world present?

The days arc dark—times are terrible—people are 

perplexed! Uncertainty, pressure, and fear char­

acterize much of the thinking of modern man. Man 

has not learned how to “build Rome in a day,” 

but he has learned how to wreck the world in an 

hour. Ghastly weapons of war, unthinkable whole­

sale death, and fantastic methods of destruction—

street, saying that the economic framework of na­

tions cannot continue under the present burden. 

But even the best economists disagree about it all. 

The answer is elusive, and leaves a dark picture.

And it is true these are terrible times. Sin is com­

monplace and even fashionable. A sin-crazed world 

has not stopped to consider that it was sin that 

destroyed the liberties of early Greece; it was sin 

that crumbled the Roman Empire, and today whole 

nations are living witnesses to the evil effects of sin.

Many are having the fling of the flesh without 

recalling the Biblical exhibitions of sin and its 

certain consequences. They hope to “have their 

cake and eat it too.” They seemingly forget that 

sin is a bubble that is brightest just before it bursts.

Sin! How terrible it is as it “hates and hardens 

and hisses and hurts and hampers and hurls down 

to a heartless hell!”

D ilie  Q ift  w i i l l  P u rt

She shall bring forth a son, and thou shalt call 
his name JESUS: for tie shall save his people from 
their sins (Matt. 1:21).

This is the first reference in the New7 Testament 

to the coming of Jesus Christ into the world, and 

it has to do with the prophecy and purpose of His 

mission. At this season when we are majoring in 

the giving of gifts to our loved ones, it would be no 

less than a tragedy to overlook the greatest Gift 

and the greatest Giver ever known to humanity: 

“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only 

begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him 

should not perish, but have everlasting life” (John 

3:16).

Here indeed is a Gift with a purpose. In speak­

ing of this Gift, John amplifies the purpose when 

he says: “For this purpose the Son of God wras 

manifested, that he might destroy [or ‘loose you’ 

—the Greek word translated destroy is luo, which 

means ‘loose’] the wrorks of the devil” (or “loose 

you from the wTorks of the devil”) —I John 3:8. 

W hat a glorious prophecy, what a glorious promise, 

and what a glorious purpose!

We cannot give full expression here as to what 

is implied in this greatest of all gifts, but will en­

deavor to offer a striking suggestion as to the 

purpose of the Gift. It is obvious to the reader 

that the purpose of this G ift was to fill a para­

mount need; and He in whose Word it is recorded, 

“My God shall supply all your need according to 

his riches in glory by Christ Jesus,” would not 

likely overlook our greatest of all needs—the emanci­

pation of mankind from the bondage of and slavery 

to sin. These are days of many needs, but there 

is none greater than the need of deliverance from 

sin and its domination: for upon the proper solu­

tion of this question hinges our happiness, not 

only here, but also hereafter.

According to this prophecy He was to save His 

people from their sins rather than in them, or with 
them.

In  such an event, sin ceases to be a factor in our 

redemption, and the entire purpose of Christ’s 

mission into the world was unnecessary and only 

a heartless and cruel waste. If one can go to heaven 

sinning, then being saved from sin is unnecessary. 

This certainly is contrary to the whole purpose 

of the gift of God’s Son, and out of harmony with 

the Pauline Epistle in which he states: “That as 

sin hath reigned unto death, even so might grace 

reign through righteousness unto eternal life by 

Jesus Christ our Lord” (Rom. 5:21).

Any religion, therefore, which offers security or 

assurance on any other ground than that of grace 

which reigns through righteousness is out of har­

mony with the purpose of this glorious and all- 

sufficient Gift as recorded in Matt. 1:21. Any
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religion which does not take into consideration 

the obligation of right living fails to visualize the 

purpose of God's greatest Gift to man.

Thank God for His unspeakable Gift, for through 

this Gift we can say with Paul: “There is therefore 

now no condemnation to them which are in Christ

Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after the 

Spirit.

On December 25, the whole world will celebrate 

the anniversary of the Saviour's birth nearly two 

thousand years ago, in the little town of Bethlehem 

in Palestine. It is one of the most joyous occasions 

of the year, when cares are forgotten, hatreds 

buried, and love and good will fill the earth.

So much time and effort are given to preparing 

for the great feast that sometimes we forget exactly 

what wTe are celebrating.

