Paul’s Course

The course of Paul was so strenuous, so intense, and so sin-
gle that they charged him with being beside himself. Ilis re-
plv was, I am xlmt up to this by the atonement of Christ, which
commits me to this life of unselfish devotion, Tt is only
through the death of self that the love of Christ can constrain
us. A life of single and ‘sublime devotion to Christ can only
be secured by the lo.xs of self. Paul puts the whole matter in
his profession of his relation to Christ — a relation which finds
its source in tlie cross. Not in the cross of Calvary where
Jesus sutfered, but in the cross where self died.

“T am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live: yet not I,
but Christ liveth in me; and the life which T now liveZn the
flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and
gave himself for me?” And yet this crucifixion of self catches
its inspiration, its obllrrntmn, from the cross of Calvary; which
is its prototype and pattern. So the npostle dcclalcs’m say-
ing, “God forbid that I should glory, save in the cross-of our
Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the wor]d is crucified unto me,
and I unto the world.”

Religion is gauged in its power by its activity to cruclfv
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form, it is not only a hindrance to the power and fnl] flow of
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religion, butajs a constant menace to its lfe.  As Rome was
neveriafe wile arthage lived. as the erop is never safe while

the weeds are growing, so religion is never = safe while self lives.

Self Labeled Number One

Self is labeled number one because it stands first with so
many. It lias always demanded ,precedence. The disciples
under the shadow of the cross were striving about self. I
took the searching, consuming flames of the Ioly Spirit on

Pentecost to destroy or maim it ; for it comes to the front soon
after Pentecost in their envious murmurings. The insidious
power of self marred the Pentecost power und splendid spir-
itual gifts of the church at Corinth. TPaul pays to Timothy a
. tribute of his unselfishuess as honorable as it is-rare, “But I
trust in the Lord Jesus to send Timotheus shortly unto you,
that I also may be of good comfort, when T know your state,
For I have no man like-minded, who will naturally care for
your state. Tor all seck their own, not tlic things which are
Jesus Christ’s.” . o
It is said of love, that it rules the camp. the court, the
grove; and man below and siints above.” Self is the rival,
the onem3 of Jove, and is almest as far-reaching and as .lll-
potent.
#The Governor of one of our states gave once an insight in
politics which will serve as an illustration of its power in
\)tlx_gf spheres, as \\ol] as n politics. Ilc said:

T was first selected as o candidate for mayor of Detroxt by the
most influential people of the city. Men who had large holdmgs in
railroads, those who held positions on the various hourds of the cxty,

ll'(]\!(‘a(n)"’ me to become a candidate.

I discovered very soon after my clection that the railroads were
paving less than their share of taxes. T said so, and the railroad

the practice, and they denounced me as an uns safe man.
1 attacked the old turnpike roads, and their owners called me an
anarchist.
In short, I found that every time I nttcmpted to correct an abuse,
I lost a large and mlluontml class of supporters.

Among those \\'ho have opposed the different reforms in-
troduced are men who would be supposed to be above templa-
tion, and who are universally regarded as having the very
highest places in commereinl life. Some of them are judges;
some of them are senators and members of legislative bodlcs,
some of them are great bankers; some are merchant princes.

Now, let us turn again to the cditorial in the
Christian Witness, which says, “Some churches
are dangerous to faith and others are bound
to prove disastrous.” Who, filled with - the
love of God, would knowingly put his children
in such a “disastrous” church? -

Daniel Stecle, one of the greatest men in
the modern holiness movement, says on page
138 of his book, #“The Gospel of the Comforter,”
“Tt is n great mistake to bring a young con-
vert into an unspiritual and worldly church.
It is like laying a newborn bale on the breast
of a dead mother for nutriment” No one
would put a newborn babe on the breast of n
dead mother, esteeming it 4 sin, and yet how
many holiness people would .put their children
in ‘2 holiness-fighting church?

“No one should join a holiness church
to eseape persecution in his own church.” This
statement is-commonly used by those who fight
organized holiness. Even a child knows that
no one leaves a dead-chumeh to join a holingss

(-Imrch in order to eseape persecution. for that
is the very thing he jumps into. And I may

add that this persceution is the very thing
that is keeping a lot of people in anti- lx()]lllo~s
churches.

But suppose the above sentiment is rx{:ht—‘

that there would not be as much persecution.
Then he is staying-in his anti-holiness church
not only in order to be persecuted more, but
will have that done to his children, which is
far worse than persecution — the undermin-
ing of 'their spiritual life. ~They not_only

We mingled
our voices of praise together. and after o
Scripture portion, prayer, and song, we left
the room rejoicing over this, another precious
soul, whieh lhad been sunatched as “a brand
from the burning.” Does it pay to “uo out”?
Is there any mathematician of carth who ean
estimate the gain? All praise to our Lord,
the great Shepherd of the sheep.

All this
depends upon the officers. Keep out of ruts,
and have variety mnouf'h to awaken and hold
interest.’

It is the one Book in t]lc world that makes
known to us who we are, what we are, whenee
we came, and whither we,are going.

-And thou shalt write ‘them
upon the door pests of thine house, and upon
thy gates: That your days may be multiplied,
and the doys of your children, in the land
which the Lord sware unto your fathers to
rive them, as the days of ]wn\vn upon earth.”

ing and evening for that purpose? (2) At
each time, if you have leisure, to read a chap-
ter out of the Old, and one out of the New
Testament; if you can not do this, to Yoke 2
single chapter, or a part of one? (3) To read
with a single eye, to know the whole will of
God, and a fixed resolution to do it? In or-
der to know His will you should (4) Iave a
constant eye to the analogy of the faith, the
connection and harmony there is between those
grand, fundamental doctrines,” original sim.
justifieation by faith, the new birth, inward
und outward lioliness. (3) Serious and car-
nest prayer should be constantly used before
we consult the oracles of God; seeing Serip-
ture can only be understood through the same
Spirit whereby it was given. Our reading
should likewise be closed with prayer, that
what we read may be written on our hearts.
(G) It might also be of use if, while we read,
we were frequently to pause, and examine our-
selves by what we read, both with regard to
our hearts and lives. This would furnish us
with matter of praise, ‘where we found God
had enabled us to conform to Iis blessed will,
and matter of humilintion and prayer, whero
we were conscious of having fallen short. And
whatover light you then rececive should be used
to the uttermost, and that immediately. Tet
there be no delay. Whatever you resolve, be-
gin to exccute the first moment you ean. So
shall you find this word-to be indeed the power
of God unto present and cternal salvation.”
