give greatly increased power for service.
Power is an incident or by-product but not
the object of sanctification. This is shown
by the biographies of practically all the noted
soul-winners of past history. Lock at J.
Hudson ‘Taylor or General Booth and his
wife or any of the most noted workers in the
Master’s kingdom and you will find confirma-
tions of this truth. We were once talking
with one of the most noted Christian work-
ers in America and asked him the question
as to his persopal experience in this matter,
He smiled and said, “Why, yes, my brother,
before I entered well upon my life work
among the desperately lost ¥ was blessedly
given this Pentecost and it was this that has
enabled me to carry on this great work. In-
deed no man or woman is fitted for mission-
ary work at home or in the foreign Reld until
he or she has received the fullness of God by
the incoming and cleansing work of the Holy
Spirit. In this connection we quote a state-
ment from the pen of Dr. James Mudge which
shows that Mrs, Catherine Booth distinctly
professed sanctification and that she was in-
debted to this experience for the marvelous
work she was enabled to help her husband
accomplish in life.

ENTIRE sanctification is not to bestow

Mrs. Booth, mother of the Salvation Army,
must be accounted one of the very foremost
Christian workers of the nineteenth century.
It was in 1861, sixteen years after a clear
conversion, that her ardent soul, ever on the
stretch for fuller conformity to the divine
will, bepan to struggle definitely for the spe-
*cific attainment of the second blessing. She
went through a fierce conilict before she could
be entirely certain that evervthing was on
the altar, Her faith was able at length to
take hold with firmness, and the bars of un-
belief that kept her from complete deliver-
ance were burst. ‘“From that moment,” she
says, “I have dared to reckon myself dead
indeed unto sin and alive unto God threvech
Jesus Christ my Lord.” Not much raptur-
ous joy came, but perfect peace was given
and she entered into a rest which remained.

Writing of it a Jjttle later she says, “When
I made the surrender I did it whole-heart-
ediy, and ever since I have been like another
being.” Again she says, “As soon as I was
ready to say with reference to giving up my
busband to being an evangelist, ‘Lord, if it
killa me T will do it I entered into rest. T
see more than ever that the religion that .is

pleasing te ®od eenaists in deing and endur-
ing His will, rather than in good sentiment:
and feelings.”

She was a mighty warrior for.the truth and
a marvelous winnér of souls. FLove controlled
her wholly. She greatly resembled Jjesus.
Self was put last' or lost to view; the kingdam
of God was ever first. Among the chosen few
who follow the Lotd fully and devote all their
powers to saving their fellows she will ever
take high rank. But she made no claim to
be leading a perfect life. \Who can when
there is entire honesty? She writes at vari-
ous times: “Oh, I continually come short.
T want Madame Guyon’s faith and self-re-
nunciation. I do so deeply deplore my own
failures compared with what I might have
been. I wish I had always trusted and never
been afraid. ©Ch, for a faith that quails not
before any of the 'whys’ of feeling or regson
ar of the Devil, but goes calmly on through
the darkest Calvary unmoved. Pray for me.”

The Favored Hour

EOPLE talk about God's “good time;”
P about the “day of our visitation.” There

is much said about psychological mo-
ments and, the opportune’day. It is best to
remember, however, that we are not to wait
for any of these special times, but that the
time for special service is the present time.
God hasn't arranged our opportunity for some
distant time in the future and veiled it in im-
penetrable mystery so that we have to live in
suspense about it.

Be not
beguiled, however, into the error of erecting
your pleasure or blessing into the great ob-
ject of your lJife. Paul declared this great
truth when he derlared, “For none of us liv-
eth to himself, and no man dieth to himself.”
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Life is a trust bequeathed us to be discharged
for the benefit of others. Get this truth firm-
ly fixed in your mind, dear reader.

Storms and Their Lessons

HE storms of nature have their uses.

They clear up the atmosphere. They

carry off the poisonous effluvia from in-
fected sections and thus are conducive to the
healthfulness of peoples. They strip off dead
limbs from the trees which need to come.off
and blow down many trees which might oth-
erwise fall at inopportune times and kill peo-
ple.

The storms in bhuman life likewise have
their good offices. They test and try human
characters. The’ very stress and strain to
which they subject us help to strengthen and
stablish vs, giving, us a deeper and firmer
hold upon Christ, rendering Christian char-
acter maore frageant and fruitful, Often these
storms change our base of operations. Many
a man has thus on account of the storm of
opposition charfed his place of residence 1o
another, perhaps regarding the change as un-
fortunate for him. In reality he may bhave
been cxactly where God did not want him,
and God used the storm to get him where He
could use him to far more gracious results
than in his other position. So let us welcome
the storms as well as the sunchine, remem-
bering that God can use the storm as well as
the calm, and that He will always use both
for our highest good and usefulness. There
is a striking illustration of this precious truth,
to which cur attention is called by an ex-
change as follows:

There is a beautiful figure in one of Words-
worth’s poems of a bird that is swept from
Norway by a storm. And it battles against
the storm with desperate effort, eager to wing
back agair to Norway. But all in vain, and
s0 at last it yields, thinking that the gale will
carry it to death~and the gale carries it to
sunny England, with its green meadows and
its forest glades. Ah, how many of us bave
been like that little voyager, fretting and
fighting against the will of God! And we
thought that life could never be the same
again when we were carried seaward by the
storm. Until at last, finding all as useless,
perhaps, vielding to the -wind that blowed
where it listeth, we have been carried to a
Jand that was far richer, where there were
oreen pastures and still waters.

OBTAINING THE THINGS we desire may be
wealth, but to do without them and be satis-
fied and contented alone is power and true
happiness. These last two are the things for
which people long and by which they are
most useful in the world.