It might be worthwhile, therefore, to take a few 

minutes away from the hurry and bustle of our 

modern life to review the story of Christinas and 

ponder its significance.

'Witness a crisp, clear night late in December, 

nineteen wide centuries ago, when there was born 

in a lowly stable, amidst the odor of hay and the 

sound of cattle munching oats in their stalls, One 

who dedicated His entire life without the least 

alloy of self to the service of all.

No, this Man was not a king, an emperor, a 

statesman, or a warrior; neither was He known in 

the arts and sciences. There were no trumpets to 

proclaim His birth. He did not arrive in a fear- 

inspired blast of fire and thunder. On the con­

trary, this Son of a peasant woman was born and 

grew up in comparative obscurity in an obscure 

village where He lived and worked as a young Man 

in a carpenter shop until He was thirty.

An itinerant preacher who was regarded of no 

consequence, He had no credentials but himself. 

He never went to college, wrote a book, owned a 

home, held an office, or traveled more than two 

hundred miles from the place where He was born.

For thirty years He grew and learned His simple 

trade, shaping the native wood to serve the wants 

of home and craft. Then for three years He wan­

dered, teaching, shaping the native hearts to service 

of truth and love and co-operation, in making a 

‘‘difference” in the world!

Fie held no earthly rank or office, wrote no book 

or song, painted no picture, builded no monument 

—yet, in childhood He startled a king, in boyhood 

He puzzled the doctors of divinity, and in manhood 

He ruled the course of nature. He walked upon 

the billows and hushed the sea to sleep. He healed 

the lame and the halt, made the lepers whole, and 

gave beauty for ashes. He broke up one funeral 

procession by raising the dead to life again; and, 

when lie  was late for another funeral, He called, 

“Lazarus, come forth,” and the grave gave up its 

dead. There was never anyone like H im —and 

He is all we ever will need!

His own people turned against this Man who 

strangely taught that evil can be overcome onlv 

by good.

He was denied—deserted—betrayed—crucified!

One dark hour He knelt in the garden, His hour 

of crisis, of decision. He gave himself over to His 

enemies, betrayed by a disciple whom He called 

“Friend.” Having loved him, Fie loved him to the 

end. He was tried and sentenced to death in a 

mock trial; spat upon, beaten, and nailed to a 

cross which wras suspended between heaven and 

earth, and between two thieves. He died, pleading 

forgiveness for those who crucified Him.

He was laid in a borrowed tomb. The cross was 

all that He ever owned, lie  borrowed a boat to 

use for a pulpit; He borrowed a donkey to ride 

into Jerusalem, and offer himself as King. He 

borrowed an upper room to have a final repast 

with His disciples. Then Fie was laid in a borrowed 

tomb. We borrow only that which we shall need 

for a short while; He knew He was only a Transient. 

He could say more knowingly than any of us, “This 

world is not My home.” He borrowed the above 

because He knew they were only for a day.

That Changed 

History

. . .  as the angels were gone away from them 
into heaven (Luke 2:15).

. . . they made known abroad Ihe saying which 
was told them concerning this child (Luke 2:17).

Bethlehem changed the course of history. Our 
calendars reflect the place of Christ’s birth. The 
gospel historian Luke gives us the setting of the 
first Christmas: “In  those days . . . there went out 
a decree from Caesar Augustus.” W hat days?

Days when liberty was unknown. Slaves and 
slave owners were everywhere. Life was cheap. 
If a man killed his neighbor’s ox, he suffered the 
death penalty. If he killed his slave, there was 
no penalty attached. Human rights were scarcely 
known. Women were mere chattels, the playthings 
of the rich and the burden-bearers of the poor. 
Days when Pontius Pilate gave free range to open 
violence, corruption, robberies, ill treatment of 
ihe people, grievances, executions, and intolerable 
cruelties. Days when the bloody Idumean, King 
Herod, the half Jew and friend of the Romans, 
executed the most wealthy and confiscated their 
property in his wild, passionate, harsh, and un ­
bending iron rule. Days when innocent children 
were being massacred and hell was let loose in 
the earth. Days when the theater and the amphi­
theater, the stadium and the hippodrome were 
built in Jerusalem by Herod in honor of the 
emperor. Days when Judaism was ineffective and 
decadent. The political and religious life of the 
times was at an all-time low ebb.