Let &od Mave His Way

The Ckristian life is but a discipline in the
schoaol of experience. God is the great Teach-
er.' We are the pupils. God teaches, directs,
trains, disciplines. We are to obey, follow,
submit. We must let God have His way.
Life’s vicissitudes are but pbases of this won-
derful discipline. Our duties, our dangers,
our failures, our successes, our lights, our
shadows, our storms, our stress, our strain,
all bear upon the one point of development
for higher, holier, and better things for Gorl.
But equally the monotenous humdrum or
routine of life which God may seem to let
drag on for weary years with little that is in-
terrupting or eventful will likewise have its
special office. All this time He is letting the
stream cut the channel deeper which will
serve one of His benign purposes in relation
to us. From Forward we take the following:

DeePENIG THE CHANNEL—It is a well-known
fact that the more you confine a stream by narrow-
ing its banks the swifter will be its current and the
decper the channel it will hew for itself. Eads, the
great cngineer, took advantage of this fact when he
built the jettics at the mouth of the Mississippi. By
narrowing the channel he made Lhe great river hew
out its own bed and at the same time make a safe
highway 1o the sea for the largest vessels. In like
manner Ged, the Architect of human lives, deepens
the channels ol our experience, increasing aur powet
and extending our uscfulness. He leads us out of
the sunlight of the hroad meadows through the
rloom of the high-walled canyons of suflering and
tria. The walls deaw nearer and ncarer; sometimes
il scems that one can scarcely catch a glimpse of
the blue sky overhead; but as the walls close i, our
lives deepen and our power for service increases.
Quiet ponds turm no mill wheels and earry no boats
to the sea.

An Uttermost Salvation

The author of Hebrews speaks of an utter-
most salvation, saying, “He is able also to
save them to the uttermost that come unto
God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make
intercession for them.” This uttermost sal-
vation applies in all directions. It means
that God can save the sinner farthest re-
meved from any and all Christian influences
and light and associations. He can save the
cannibal, ‘the savage, the.drug fiend; He can
save the scholar, the judge, the king on his
throne. He can save anybody, anywhere.
He can save also to the uttermost depths of
personal degradation and lostness. Man can
not drop into a vortex of sin too deep and
debauched for Christ to reach with His sav-
ing arm, He saves from sins and from sin
itself, He saves from the guilt and dominion
of sin and from the nature of sin and fills and
thrills the soul with the light and love and
power of the Holy Spirit. An exchange illus-
trates this uttermost salvation as follows:

The Bible speaks of an “ultermost” salvation.
What are the limits to that word “uttermost’—
where.the shores of that shoreless sea? Is it nat a
salvation that thrills with newness of lif¢ the eatire
being of man, setting athrob a saved Jgah, a saved
bedy, as well as a saved heart? Ves, nothing less
measures the infinite sazlvation brought to us in our
need and despair by infinite love,

Take an extreme case: Dr. J. Wilbur Chapman
used to tell of Jerry McAuley—a man who had
served (hree terms [n prison, 8 mass of disease physi-

cal, mental, and spiritual—that at his funeral one
of thc most distinguished preachers in New York
said, as he stood in a great pulpit and looked down
upon the face of 3 man lying in his casket at the
foot of the pulpit, “Of ali men who have worked in
our cily I think this man was almost the greatest.
I pay a tribute to his memory. He has influenced
the cily profoundiy in his mission” When he had
finished his 'tribute many came forward, and as they
looked inlo the upturned face it was with real emo-
tion. Then the poor of New Yark came {o see the
friend who had led them to salvalion, and they
filed past for a considerable time some of them bend-
ing over and balhing his face with their tears. Final-
ly there came a great number of men, cach with a
white rose, which they placed on the casket until it
was covered, and then the rases fell en the flogr.
Tt was o monument of flowers reared by “twice-
born"” men to the memory of a man who had served
three terms in prison. He had been called in his
earlier days a violent cdminal. He had been pro-
fane and ignorant. He was scated one night in
gloom and misery in an aliey of a city when a mis-
sionary came along and handed him a iltle {ract.
The poor fellow tore it in pieces and said with an
cath: “If you want to help me give me your coat.
You must see thal T am freczing.” Then the mis-
sionary, wha was himself thinly clad, togk oF his
own coat and gave it to him. This act of kindness
almost broke the man's heart.  Jerry McAuley, who
was then deep in iniquity and far fram God, was
wonderlully taved. He was saved in bedy and in
keart. In him Christ dwelt.

The Right to Strike

Human rights have ever been the subject
of much contention. Our’labor friends have
thought they had one phase of the question
settted forever—that a man had the inalien-
able right to strike at any and all times. This
position can not be wmaintained upon the
soundest principles. As elucidative of this
point we append from the Free Methodist
the following, which ought to be of general
interest at this time:

The rights of the community arc always para-
maunt ta the rights of an individuzl. Tn fact, it is
a well-cstablished principle of moral philosophy thal
the righls af the individual cease just where the
rights of the community begin. My right to throw
my fist around ceascs where ils cxercise would come
in contact with the nases of others who have a right
to be in my immediate vicinity. The application of
this poinciple banishes the soap factories, bone mills,
slaughter houscs, oyster shell lime kilns, and other
nuisances to the outskirts of Lhe tewn, and its oroper
application would prevent cvery strike in essential
indusley where the public are inconvenienced or their
rights infringed upon.

The Philadelphia Public Ledger says on the right
fo strike:

“While the right of cvery man to be free from
involuntary servitude is fixed and forcver, it is nol
true that any man has a right to quit his job at any
moment. A man has no more right to abstain from
any act, vl the failure to act inflicts injury upon
another, than he has to commit an act which di-
rectly inflicts a sitmilar injury.

“A physican can not ‘strike’ in the midst of a
major operation, If he daes, he ocught te be hanged.

“A nurse can net ‘strike’ at midnight when in
charge of a patient whom it may be death to leave
unaltended.

HA soldier ¢an not 'strike’ just before he is to go
over the top.

“A gang of laborers who have holsted a safe to a

third-story windew with a crowd bencath ma got
‘strike’ without warning and Jet the safe fall. It
would be penitcatiary and perhaps ‘the shair' for
the lot of them. *

“A pilot can nol ‘strike’ just as his steamship en-
ters o tortuwaus and dangerous passage.

“Plenty of ather instances will occur to all of us.
Every man bas a right to quit work, but no man
has a right unjustly to damage another.”

Man’s Cry and God’s Answer

God is often kinder in withholding than in
bestowing answers to our prayers. We often
ask in ignorance and God is silent in wis-
dom. We wince under the discipline of life,
and ask for its removal and God wonderfully
blesses us Dy continuing the discipline. An
English poet thus applies this truth to human

suffering:

“The cry ol man's anguish wenl up to God,
‘Lord, take away painl

The shadow that darkens the world Thou hast made;
The close coiling chain

That strangles the heart; the burden that weighs
On the wings that should scar—

Leard 1ake away pain from the world Thou hast made
That it love Thee the morel”

Then answered the Lord to the cry of the world,
‘Shall I take away pain,

And with it the power of the soul te endure,
Madc strong by the strain?