Then Jesus came, “a light to lighten the Gentiles, 
and the glory of thy people Israel.” The Fountain 
of light, life, and glory came from Bethlehem; the 
“day star” to all mankind. When Jesus came, old 
and cruel despotisms quaked in alarm, fear, and 
helplessness. The throne of King Herod rocked 
and trembled. The holy cradle was mightier than 
his seat of power. The bloody Nero, emperor of 
Rome, became panic-stricken, distressed, beaten. 
And the Roman Empire felt the mighty impact of 
the Son of God, while paganism, slavery, carnal 
lust, superstition, and wrong suffered a terrific

blow. Satan’s head was being badly bruised. A 
new set of values became the right and hope of 
every man, woman, and child. Slaves and kings 
were placed on a common level.

The Jew and Gentile became of one blood. Lines 
of demarcation were cast aside. Patrician and ple­
beian sat together. King and peasant, nobleman 
and servant, millionaire and pauper were one. All 
met at the manger-cradle. Now the dim, flickering 
lamp of hope burned more brightly. Before only 
angels dared breathe a song. People were hungry 
for joy and gladness while dying for love. Then 
Jesus came! He came to change grace for law, 
liberty for bondage, reality for ceremonialism, sal­
vation for sin, joy for despair, peace for war, purity 
for pollution, and life for death. “For, behold, I 
bring you good tidings of great joy.”

It was Christmas night. The French trenches 
were filled with weary men. A fine snow was 
falling. All was silent and calm. Suddenly an 
officer sprang to his feet and cried, “Get ready! 
It is almost time for the charge!” The men aroused 
themselves and their thoughts were of other Christ­
mas nights and home with its tender memories.

Now word came down the line that only five 
minutes remained before the charge. They gripped 
their rifles and waited for orders. Then something 
happened. The stillness of the night was broken 
by the sound of voices singing in German. The 
song grew in volume and quality. Its message 
thrilled the hearts of every Frenchman.

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The Headline of the Ages
Almost any time one can pick up a newspaper 

and find big headlines on the front page. Only 

the important happenings get on the front page, 

and only those which are “super-important” get 

into the headlines. At a glance, then, one can see 

what are considered the most important happenings 

of the day. Innumerable headlines have graced 

the front pages of our great dailies across the years, 

but there never has been any as important as the 

statement which I give to you now: “For unto you 

is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, 

which is Christ the Lord” (Luke 2:11). This is 

the headline of the ages.

A special messenger from God, an angel, spoke 

these words to the shepherds: “And the angel said 

unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good 

tidings of great joy, which shall be to all people. 

For unto you is born this day in the city of David 

a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.” High heaven 

knew how significant this happening was, and had 

it announced by an angel. D id you notice why 

the angel said, “Fear not"? Here are the words 

again: “For, behold, I bring you good tidings of 

great joy, which shall be to all people.” “Good 

tidings!” and not only “good tidings,” but “good 

tidings of great joy"; and not only “good tidings 

of great joy,” but “good tidings of great joy" which 

were to be “to all people.” The angel brought 

good news to everybody, to the whole world, to 

every race, and tribe, and nation, and to those 

of every age and clime. “Good tidings of great 

joy, . . .  to all people.”

But we must not forget the announcement itself, 

for all that is said in the tenth verse is based on it: 

“For unto you is born this day in the city of David 

a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.” That day be­

came the clay of all days, the day toward which all 

the past looked, and back to which all people since 

have looked. That day was the dividing mark in 

history. It is customary for papers at the close of 

the year to enumerate the ten greatest events of the 

year. Also, they usually place them in the order of 

their importance; that is, the most important event 

of the whole year comes first, and the others follow 

in the order of their significance. But this news 

item about the birth of Jesus takes precedence over 

every news item that ever has been printed in a 

newspaper. It is the news item of the ages, the head­

line of the ages, the event of the ages. “For unto 

you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour, 

which is Christ the Lord.”

It is a brief bit of news, but how meaningful! 

Born where? “In  the city of David,” the city from 

whence the great king of God’s people had come. 

And He—this Child—when He grew up, was destined 

to perpetuate the throne of David. He was to be 

the King of Kings and the Lord of Lords. “Unto 

you is born this day in the city of David a Saviour.” 