Shall I take away pity that knils heart to heart,
And sacrifice high?

Will yc lose all your heroes that lift from the fire

When Decline Sets In and Why

There are seasons when the church de-
clines and seasons when she does not. The
declines of a church are not accidental or
matters of chance, These failures are obe-
dient to certain laws which operate with com-
parative certainty. We agree with Bishop
Leete of the Methodist Episcopal Church on
this subject. He says with force and truth
in the Central Christian Advocate:

The Church never retrests in the days of its pur-
ily, z¢al, and divine consecration. But, when fam-
ily altars and devotional mectings arc neglected,
when popular amusements receive atteolion due to
Christian service, when the love of Christ grows
cold, and the tusts of the flesh and of mammon en-
thrall the minds of church people, is not some drop-
ping away in the number of conversions and acces-
sions to be expected? These signs of the times, to-
gether with instances of preaching which dethrone
fram its rightful authority the Word of God, dis-
caunt the supernatural in religious teaching and ex-
pevience and seck 10 substitute culture for ihe cross
of Christ, are enough of themselves to account for
any backward tendency which may be witnessed.
Heartfelt repentance and a renewal of highest alle-
giance to the person and kingdom of our Lord will
roll back the tides of defeat, and bring the Church
to new and greater victories. But let a warniog be
raised against mistaking added numbers for a re-
vival of religion. The hand thazt wyites new names
on the record of the church may only Increase its
weakness, and will certainly da so unless back of
the act are surrendered wills and natures transformaed
by divine power.

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The Gospel of Jesus the Gentleman

Luke 1:3, "It scemed good 10 me also, having
hat perfect understanding of all things from the
very hrsl, to write unto thee in order, most excel-
lent Theophilus.™

WIDELY read book of jormer years
had for its title, “John Halifax, .

Gentleman.” The Gospel accord-
ing to Luke might truthfully be called, “Jesus
Christ, Gentleman.”” We use the word in no
shallow, conventional sense. To be a gentle-
inan in the true sense is grander tham to be
an emperor. In the sight of Ged the only
irue title to nobility is faith and goodness,
and “kind hearts are more than coronets.”

It has been said that to be a gentleman is
to be generous and honest and brave and
gentle. Sublimely did Jesus Christ measure
up to this standard. It is our purpose to
show how Luke has revealed Him as the
{ruest gentleman the earth has ever seen.

A gentleman is pre-cminently unselfish.
The practice in polite usage of allowing an-
other o precede, and of graciously deferring
1o him, is frequently a form as empty as air.
It has often no more of real courtesy thau
the “dear” used in the satutation of a letter
has in it of real affection. Convention is king
here. But the crowning glory of God’s gen-
tleman is that he is self-conquered. He has
a daily crucifixion in his life, and the crimson
beatty of the cross makes thal life altogether
beautiful.

A polar expedition that had met with dis-
aster was Highting for its life. An awiul storm
was beating upon the little company and their
small, frail tent was but a pitiful shelter from
the ferce wind and snow. Food was running
low, and death seemed necaring with rapid
feet. One of the men saw that if the size of
the band was smaller the supplies would last
longer and there would be a better chance
for survival. “No crown was upon his head,
but it was a kingly man who walked out inta
the gloom and wrath of the white, wild weath-
er to his certain doom, deliberately reducing
the size of the company that his friends might
have a better hope of life. And a monument
afterward erected lo commemorate the sacri-
fice bore an inscription that ended like this,
“HERF PERISHED A VERY GALLANT CENTLE-
MAN"

How Jesus-like that man was. “Sel{” was
a word not found in the vocabulary of the
Son of God. All through His earthly minis-
try, from the time that He hungered in the
wilderness to the moment of His saying, “I
thirst” upon the cross, His days were a con-
tinual denial. He pleased not Himself, and
therefore the pleasure of the Lord prospered
in His hand. He loved not His life to the
death, and giving His life a ransom for many,
He was indeed a “very galiant gentleman.”
He atormed the name.

Lord Chesterfield has this passage in one
of his letters:
our friend, Lord Albemarte, colonel of a regi-
ment of guards, governor-qf Virginia, and am-
bassador to Paris? W&S it his birth? No,
a Dutch gentleman only. Was it his estate?
No, he had none. Was it his fearning, his
parts, his political abilities and application?
You can answer these questions as easily and
as soon as I can ask them. What was il then?

“What do you think made

I know. It was his air, his address, his man-
ners, and his graces.”

What was it that made Jesus Christ the
Captain of our salvation and the Prince of
the kings of the earth and our representative
in the courts of God? Was it His high sta-
tion? He was despised and tejected of men.
Was it His estates? The Son of man had
not where to lay His head. Was it His world-
ly wisdom ang political shrewdness? His
kingdom was not of this world. What was
it then? T know. His gentleness made Him

great and exalted Him to be the King of
Ages. He conquered with a cross.

Another one of the marks of a gentieman
is the ignoring of superficial standards of so-
ciety and the valuing of every man at his true
worth. Here Jesus is supreme as we see Him
in Luke’s Gospel. Had Burns' poem, “A
Man’s a Man for a’ That,” any other inspira-
tion than Jesus' doctrine of the ‘democracy
of manhood? The declaration is a lineal
descendant of the Gospels.

To Christ the drops of sweat that stood
upor the brow of honest toil were more
worthy of admiration than all the jewels that
glitter in the diadems of kings. To Him the
bappy laughter of a little child was sweeter
music than masterpieces of melody. He saw
more beauty in the tears of a penitent pub-
lican than others could see in the rarest pic-
tures. - The gratitude of those He had healed
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meanl more to Him than all the honors of a
triumph such as the Roman Casars knew.

Consider Christ’s attitude toward the Gen-
liles, as Luke tells us about it. It is hard to
imagine the. mountainous pride of the ortho-
dox Jew of His time, with which such a Jew
looked down upon those who were not of his
race. He felt in his exaltation over his Abra-
haniic gncestry that it was betler to be an
Esraclite than to be a king, as the old Romans
had exalted citizenship above royalty. But
Jesus came as an iconoclast. We read that
He reminded His inflated countrymen that
God had helped the heathen widow in the
famine time and that He had given healing
to the Syrian Naaman.