Matthew says of Mary: “And she shall bring forth 

a son, and thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he 

shall save his people from their sins” (1:21). No 

name could be so full of meaning and comfort as 

this. W hat the world needed then, and what the 

world needs today more than anything else, is some-

one who can save it from its sins; someone who can 

take away its hopelessness, its lostness. “For he shall 

save his people from their sins.”

Yes, “For unto you is born this day in the city 

of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord.” He 

was to be Prophet, Priest, and King for all the world; 

the Anointed One, the Lord, the Saviour. Amen! 

This is the headline of the ages: “For unto you is 

born this day in the city of David a Saviour, which 

is Christ the Lord.” W hat news these words brought 

by the angel to the shepherds as they were keeping 

watch over their flocks by night!

I am not surprised that this news started the 

heavenly choir singing: “Glory to God in the high­

est, and on earth peace, good will toward men.”

the face of it seems to be taught by the text, and 

is surely a truth of the Bible. That is the fact that 

the Spirit strives with man.

If we believe in the Holy Spirit at all, in any 

Christian sense, we must believe that He strives 

with man. In  fact, we couldn’t hold to the idea 

of the Christian God without such a belief. God is 

interested in man, and He has not turned him  over 

to his own devices. He has not left him alone; He 

is striving with him. And who could be the in­

strumentality of this striving better than the Holy 

Spirit?

The story recorded in Genesis 5 and 6 points to 

this truth. Man had become very wicked. God him ­

self says, “The wickedness of man was great in the 

earth,” and, “Every imagination of the thoughts of 

his heart was only evil continually.” There could 

hardly be a worse description of man’s depravity 

than is given in these words. And the scripture goes 

on to say, “And it repented the Lord that he had 

made man on the earth, and it grieved him at his 

heart.” So much was this true that God said, “I 

will destroy man . . . from the face of the earth.” 

But there was an exception, for the Word said, 

“Noah found grace in the eyes of the Lord.” Then 

God, after repeating the fact that the earth had be­

come very corrupt and wicked, “said unto Noah, 

The end of all flesh is come before me; for the earth 

is filled with violence through them; and, behold,

I will destroy them with the earth.”

Striving

Along with this picture and the instructions God 

gave to Noah, ŵe are told in the New Testament 

that Noah preached to the people of his day of the 

judgment which was to come. A period of one 

hundred and twenty years was given; God did not 

send judgment upon the people of Noah’s day im ­

mediately. Why d idn’t He? Undoubtedly, by No­

ah’s obedience and his righteous life as an example 

before the people, He was still giving them a chance. 

Thus God was still striving with the hearts of the 

people of Noah’s day. I can’t help but believe that 

if they had come forward with repentance the Flood 

would never have happened. God is always ready 

with mercy for those who turn to Him . “My spirit 

shall not always strive with man.” This verse brings 

to us a truth that ever has been manifested in the 

work of the Holy Spirit. This is the key verse in 

the whole of the O ld Testament—it is the heart of 

redemption, a striving God, a God who through His 

Spirit moves forward toward those who are in need. 

He does His best to bring them within the limits 

of His redeeming power.

Even the wrappings on a Christmas 
package seem to tell of the love and 
thoughtfulness of the one who sent it. 
They seem to say, “I not only want to 
remember you. but I want you to know 
that my gift comes wrapped up in nil 
the good wishes that I can send.” So 
the first great sacred Christmas Gift 
came wrapped in beauty: the mystic 
glory of the starry, Oriental night, the 
shepherds watching their flocks, the an­
gel carolers, the wise men bringing 
costly gifts, the pure virgin, and the 
tender Babe of Bethlehem. The great­
est event of all human history was tak­
ing place. The dreams of the prophets 
and wise men of all the centuries were 
now being fulfilled.

If men had been planning an event 
like that, there would have been a fan­
fare of trumpets, a roll of thunder, and 
lightning playing across the face of the 
heavens. But Cod seemed to tiptoe in 
—coming so gently that even the most 
timid and lender would not be afraid. 
It was good news—earth’s greatest good 
news—but it came as gently as the dew 
at eventide.

The message of holiness is a funda­
mental part of the Christmas story, just 
as it is a part of every great Bible truth 
and Bible doctrine.

The keynote of the song of the carol­
ers was joy—joy in the new relationship 
between God and man. That joy could 
be realized only as man was first recon­
ciled through forgiveness, then restored 
to complete fellowship with God through 
the cleansing of his inner spirit.