Luke's chapter of lost things, the fifteenth,
Lrings out the thought of God not being a
respecter of persons. The stories of the lost
sheep, of the tost coin, and of the lost Loy
suggest that the saving grace of God is not
given as a moncpoly to any particular part
of the human race. The biography by Luke
the Gentile of Jesus the Jew brings to us good
news of greail gladness which shall be to el
people. We learn that the Son of God came
not to redeem alone the children of Abraham.
but the sons of Adam, The world was not
wider than His grace. Spiritual snobbishness
cun never be fostered by reading the third
Gospel. We see that there is neither Jew nor
Gentiie.

All things look alike in the dark. Con-
versely, the blinding splendors of the revela-
tion that Jesus made as to the equalness of
different members of the great family of God
make merely social distinctions impossible,

Jesus’ attitude toward womanhood bespeaks
Him a very perfect pentleman. All that is
sweet and beautiful in chivalry is found in
Him. Never was knightlier man. He was
God's perfect gcnfleman, without fear and
without reproach.

it took courage to act toward women as
Jesus did. 'The brutal views of the age had
given them a place only a little higher than
the beasts; Jesus restored them to their praper
position of those a little lower than the an-
gels.

Consider the gentleness of Christ, His ten-
derness in His relations toward the weaker
ones. Hear His loving, rebuking word to
Martha, the worried housewife, IIis healing
words to the ailing woman, and to the Syro-
Pheenecian mother, and His comforting, life-
bringing word to the sonless, husbandless
woman. His words shine like stars, They
are swecter than celestial musi¢. They are
morning stars heralding the coming of a bet-
ter day for a sex fettered and oppressed. They
started the new song of gladness that rings
through the Christian centuries.

The knightliness of Christ is seen in His
regard for the poor, He was a poor man Him-
self; probably at no time in His life did He
ever have what would amount to $50 in our
money. He had felt the sting of poverty, and
could be deeply and tenderly sympathetic with
the want and distress that He met on.every
side. Silver and gold He lacked to give to
the needy ones, but the words that He spoke
were better than much treasure. Though poor
He made many rich.

At the beginning of His ministry He an-
nounced that He had been anointed to preach
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bered among those who follow Him clothed
in fine linen, white and clean, for the fine linen
is the righteousness of saints.

the good news to the poor. Here at the com-
mencement of His work He summarized what
He was to do in the three years that were to

upon us, the loveliness of Him ,who is alto-
gether fovely. Let us strive to be worthy to
belong to the chivalry of Christ, to be num-

follow. He stated holdly and baldly, “Blessed
are ye poor,” and spoke the parable of the
beggar and the rich man, showing that he has
a better happiness who is happy last. Jesus’
story of the supper to which the poor and the
maimed and the blind and lame were invited
moves one’s heart like a trumpet. It pro-
claims that the old cruel standards have
passed away and that a standard altogether
new is coming, In Christ the poor and those
that had no helper found a champion. Knight-
hood has its fairest flower in Him,

The cry of the weak and helpless had in
the ears of the Redeemer, the strong Son of
God, a peculiar eloquence. His love for chil-
dren is not surprising, when we consider His
essential greatness.

Christ’s contemipt [or convention found no-
ble expression in His treatment of the cutcast
and the despised. The publicans, the prodi-
aals, the prostitutes, those who were in bond-
age to the lust of gain or the lust of pleasure
were particularly objects of His pitying re-
gard. As a spiritual physician He seened +o
be a specialist for people such as these.

It is hard for us to conceive how He shocked
the social standards of the day by His asso-
ciation with the degraded and the wretched.
The criticism heaped upon Gypsy Smith some
vears ago for his parade through the tender-
loin of Chicago was as a summer zephyr com-
pared with the hurricane of abuse and hostile
comment that came from orthodox lips when
it was seen how close Jesus came to the undet-
world of His time.

All these things, and more, we read of this
God-man, whose nrame was wonderful, in the
Book of Luke, the Gospel of Jesus the gentle-
.man.  Luke was a physician whose medical
famc bas been dimmed by his literary renown,
as is the case of another beloved doctor of our
own time, Oliver Wendell Holmes. Luke
states that he writes his biography of the di-
vine Man for the benefit of a certain person
whose name was Theophilus. But he writes
for us as well. “Theophilus” means *friend
of God.” 1If we are truly spiritual descend-
ants of Abraham, “Jews inwardly,” worthy
children of him who was called the “friend of
God,” we may claim the Gospel of Luke for
ourselves. It is for us and for them that are
afar off,

Let us give 2 close study to this Jovely life
of our Lord that has been called “the most
beautiful book in the world.” Looking unto
Jesus by means of it, we shall come to look
Iilfe Him. Seeing the glory of His character
we shall be changed into His image, We can
not see Him as He is above unless we are like
Him as He was below.

And if we study this Gospel with purposeful
heart and get some of the glory of its Hero in
our own lives, others must see that we have
been with Jesus and that we resemble Him.
We will become living gospels., Then it wiil
not:be just “the Gospel :according to Luke,”
but the gospei according to me. Our soul’s
cry.will be:

“Live out Thy life within me,
In all things have Thy way;

I Thy transparent medium
Thy glory to display.”

OD himself in the very nature of the
G case as judge of all must decide the
fate of every spirit over whom He as
creator of all has absolute jurisdiction. The
Devi} is the prosecuting attorney and Jesus
is the advocate selected for the defense; but
God, as the court of last resort, reviews the
evidence and pronounces the verdict which
condemns or acquits the indicted one.

Most of those who have come into a sav-
ing knowledge of salvation and have had the
biood of Jesus applied to.their hearts by faith
and their nature transformed by the power of
the Holy Spirit, if they were to take a retro-
spective view of their past lives would be
zlad to acknowledge the truth of Paul’s words
in his first Corinthian Jetter, wherein he says.
“Not many wise men, after the flesh, not
many mighty, not many noble are called.”
Although the past has been “blotted out” as
“a" thick cloud,” and they “have been made
to sit in heavenly places in Christ Jesus.” so
that even the memory js cleansed and the
conscience purified to such an extent as to
preduce an innocence and virtue like unto
one who has never sinned, yet when the past
is again mirrored before the retina of the
soul’s vision of him who is enjoying present
conscious salvation from sin, there is brought
to his consciousness an averwhelming sense
of this great fact of his entire unworthiness
from a fleshly viewpoint of any of God’s mer-
cies so bounteously showered upon him.