Finding Leads 
For New Churches

(Conclusion)

A Definite Home-Missions Policy

Our Home-Missions Board felt that 

the policy of buying tents, conducting 
meetings, and leaving the community 
without an organized church or prop­
erty was an extravagance which we could 
not afford. Principles were adopted 
that build confidence and co-operation.

First: We agreed not to start in a com­
munity unless we planned to stay there.

Second: We agreed to have our own 
property or have it in sight.

Third: We adopted a financial plan 
that included a church-building revolv­
ing fund, a $2.00 Club for home-mission 
property purchases, and an increased 
home-missions budget.

Tn the home-missions budget we have 
money to pay for current expenses. The 
$2.00 Club gives -SI.000.00 for property 
to each new church after it is organized, 
and the revolving fund provides a loan 
for the new church if they need it for 
a new building until they can secure 
a conventional loan.

One man gave us $500.00 when I ex­
plained our policy to him. A young 
preacher student said, “My wife and I 
want to save at least $500.00 with which 
to start a new church when we get out 
of school. With the tvpe of support 
you give we are more willing to start.” 
When our policy was explained to a 
prayer meeting group of a dozen in an 
unfriendly community, 11 icy took cour­
age. They said. “If wc have 500 friends 
who will pray for us and send us 
SI ,000.00. and a district that will help 
us get property, we should be able to 
make it.” Many others have broken old 
ties and launched into home-missions 
ventures when they clearly understood 
our home-missions policies.

In conclusion I want to point out four 
important considerations:

First: Leads are not leads when you

have to start below par—that is, when 
the people have not been through a 
reviving, when the constituency is dis­
gruntled and reactionary, when prospec­
tive members arc more independent 
than Nazarene, when property facilities 
are railroad-type locations, and build­
ings are shacks. In short: holiness peo­
ple, holiness attitude, and holy clean­
liness and simplicity of property become 
His house.

Second: Another consideration is to 

u'ait. I would not suggest eternal inac­
tivity, but it is much harder to unor- 
ganize a bad organization than it is to 
wait until God and sane leadership yield 
a church that will last. We had the 

opportunity to buy a church building. 
Two fine holiness families would have 
formed a nucleus. However, an inde­
pendent holiness man arrived at the 
auction of the building. Since we were 
tlie only two wanting it we thought 
that we could work out an agreement, 
but he created such a scene that wc 
dropped out of the picture. He was not 
able to gel started, and we won friends 
by our altitude.

Third: Act now! A young man who 
lived in a nice community of a thou­
sand people spoke to me about starting 
a church. He was a strict tither. He 
told me that his tithe amounted to 
$10.00 a week. I learned that two Naza­
rene schoolteachers were teaching school 
in or near the town and that their tithe 
would average about $5.00 a week each. 
I planned to get to the community 
within a month or two and buy prop­
erty, but the man died and our chances 
were lessened for a church in the com­
munity. There arc times when we 
should act note.

Fourth: The fourth consideration is, 
depend on God. Who is your God? How 
great is He? What size God do you 
have? Is He only the size of human 
reasoning? On one occasion a good 
Christian said he thought we could get 
a new church if several people would 
sign to join and property could be 
bought without too much debt. I re-
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sponded that we tried to get a preacher, 
property, people, and a revival. If God 
seemed to be leading and I felt sure 
that He wanted us to go in for a church 
in a given community, then all that X 
would ask him to do would be to 
stand back and let me depend upon 
God. W ith faith in God I told the man 
that I could jump a good-sized ditch 
of obstacles. After all, God is our great 
Leader. He is the One who will help 
us as we establish one thousand new 
churches.

Pray, think, plan, and look for leads 
to new churches. God will open the 
way if u<e do our part.

Our Indian Nazarenes
To describe or interpret our India to 

you from such a distance is difficult. 
Perhaps she is in a class all bv herself.

Yes. we have seen revival. Some folk 
for the first time understood Ihe mean­
ing of the Pentecostal flame burning 
its way into hearts, families, and even 
larger groups. It is now a norm that 
will ever loom high on their horizon. 
Since then some have gone on into a 
deeper relationship with God. Others 
have backed down at tithing and other 
standards. We missionaries find our­
selves 'limbing on to different levels as 
we listen to the voice of the Holv Spirit. 
The enemy has tried to defeat many 
by illness. His assaults have been se-

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In  the “Bible School Journal” for October 21, on page 45, Whedon states that 
sanctification may exist in different degrees. He also says, “It may be 
partial.” Just what does he mean by this statement?