If he perchance in his unregenerate days
had not Leen a prodigal, “wasting his sub-
stance in riotous living,” rtuining body and
mind by foclish excesses, ar given to criminai
and wayward practices, nevertheless he prob-
ably would be compelled, if he took an hon-
est estimate of his character, to admit that
he was so mean in other ways that even the
Devil had no use for him.

Admitting a few exceptions that God in
His mercy hedged about from childhood with
hindrances in answer to the prayers of godly
parents, most of God’s true children today,
beautiful as they are when washed in the
blood of the Lamb and clothed by His Spirit,
are, or would be without God’s grace, a rather
miserable and contemptible lot of weaklings
that from a fleshly standpoint would never
have produced more than a ripple on the sur-
face of this world’s tide of affairs. With one
accord they all exclaim:

Nought of pood did we possess,
When we sought God our souls to bless.
Mauny of them would fain confess that others

of their loved ones, friends, and acquaint-
ances, yea and even enemics, were naturally
much more amiable and noble than they were
—-and yet it hath pleased God to lead them
Lo repentance while these others seemed to
be hardened.

“It is God that juslifieth.” *It is not of
him that willeth nor of him that runneth but
of God that showeth-mercy.” This has ever
been foolishness 1o the pecishing ones.

The condition of salvation and the only
condition is faith, “To him that worketh not
but believeth on him that justifieth the un-
zodly his faith is counted unto him for right-
eousness.”

Grace is given through faith which is a
gift. Faith is preceded by repentance, which
is a manifestation of God's gzoodness,

Repentance is a product of conviction and
conviction the awakening power of the Spirit
of God, without which the soul would slum-
ber on forever and ever in that state of death
sleep caused by sin. So it is God that con-
victs either directly 'h‘rv His Spirit operating
on the heart of the sinner, or by His Word
preached by heaven-sent and anointed minis-
ters of the gospel, or by His providences. Tf
God does not see fit to convict in one of these
ways the soul so bereft is a lost and doomed
soul and as much in hell here on earth as if
he already were carrying out the scatence,
“Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlast-
ing fire prepared for the devil and his angels.”
Well might such a person cry to God for
mercy. Cry for “the rocks and the mountains
to cover him from the wrath of him who sit-
teth upon the throne.” Cry for mercy while
vet his physical breath is in him, that he
might be delivered from the torturing demons
that now paossess his poor, deluded, lost, and
undone soui,

No organization of Dbelievers can corner
God, though He may vouchsafe to especially
honor some more than others. He is not lim-
ited to means or methods, creeds, or dogmas,
though He uses and blesses them. He is not
bound to any particular crowd, or plan, or
shibboleth. All essentials, however well pro-
vided, may be conditional, but not necessa-
rily an obligation on God to do anything in-
asmuch as He is a sovereign and not a serv-
ant. “He has compassion on whom he will.”
1t is God who killeth or maketh alive; “that
no flesh shall glory in his sight.”

“Therefore,” saith Paul, “I also, after I
heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and
love unto zll the saints, cease not to give
thanks for you, making mention’ of you in
my prayers, that the God of our Lord Jesus
Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto
you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in
the knowledge of him. The eyes of your un-
derstanding being enlightened that ye may
know what is the hope of his calling, and
what the riches ol the glory of his inheri-
tance in the saints, and what is the exceed-
ing greatness of his power to usward who be-



HE financia! problem is a bugaboo in

every church. Especially is this so where

a church is not in line with God’s will in
the matter; and the difficullics are augmented
to the extent Lhat the church is removed ' from
God’s will in its financial metheds and arrange-
ments. The matter is of importance because
it reaches and affects every part of the church
machinery. It is not the lubricant, but chokes
or opens the channels of lubrication. This is
clearly indicated in such passages as, “Give and
it shall be given unlo you,” “Bring yc all the
tithes inlo the storchiouse, and I will pour you
aut a blessing there shall not be room envugh
in carth to reccive it,” cte.

We as a church are facing a crisis just now,
the result of which we belicve will be felt for
years; and whether it shall bless or curse us will
be determined by whether or not we eflect a
financial arrangement that is in harmony with
the purposes and will of Him wha has brought
us irto existence. If the agitalion now gding
on in our conneclion is inspired to any degree
by a desire on the part of any one department
to oppress another department—if, when ont
department forges ahcad in an alfering of any
praportion, those engaged in some other depart-
ment of our work enterlains a covetous spirit
which lcads them te believe that the funds ma-
Luring therefrom should have gone to the wor.
in which they arc engaged, or ihat it will hinder
them in their particular line of work, and thes
things enter into our financial arrangemcnt, we
will suffer in every departmenl.

IT we have conncctional interests that are use.
less to the work we are called to do, wisdom
would dictate their abolition. If all are ncces-
sary, cach should be given relative recognition.
They may not all be of cqual importance, but
if necessary are of relative importance. To hold
our people back [rom supporting onc that an-
other may hold or gain greater support is to
dry up the streams of liberality of our people
and ultimately defeat the very thing we are
trying to do. We are a pecular people called
into existence for & special purpose. Ours—
carrying full salvation to the ends of the earth
—is a heroic task. It will call intp operation
all of our resbrves. Qur people, too, are re-
sponding beautifully to the demands of the hour.
But there is a cry coming up {rom various quac-
ters that we are going to Joad our people oo
heavily, Where is it coming from? Is it not
coming mostly from us—the ministry—who
shauld be leading the people to greater achisve-
ment? Is it not a fact that the Jaity is saying
but very little? And is it not a fact that we
are not so much concerned about the people be-
coming too heavily loaded with the particular
enterprise that we ourselves, arc pushing, bur

lieve according to the working of his mighty
power, which he wrought in Christ when he
raised him from the dead, and set him at his
own right band 'in the heavenly places, far
above ail principality and power and might
and dominion and every name that is named,
not only in this world but also in that which
is to ¢ome; and hath put all things under
his feet and gave him to be the head over all
things to the church, which is his body, the
fulness of him that filleth all in all.”
Brethren, with such a God shall we stag-
ger at the promise through unbelief? God
forbid! Nay, we are mare than conquerors
through Him that lovedows. We can do all
things through Christ that strengtheneth us.
He is able to do for us exceeding abundantly
above all we can ask or think according to
the power that worketh in uvs. And this
pawer is perfect love, praise God—the love
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that we are afraid that the other felfow will
load them too heavily? And, to be downright
honest, is not the real cause of the cry a fear
that if the other fellow gains support it will
binder the progress of the enlerprise or depart-
ment of the wark in which we are, interested?