By saying that sanctification may exist 
in different degrees, Whedon is ascribing 
to the word a rather broad meaning, 
which is sometimes attached to it. When 
used thus, it has to do with all of the 
work of God's grace in man in contrast 
to His work for man, and yet outside 

of man. It is contrasted with justifica­
tion, which strictly means freeing man 
from the guilt of his actual transgres­

sions, or wiping the black marks which 
are against him off God’s books. Tech­
nically, justification docs not indicate 
anything done in man. Set over against 
this is all of the work, as I have already 
indicated, which is done in man—re­
generation. entire sanctification, and the 
growth in grace which follows each of 
them. From this standpoint, sanctifi­
cation may be spoken of as existing in 
different degrees. You will notice that

W hedon does not say that entire sanc­

tification may exist in different degrees. 
Entire sanctification is the technical 
name for the second crisis, though wTe 
often just call it sanctification today. 
In the very quotation which you call 
attention to, Whedon later refers to 
complete (entire) sanctification and con­
trasts it, as you say, with partial sanc­
tification. Further, he docs not state that 
it (complete sanctification) may differ 
in degrees. As to partial sanctification, 
I would say that Whedon is using it in 
its technical, theological meaning—as 
having to do with the cleansing which 
the sinner gets when he is saved—cleans­
ing from acquired pollution, or that 
pollution which attaches to the sinner’s 
own ac ts. When he uses that phrase he 
is not talking about entire, or complete, 

sanctification—the second blessing.

I  have always thought that God shouldn't be spoken to as one would talk 
to a child. Or to put it another way, terms such as “dear” or “sweet99 should 
not be used ivhen addressing God. Am I right in  this?

You are right! Such terms of endear­
ment should not be used when we are 
talking to God. To do so tends to bring 
Him clown to our level, and, because 
of that, does not show’ the proper rev­
erence for the Supreme Being. On the

other hand, there are quite a few good 
people who unthoughtedly use such 
terms of endearment when praying, and 
we should not criticize them for it. I 
believe that those who pray thus are 
gradually learning better.

A friend of mine who believes in  eternal security asked me this question: 
“How can something that is born be unborn?" Then he referred to John 3:7, 
which says that we must be born again. This is a favorite question with 
those who claim that once we are saved, we are always saved. My answer 
is this, “A thing that is born can die, and then, ithen saved again, must 
be reborn.99 Is that right?

Your answer is a good one. When 
we are sinners we are dead in trespasses 
and sins, and then when we are born 
again, we are resurrected into newness 
of life. This spiritual life, however, can 
die through deliberate sin. After this 
we can be saved again, or reclaimed, or

born again once more. This whole idea 
of birth as applied to becoming a Chris­
tian is figurative language; and being 
born is described bv other figures, like 
following Christ, coming to Christ, com­
ing back home, etc.

Several of us were discussing television, and someone said that it is not 
wrong to have it in  our homes if we do not look at programs advertising 
beer, cigarettes, whisky, etc. My stand was that one who is saved and sanc­
tified will not have a television set in his home. Am I right or wrong in  
taking this position?

spiritual life. Truly Christian people 
are not alone in taking this position. 
Somewhere recently I read an article 

on television by the editor of what many 
would consider the highest-class monthly 
magazine published in America, and he 
had almost nothing to say that was 
complimentary of present-day television. 
It should be added that he was not 
writing from a religious standpoint, but 
rather from the viewpoint of proper 
culture, refinement, and morality.

In answering your question I take 
the same position which our church 
does. It does not ban television alto­
gether, but it does warn all against using 
it indiscriminately. Much that is evil 
comes over television, and if a person 
does not choose carefully what he looks 
at and listens to, he will certainly wreck 
his relation to Christ. Some good comes 
over television, just like some good comes 
over the radio; but most of what is given 
in both cases is devilish, or certainly not 
elevating from the standpoint of one’s
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vcrc—lull our faith soars. The Indian 
church goes forward. Never do we leave 
our area without returning with a new 
appreciation of our Indian leaders. We 
feel we are in another phase of revival 
now.