The wrter has been about over the country
some, and he has not yet found any one over-
burdencd with giving to the cause God has called
us to push. A few pastors may fHave been un-
duly influenced to pledge their respective churches
too hbeavily, but our peopic as a whole do not
need to be held back—they need to B: urged
jorward. We are a long way yet from pente-
costzl liberality. Any phase of cur wuk that
is legitimate and needful, that will inspire us
Lo greater activity along ghese lines, should be
welcomed, If God is in the thing, why not
abandon the government to Him?

We repeat that some of our pastors muy have
been unduly influenced at Asseroblies to pledze
their churches for raising ¢ertain sums of money
for certain. things. We questina the wisilom of
such arrangements. No ore has :uy way of
knowing what another or even u Laly of peo-
ple should attempt to do unless he has talked
with that individual or that body of individuals.
This practice, too, leads to an abnormal condi-
tion; hecanse that pastor feels morally abri
gated to raise that which he has pledecd at the
Asscmbly, and when there is a nced or requust
to bring to the attention of his people that gen-
eral intcrest of the church for which he made
no pledge at the Assembly there is not’a corre-
sponding feeling of responsibility, but inils st:ad
a fear that success of the invading interest wovld
hinder him in fulfilling his pledge, resulting in |
a temptation 1o refuse Lhe necessary co-opera-
tion.

If God is calling us to develop these various
connectional interests, and we countenance an |
arrangement that holds some of them from the
attention of our people while pushing others
vigorously, Is there not danger of incurring His
displeasure? May not some of the difficultics
and interruptions we arc facing be traceable, at |
least in part, to our failure along these lines?

No phase ol our work can prosper withoul
the manifest blessings of God, We must have
His faver if we succeed. Some crowds may
reason, with cold logic, and cvolve plans, then
work them oul to Success, but we can not jif
we do the work we are called into existence to
do. We must have the logic and reasoning, plus
divine approbation. Yez, we must have the
effusion of the Holy Spirit. The unction and
glory must rest upon us and all we do. Our
machinery must be oiled with graee divine, If
we- have this we must bring our arrangements
into harmony “with His will.

A Sinless Religion

¢ HE absolute holiness of God is the

major premise of all theological dogma,

and a sinless religion is the Jowest form
of religion that a holy Gad can countenance.
Any form of sinning religion could not be
acceptable with God, for by sanctioning a
sinning religion God would thus become a
partner with sin and sinners. “Whatsoever
is barn of God doth not commit sin.”” “Who-

soever abideth in him sinneth not.” These
are Rible statements referring to the person
who has the lowest state of grace there is in
which there is the favor of a holy Gad,

The subject of sin is not 2 debatable one.
The whole proposition must be looked at from
the viewpoint of the holiness of God and the
plentitude of His redemptior. His blood is
efficacious to save and cleanse the vilest so
that not a stain of sin remains. The whole
nature of God blazing with holiness is dia-
metrically opposed to sin. There is also the
damaging jnfluence of sin in the world. And
these three things, the holiness of God, the
power of the atonement, and the damaging
influence of sin, put the question of sin out
of the dcbatable class. We throw away our
reason when we tty {o mix sin with the re-
ligion of God.

Here is an example of sinning religion,- A
mian gets money in a dishonest way covering
a period of months. During this period he
confesses his sin to the priest. He confesses
repeatedly, but does not quit his dishonesty.
The priest knows the man is dishonest but
conceals his dishonesty, The priest repre-
sents the Church and the Church represents
God. The man is made to believe a lie. Up
through the priest the Church and the pope
the man is made to believe that God will for-
give and sanction a sinning man. Such a
process makes God a partner to sin.  But
God never came to any agreement with sin
vet. God hates sin and is angry with the
wicked everv day.

Many Protestants are at variance with the
Catholic system because it admits of g sin-
ning religion, but any sinning religion is as
bad as any other sinning religion. None of
them have the favor of a haly God. They
have the form but deny the power thereof.
From such turn away.

The kind of religion that the God of the
Bible loves is a holy religion, He loves to
forgive a true peniteat and to cleanse all sin
from the heart that after conversion feels a
sense of need. He can and will make men
toly. This is His prerogative. This-is His
will, For this He died and rose again and is
now interceding. And the person who will
come to Him the scriptural way will find
plenteous grace and entire satisfaction,

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Heart Talks With Pastors

Talk No. 12

E have made frequent mention of build-
ing up the church, referring of course to
the organized church or denomination of

which the pastor is a member and which he is serv-
ing. But we must say now, right out plainly, that
Ihis is not primarily the object of the pastor's work.
God has not called us first to build up an ecclesias-
lical system, and te put church building in the place
of greatest importance is to jail, May we all be
saved from an overbalanced churchianity., Our main
business is to build up the kingdom of Christ, to gel
people ready for heavem, and to help them to live
right.until they get there.

The scope of the pastoral work from the stand-
point of its object may again be divided into thre:
parts: initial, constructive, and church buildinz.
These headings may not seem clear at first, but I
think as they arc explained you will sec their filnoss.
First, by the Initial work we mean evangelism, work
for the immediate conversion of sinners and the
sanctification of believers, the enlering into the Chns-
tian and the sanctified life. This can be correctly
ralled initiad work, for it is from these that the spirit
i to grow and cnlarge, these arc special beginnings.
There has been some tendency to leave Lhis work.to
the special evangelist and for the paster to excuse
himscli for the lack of conversions and wanctifica-
tions on the ground that this is nat his work. There
is an important place for the special evangelist and
the revival meeting, but this does not in any wise
free the pastor from Lhe constant scarch far 1he iost.
s is 2 mistake to think the pastor is ir no sense an
vvangelist.  Evangelism is a vilal part of the pas-
toral office. While some arc specialists along this
line and give to this wark all of their time, the gen-
cral pastor, though not solely evangelistic, must be
somewhat s0. He should be posscssed of a deep
desire to see sinners saved and believers sanctified,
and in all of his superintending, preaching, teaching,
and visiling this should be onc object constantly in
view. He must so conduct all public services that
a sceking soul will be free to ask and obtain help.
In visiting he should be on the constant lookout for
these whom he can lead into salvation. Conversions
and sanctifications should be more or less frequent
throughout the year. The paslor must feel his re-
spansibility to the lost and make constant effort and
Ty plans whereby they can-be brought into the
fold; he must be a soul winner and- inspire others
ta soul winning. Because one is a good soul winner
and has a burden along that line is ne sign he should
become a special evangelist. He may also have the
qualifications for the other phases of pastoral work.
We insist on it that evangelism is o part of the reg-
ular pastaral work and the church must be kept
somewhat evangelistic all the time.

But evangelism is only the initial work; it is the
Leginning and a great work of construction and
building must follow. Yes, there is such a thing as
!Mm! excessively evangelistic and thinking that this
is all the work. And sometimes the special evan-
zelist will try to drive us to this. We have heard
them in wholesale denunciation of all churches and
people who do not live in the intense heat of the
evangelistic passion and burden as In g great revival
all the time. But such a church life would be ab-
nermal and very unwholesome. kt would be the
canstant bringing of children into the nursery at
one door to bave them almost immediately carried
out the other in death. Again we ask, Why brinz
children into the world just to die, why have them
bormn until we can care for them? There will be
som:ﬁ:h&liding when the greatest effort for the

care he young converts is put forth. All back-
slidif® can not be prevented, but the pastor is clear

0; responsibility only when he has put forth his bast
¢tort.

Su[_:pgsc. however, that the child docs not die but
that it is dwarled, that it fails to grow, that it con-
Unues to be a baby., Is not a dwarf very piliable?
Who wants the baby to always remain a baby?

There is 2 work of growth that belonys to the spirit
as well as the mind and body. It is net enough to
be converted and sanctified; there is 2 work of spir-
itual growth, of spiritaal culture, of slrengthening
that must be donce—a perfecting of holiness. After
the birth chamber must come the nursery and then
the schoolraom and the workshop, after the revival

' meeting the eare and strengthening of Lhe results.

What a3 shame to neglect the nursery, lthe school,
and the workshop! What a coime (o lose interet
in or burden Jor ibe child afler it is born] The
Lord wants strong, well developed Christian men
and women and it is the pastor's business not only
1o help people inta the Christian life but on to this
strength of Christian character. He must not only
be a soul winner but a sowl feeder, a teacher, and a
caretaker of the flock.

It is quite clear to the thoughtlul thal, in sene
quariers at least, there iz a great tendency Lo neglect
this more tedious and less exciting wark of the nur-
sery and Lhe schoolroom. And there are tame men
who scem not 1o have the patience for this more
steady work of the paslor. But Lhis conatructive
work must be done.  f1 is jw1 us impartant 1o eon-
serve the work as to begin it. There is no crime if
many of the services af the chureh are nat speciic-
ally evangelistic and do not hawve zeckers at the al-
tar. There should be many services which are be-
vond evangelism for the strengthening and upbuild-
ing of the saved. If pastors gave mare altention to
the care of the saved, especially to the young con-
verts and the weak anes, there would probably b+
less backsliding.  To have persons saved on vour
work brings a very great and grave responsibilly.
It is a spiritual babe, a new spiritual [ifc thrust on
vou for care and protection. It is a crimz to brine
children to birth and go off and leave them withaut
care. Ollen bhave we been fllsd with indizact *n
at the newspaper report of a castaway child, Hupp -
are we if we condemn not in others that which w-
are doing ourselves with the spiritual babes botn
into uur church homes. May the Lard how uz tha
much evangelism is not accomplishing alf that we
think it is because of the. failure Lo care for the re-
sults, may He show us the very great impo:tnce of
this constructive wark. There is a place for dec-
trinal and practical living sermons as well az Jhe
evangelistic sermon, fer the Christian Culture and
Bible Study canvention as well as the revival meet-
ing. -The pastor should have as great a burden and,
if anything, a more constant burden for the upbu'ld-
ing of the work, for the spiritual growth and health
of the saints, as he has for the salvation of Lhe lot.
The work is not finished until men are safely landed
in heaven, so long as they are alive we have 2 mis-
sion to them.

We are trying to be fair in our presentation, and
to do this we must say that there are lwo opp-sitr
dangers that the pastor must be warned against
The one is an excessive evangelism and the other ic
an excessive constructiveness, Either of these means
failure. I do not say that one can be 1oo cvangeli .-
tic or (oo constructive il they be kept in prop.r
preportions, but T do say he may be excessively one
or the olher to the negiect of the ather to the grant
hurt of the work. To stop evangelism and give a'l
attention to conserving the work is to very saon
kill the work, For success there must be no tim-
when the spirit of evangelism is not present. But
te give excessive altention to evangelism is cguaily
detrimental to the work. For success there must be
constant constructive work, The pastor must reeag-
nize the irportance of both of these phases of Ii's
work and find the true balance botween them, In
all’ of his superinlendency, preaching, teaching, and
visiting he must keep clearly in mind the conversicn
of sinners, the sanclification of believers, and the
upbuilding of the saints, This is all in the scop: oi
the pastor's wark,

But we arc not quile ready to close Lhis subject
wilh this. We have said that the building up of the

church, the denomination was net the primary worl
of the pastor. His work primarly is the salvation
of sculs and the building up of the saints. Bul th:

Years ago Christians rccognized the impaortance
of memorizing the Holy Scriptores more than they
do now, The first Sunday scheol I attended from
1855-1863, tbr largest portion of time was (aken
up by the tcachers hearing the scholars recite the
Scripture they had committed during the week.
After onc scholar would recite, a whole chapter
generally, they sould recile a portion and the next
Sunday another portion until the whaole chapter
was recited. I 1ook a fancy to learn the parables
and I learned the parables of the “Wise and Fool-
ish Virgins,” “The man who fell ameng thicves”
"The Sower,” “The rich man and Lazarus" and
many others, 1 have learned much Seriplure in
my mature life; but that which I learned in my
childhood is clearer to me and T can quote it wilh
fewer mistakes than those which I leamed in later
vears.

It does me good ta hear of this habit cominz
into vague again.

Last summer my daughter from Chicago was vis-
iting us and her three-year-old girl with her. We
were surprised that my three-year-old grandchild
could recite from memory the first, the nineteenth,
and the twenty-third Psalms, also the thirteenth
chapter of 1 Corinthians. You wander as I did
how she did it. Well, her parents belong o a
Scripture memory sociely. They commil at least
one verse of Scripture a day, The first day they
recite that and the second the next day, the first
two and another, and so on, ahvays beginning at
the nrst verse. That little one, between two and
three years old, hearing them going over them in
theiv family worship cach motning got it in ler
mind te do so and by the time the parents had it
committed she bad it teo. Were not the few mia-
utes thus spenl cach day well rewarded?

"I you will tend me Paul and the twins T will
ladly undertake getling the tomaloes ready)”
said Miss Bradley.

As soon as breakfast was over nexl morning
Miss Bradley and her helpers began work.

bepan work on the scalded fruit.

“My, but these fellows are casy to skin,” cried
Paul. “Just louch one and he pops straight oul
of his jocket.”

“The lomators are juslt right and so is the
waler and thal means easy peeling,”. said Miss
Bradley.

"It won'l take us long to finish at this rate,”
satd May Lou, and it dida't. Mrs. Gadlett,
coming oul to help when her housework was
done, was surprised to find Lhem on the last lot
of 1omulaes,

"“$What we have built out here Is a primitive
but perfeclly good canning outht,” said Miss
Bradley. “If you are willing we will can out
here while you use your oil slove in the house.”

Paul brought out a baskel of jars which only
needed rinsing as each one had been thoroughly
washed after it was used in the winter. The
girls did the rinsing amcl fitled nesw rubbers to
them, while the others filled the jars, pressing
the tamatoes down until the juice rose 1o the
top. A teaspoonful of salt was added to cach
quart and the tops hall screwed down, Paul
put his slat trays in the cans, the jars were placed
on them, and water was poured in nearly to their
necks. Then the can lids were fastened snugly
down zand the ftres rebuilt.

Miss Bradley lmed scveral tubs with news-
papers and placed them near the canners. “Ready
for our hot jars,” she explained. “We don't want
to run the risk of having any of them cracked
by a stray frecze. We will pul a layer of paper
over them 100.”-

interesled in the home made outft.

“It is possible to can more rapidly this way
than on a stove,” saitl Miss Bradley. The water
boils more gquickly, the fires are much easier te
keep up, and while il is a warm task anywhere,
it is certainly pleasanter work oul here than in
the kitchen”

“I call this pretty clever,” said the farmer
*“Mother, why don't you use these canners when
vou pul up beans next week?”

“Let me suggest an improvement,” said Miss
Bradley. “We will build another oven, oune
which will hold a good sized tub. We will make
it very much like these except that we will make
it a little higher and use an ¢lbow and two scc-
tions of old stovepipe which T saw in the wood-
shed. This will make the fire draw well and
carry off the smoke. We can loaate aur furnace
just in front of thal wire poultry fence, so that
the chimney will rest against the netting. A Ioop
of wire runving around’the pipe and fastened
o Lhe fence will hold it good and steady, With
a slat boltom for the trap or even a clean, coarse
«ack folded to At it and z smaller tub turned
down nver it far a top vou will have as good a
canner as you want, one that will hoid a Jot of
jars hrside and a piece of sheet or galvanized iron
laict over the top will convert this oven into z2n
ideal stove on which to cook jams and preserves.

up ber beans, we will have a bean stringing party
on (he porch, and the next morning we will start
the three canners early so that the whole job
will probably be finished by noon.”

\he Prolestant church. The treatise, “Confession
Made Easy,” publiched recently by the Roman Cath-
olic Sociely of the Divine Word, is illuminating and
interesting in regard to this matter, and some quo-
tations from that whick it has to say on the subject
may not be contrary to that which Protestants who
are in the way of holintas believe.

The treatment of the subject commences with the
stalement that “one can become perfect in every
station of life” “It is a great error to belicve that
one can only hecome perfect and holy in the state
oi chgion.” “No vocation is so lowly or so worldly
as rot 1o enable man, with the grace of God, to be-
come perfect and holy.”

So we al! think. 3

“In what does Christian perfection consist? . . .
Perfection and holiness consist in loving God and
nur neighbot.”

Verily, St, Paul said, “Charity is the bond of per-
fection,”

After stating Lhat the “religious™ {priesls, sisters.
and others}, gre perfect only by the perfect love of
God and neighbor, il says that “by conslant and

conscientious use of Lhe means corresponding ta
one's station in life, onc may reach the same per-
fection" as they.

“Tt is not absolutcly necessary that we Be alto-
gether free from venial sins and weaknesses in order
10 gain perfeclion, as this is simply impossible for
us in this vale of woe.”

Some of us will question that,

“The main thing wn sigving aficr perfection is
that we always scek after it with courage and de-
termination.”

An astute writer has said that Lthe very zeal to
advanee, and the never-liring stoving after perfec-
tion, “may be called perfection.”

Several pages are given in discussion of the ques-
tion, “How can one become perfect and holy in
any and every station of life?”

"One wishing to practice perfection must imitate
the life of the Saviar as far as possible. This is the
way of perlection for all”

Quite true,

“Man can not gain perlection by his own strength,
but needs above all the grace of God to accamplish
this, Man must do his share, but more necessary is
the grace of God.”

Qur Lord said, “Without me you can do nothing.”

The means of grace are spoken of as “assiduous
prayer and the frequent reception of Lhe sacra-
ments.” “Besides these, meditation on  religious
truths, especially about the tife of Jesus, is alse an
imporlant means in the altainment of perfection.”

What about reading the Bible?

“Without scif-abnegation there an be no ques-
tion of imitating our Lord. We musl do vielence
to our self-will, our passions, and inclinations.”
