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God is a God of order. He is not the au tho r  of confusion. I t  is a 
subtle form of self-deception that makes men imagine they are in  G od’s 
will while rejecting G od’s way. T o  recognize the divine chronology 
and  follow it faithfully is pleasing to God and  brings blessing to the 
soul.

For instance, “Seek . . . first the kingdom . . then “ the seeking 
for bread” becomes both  legitimate and God-approved. But to reverse

this order so tha t we pu t  selfish interests first, robbing God of our tithes 
and offerings and  ignoring Christian ethics in  our business practices, 
or following otherwise legitimate pursuits tha t  for us are outside G od’s 
will, will prove disastrous to the soul’s welfare.

T o  p u t  first things first in Christian experience would save many 
from disillusionment and  defeat. Repentance and  faith in  Christ as 
personal Saviour is the foundation  and  must receive our prior  a ttention; 
then  leaving this foundation  we can go on un to  perfection and  in so 
doing find a satisfactory sanctified life. T o  ignore G od’s chronology 
here will lead to many grievous errors. In  G od’s H all  of Fame in  the 
eleventh chapter of Hebrews the apostle tells us those mighty men of 
faith were “strangers and pilgrims.” T h e  order is significant. We are 
not pilgrims if we cease to be first strangers in this world.

In  bu ild ing  the church it would be fatal to shift the priority of 
ou r  emphasis from souls to mere church members. Of course, church 
membership is necessary if the church is to keep her world commitments. 
I t  is also im portant,  for it  helps conserve the results of holiness evange­
lism. But the church is primarily a soul-saving institution and  this must 
always have priority  in  our praying and p lann ing  for the church. A 
battle cry of “AH O u t  for Members” will leave the spiritual resources 
of the church unchallenged and  will succeed in  bu ild ing  an organization 
only, while the challenge of “All O u t  for Souls” tends to bring the 
church to its knees in  prayer and  faith, resulting in the build ing  of an 
organism against which the gates of hell shall no t prevail.

A n d  for their sakcs I sanctify myself, 
that they also might he sanctified 
through the truth ( [ohn 17;19).

T h e  m ore we study the last prayer of 
Jesus for His disciples, the more m ar­
velous seem the dep th  and scope of it. 
I t  has in it not only the evidence of 
salvation, bu t the purpose of salvation 
as well. Besides m any o ther gracious 
and blessed thoughts in it He reveals 
four well-defined steps to the Christian 
life which cu lm inate in  the purpose for 
which He d ied—to save the world.

First, we are saved to be kept, for He 
prays, “ Keep th rough  th ine own name 
those whom thou hast given m e.” Evi­
dently it was o u r Lord's purpose that 
all His disciples should be kept, for 
there  is no provision for backsliding ill 
this prayer.

T h e  second step is kept  to be sancti­
fied. T h is  experience was needed to 
keep them  from backsliding from the 
first experience, for the Scriptures are 
very p lain  in their teaching th a t justifi­
cation is only a step from sanctification.

Jesus saw th a t this experience was 
needed to make sure of the third step, 
and th a t is sanctified to be unified. 
T here  can be unity  on 110  o th er basis 
than  p u rity —having the same n a tu re  we 
will desire the same thing.

T his , Jesus saw, was to b ring  about 
the end and aim of His mission to men. 
and hence the fourth step, namely, that 
we arc unified to coyivinec. Jesus 
prayed thus, “T h a t they all mav be 
one; . . . th a t the world may be­
lieve . . . th a t the world may know.” 
W hile the world of Jesus’ clay was not 
convinced that H e was the Son of God. 
yet Jesus knew that m illions of redeemed 
and sanctified souls could satisfy bv 
evidence w hat He could not hope to 
accomplish. “G reater things than  these 
shall he do; because I go un to  mv 
F a ther.”

Oh, the  convincing, persuasive power 
of a holy life! I t  is like a ligh t that 
warms and illum inates, and also like a 
m agnet th a t draws all m en un to  Him.

Cadillac in which the queen herself 
rode! H er m anner of response to the 
people was both regal and relaxed. H er 
clothing, though fashionable, was a t the 
same tim e simple. T h e  ligh t inside the 
lim ousine, which was thoughtfu lly  
tu rned  on so that people could see her 
more easily, revealed her m arvelous 
complexion and th a t captivating smile! 
T h e  sweetness and genuineness of her 
personality could be felt, even in that 
fleeting m oment.

I t  was a stim ulating  experience.
C ontinuing on ou r way to church in

a pensive mood, I reflected on the won­
ders of the chance glim pse of the queen. 
W ashington is a w onderful citv.

T h en , I mused, one m arvelous day— 
oil, happy day—I saw the King of Kings! 
N ot a fleeting glim pse—but a long, long 
look! I knew that He tenderly cared 
for me; that the radiance of His counte­
nance far exceeded that of even Queen 
Elizabeth. Oh, I am glad to say that 
since th a t m em orable day I saw the King 
I have been one of His loyal subjects.

A second visit to Peru eleven years after 
the first has given me excellent opportunity  
to observe the progress th a t  has been made. 
T h e  entire country has m ade appreciable 
advance. T o  be sure, there were brigh t 
spots then and there arc dark ones now, 
bu t the total picture shows m arked im ­
provement.

T h e  improvem ent in the city of Chiclayo, 
where the Nazarene mission m aintains its 
headquarters , is a good illustration. T h e  
change is not only in  increased size; it is 
evidenced by miles of paved streets now 
as compared with blocks then. New bu ild ­
ings bo th  in business and residential areas 
have been erccted and  the appearance of 
all of them is far more prosperous.

Peru  has far to go in  lifting standards 
of living, literacy, health, sanitation, eco­
nomic independence, and  social equality. 
Moral degradation and  spiritual darkness 
continue to depress the masses. Neverthe­
less there is a trend in the r ight direction. 
Persecution has not disappeared bu t re­
ligious freedom is on the increase.

My greatest joy has been to witness the 
progress the Church  of the Nazarene has 
m ade in the eleven-year period. In  Chiclayo 
the church was worshiping in  a rented hall. 
Now it has a commodious bu ild ing  which 
will seat almost five hu n d red  and  take care 
of a Sunday school of three hu n d red  or 
more. T h e n  the Bible school was housed 
in a very inadequate  and  u n fi t  property 
in the village of Monsefu, eight miles from 
Chiclayo. Now it has acceptable quarters 
in a central location in the city. Elsewhere

attractive buildings have been erected with 
modest investment by the mission and  co­
operation from the national congregations.

T h e  growth in  membership of the dis­
trict has not been spectacular bu t  it  has 
been substantial. District Superintendent 
Golliher believes tha t with G od’s blessing 
live years from now there will probably be 
twenty churches which will be fully self- 
sustaining.

T h e  quality  of national leadership com­
pares favorably with tha t  to be found in 
any missionary district. I was happy to be 
able to ordain  five candidates for the minis­
try. T h e  tra in ing offered in  the Bible 
school is having its salutary effect.

N ot the least encouraging sign was the 
excellent spirit of unity  and  co-operation 
which was demonstrated by the entire mis­
sionary staff. All of them love the church, 
its doctrines, standards, message, and  lead­
ership. T hey  are unselfishly dedicated to 
their work of evangelizing Peru. In  his 
short term as district superintendent, Clyde 
Golliher has won the confidence of mission­
aries, national pastors, and  people. H e  has 
great vision and  zeal for the prom otion o£ 
the soul-saving program in this land  of 
yet unm easured need.

T h e  outlook for the Church of the Naza­
rene in Peru has never been quite  so bright. 
T h e  plan ting  of missionaries of earlier 
years is being watered by those of the pres­
ent. God will certainly give the increase, 
and those who sowed and those who reap 
shall receive their  wages and  rejoice to­
gether in the day of rewards.

T h ere  are at least three forces tha t are involved 
in answering this question in regard to sanctifica­
tion. W hile it may be impossible for the finite 
m ind  to comprehend how the act of sanctification 
is accomplished, the forces at work are evident. 
These are the Blood, fa ith , and  the Holy  Spirit.

T h e  covenant of God with m an is established by 
the Blood. T h is  is attested to by the blood that 
was shed for a covering for Adam and  Eve, the 
blood of sprinkling, the poured-out blood, and 
Christ’s blood of the New Testam ent. T h e  writer to 
the Hebrews says there is no remission of sins w ith­
out the shedding of blood. He fur ther  states that 
the blood of Christ purges (9:14). John  says 
tha t the blood of Jesus cleanses. Th is  is the Blood

that conquers the guilt, condemnation, and pollu­
tion of sin. I t  has consecrated the way of pardon 
and purity. T h e re  is no sin so dark, no habit so 
ingrained, no condition so pollu ted  tha t the Blood 
is powerless to conquer. We may triumphantly  
sing the old song,

T h e  Blood, the B lood is all my plea;
Hallelujah, for it clcanscth me!

A nother working force is faith. T h e  object of our 
faith is infallible. He does not fail; H e is never 
late. We may place u t te r  dependence upon  Him 
w ithout fear or reticence. M ultitudes have put Him 
to the lest and  found He is able. W h a t  He has 
promised He will do. His are the eyes tha t pierce 
the inmost thoughts and emotions. His are the 
hands that break the bonds of sin and  habit  and 
untangle  the threads in the skein of life. His is the 
m ind  that brings m eaning and  order into  a chaotic 
life and condition.

T h e  operation of ou r  faith is based on our will­
ingness to co-operate witli God. Faith is not pre­
sumption. If faith is not operative it is because 
there is a blockage. I ’ll is may take many forms, 
such as guilt, unfinished business with the Lord, 
lack of consecration, menial or spiritual reserva­
tion. W hen the channel is clear and  the blockage 
removed, faith will operate. T here  is no such thing 
as “dry fa i th” if that faith is in the Lord. Such
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faith must be active an d  alive because it  is placed 
in O ne who is powerfully and  gloriously alive.

N o r  is fa ith  feeling; it  will operate in  spite of 
feeling. T h e  outcome  of ou r  faith is certain. Faith 
is the power tha t  brings God to the scene of action. 
Faith is the victory tha t  overcomes the world. Faith 
is the endorsement of the b lank  check written to us 
by God which brings wealth and  health  to the soul.

T h e  Holy Spirit is the other force at work in 
sanctification. T h e  th ird  Person of the T r in i ty  is 
the promise of the Father. T h e  Apostle Jo h n  refers 
to H im  as the Activator who quickens (6:63a) ; the 
Com forter (14:16); the Spirit of T r u th  (16:13); 
the O ne who abides (14:16) ; the T eacher  (14:26); 
the One who witnesses or testifies (15:26). These

and  many other  Biblical names are an  index to His 
character. Let us always remember He is a per­
sonality, no t a mere influence. His power is u n ­
limited. T here  is power to sanctify, satisfy, stabilize.

Like the stabilizer on a plane, the Holy Spirit 
will keep us on an even keel and bring us to our 
destination safely. So dependable is His navigation 
tha t we need never fear veering off the course 
when we place ourselves in His hands. T roub le  
comes only when we rebel or break loose from Him. 
Best of all, there is provision for us today. T h e  
experience is not merely a historical fact b u t  it may 
be enjoyed now. I t  is not to be projected in to  the 
fu ture  bu t to be possessed today.

Does your prayer time bring you peace, cleans­
ing, glory, inspiration, refreshing, strength? Most 
of us wish we could find these in a larger degree 
during  ou r  prayer time. W h a t  are some of the 
ways to increase the effectiveness of prayer time?

Kathy and  I w anted to know. So we decided— 
bu t  wait. I must tell you about Kathy.

K athy’s my prayer partner. We “discovered" 
each o ther  when we m et at a coffee party and 
began talking about poetry. (T h a t ’s one of the 
nicest things abou t coffee parties: instead of tu rn ­
ing loose with some form of canned en terta inm ent, 
people explore the wonders of conversation!)

From poetry, Kathy and  I went to o ther areas 
of m utua l  interest, and  now when we get together, 
we discuss the Christian faith and God and  prayer 
with as much an im ation  as some people discuss 
the price of bacon and  the W orld  Series!

So Kathy and  I have become prayer partners. 
I t ’s one of the five-star experiences of life—having 
a well-loved and congenial friend with whom 
one can talk often and earnestly—one of the 
richest ways to make personal prayer time deeply 
satisfying.

As a result of this friendship my prayer time 
has been transformed. Here are some of the ways 
in which this transform ation has come about:

(1) Kathy and  I pray at the same time every 
day, rem em bering tha t  the prayer par tner  is pray­
ing too. T h is  creates a bond of invisible fellow­
ship. W e keep a list of special friends who need 
prayer, of special needs in our own lives, and 
include these in  our prayer time.

(2) I ’ve learned to vary prayer time techniques.

W ith o u t  realizing it I had drifted into the habit 
of following about the same pattern  each day until  
sometimes at the beginning of my prayer time, I ’m 
ashamed to say, I ’d tell myself, Well, here goes. 
I must  get my praying done. A nd I ’d “ju m p ” into 
it along the old, same, everyday pattern. O ur 
friends, the psychologists, have learned tha t m o­
notony deadens interest and  effectiveness in any 
area. I discovered tha t this applies to prayer time, 
as anywhere else in living. So now, instead of 
“leaping” into my praying, I prepare for it by 
a few moments of qu ie t relaxation, during  which 
I say no words, bu t  only th ink about God—His 
love, Flis peace, kindness, power, forgiveness, mercy, 
everness, and  how wonderful it is to be His child.

T h en ,  when I ’m fully relaxed, I begin my pray­
ing using a different opener each day. Perhaps 
one day my prayer begins with praise—praising 
God for the beauties of the world, visualizing each 
lovely scene as I m ention it. A nother day in “ac­
tive im agination” I enter a little chapel where 
Christ is standing at the altar facing me, and I 
kneel before H im  in worship. A nother day I 
begin by m entioning loved ones and friends, their 
special needs, committing them lovingly into His 
care. A nother day my prayer may begin with 
confession and asking forgiveness, then thanking 
H im  for the peace and wonder of being fully 
forgiven. (T hen  I concentrate my thoughts on 
God. How often we get stuck in our own m ud  
puddles, instead of tu rn ing  from them and going 
on the upward trail to new hills of peace and 
light!)

(3) T h is  tu rn ing  from thoughts of myself to
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thoughts of God is one of the greatest transforma­
tions in  my prayer time. T h o u g h  I hate to adm it 
it, I ’d sometimes spent quite  a good deal of time 
in my prayer moments probing around  among my 
dark spots with a microscope and  spade instead 
of just confessing to God and then tu rn ing  away 
from the darkness. Now I mention my current 
problems, visualize putting them into G od’s hands, 
thank and praise H im  for taking them, and thank 
H im  for the peace, the freedom, the release that 
come into my heart.

(1) I've learned to keep a prayer list with 
names of those who have special needs, those 1 
long to see find the path  ot faith. (W hat a th ril l­
ing experience it is to read in the Bible about 
people who prayed, and what marvelous things 
happened when they prayed!) Kathy and  I share 
our prayer lists. W hen I pray for someone, I com­
mit the person and his problem to God, rem em ­
bering that God knows the individual's heart, his 
problem, his needs, as I can never know them. 
T h e n  I thank God that He cares, knows, and will 
undertake.

(5) I ’ve learned to thank God for the p rob ­
lems He has helped me solve in the past, for the 
times He overruled what I thought I wanted, for 
the blessings of which I may be unaware.

(6) One of the greatest things I've learned is 
to thank God for the shining possibilities within 
all of us. Over the years, how often I'd told God 
about my shortcomings and asked forgiveness, but 
how seldom I ’d thanked Him for the talents and 
elements of goodness and nobilitv latent within 
all of us, for the marvelous growth hum an beings 
can make when they are fully dedicated, for the 
joys and opportunities that are going to come in 
the years ahead! I th ink of these, thank God lor 
them, dedicate them to Him. I thank Him for the 
mysterious and wonderful gift of life, for the 
hum an mind and soul. As one psychologist puts 
it, the hum an m ind is one of God's most superb 
creations, with almost unlim ited capacity to trails 
form and be transformed.

I tell Him, “O Master. I know You walk with 
me every day, every path. I would be in Your 
shining company in all I do and say and th ink .”

T h e n  He touches me on the shoulder and blesses 
me and says, “I know. I know.” And glory fills 
my heart.

At the close of prayer time I thank God that 
H e hears and is concerned. W hat wonder! 7 'he 
mighty Creator of the universes listens when I pray!

God created man's heart for 11 is dwell­
ing. Sin entered and defiled it. In the 
incarnation and atonement of Christ, the 
redemption is accomplished and the k ing­
dom of God established.—Selected.

Picture the scene. See tha t giant p lan t  with its 
big leaves spreading out un ti l  it made a cool, re­
freshing shade for a man sitting under  it. 'Then 
look down to the earth  at tha t lowly worm, so 
small in comparison. Yet the Lord had placed it 
there for a purpose, and expected it to accomplish 
what H e w anted done.

T h e  worm m ight have looked up  at the height 
of the gourd, contem plated  those broad leaves, and 
said to himself: “ I am only a poor, weak worm 
of the dust. God can’t expect me to b r ing  that 
down.” Doesn’t tha t have a familiar sound? So 
many Christians th ink  they must be great, p re ­
pared whales to be used by God, when God wants 
to prepare some little worms also to work for Him.

Often the reason so many of us fail to see done 
what we arc sure is in the will of God is because 
we look at ou r  size, ou r  own na tu ra l  abilities, and 
recognize how small w'e are. W e must remember

that the Bible says the whale had to be “pre­
pared.” No m an or woman is big enough to do 
his or her  life’s work unless God has prepared him 
as He did  the whale to swallow Jonah. Neither 
is any m an (or woman) too small to be used by 
the Lord if he will let H im  prepare him, as He 
did the worm, for whatever use He desires.

T h e n  there is the question of being in the right 
place. T h e  whale could not have swallowed Jonah 
if it had been indifferently swimming about in the 
o ther end of the M editerranean. It had to be 
placed by God right at the side of the ship at the 
very m inute  Jonah  was tossed overboard. Nor 
coidd tha t worm have chewed the root of the 
gourd when the Lord wanted it  done if it had 
been a mile away looking for something succulent 
for itself. Big whales or creeping worms, le t’s ask 
ourselves if we are in the right place spiritually— 
right in the center of G od’s will, where we can 
hear His call at any time to do something for Him. 
High officials or lowly church members, we must 
not be indifferent to the need of lost souls, and 
the G reat Commission God gave the Church. 
N either can we spend ou r  time looking for some­
thing for self in this short earthly life.

T h e  Lord still needs worms as well as whales 
in His service, and  He is still saying, “Fear not, 
thou worm  Jacob.” O little worm folk, you do 
not know how great the result may be if you do 
what God asks of you. H e  used both a whale and 
a worm to teach the prophet Jonah.

Get your Bible and  concordance and  look up 
the times the Lord used worms and insects in doing 
I lis  marvelous works.
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Are there “fatted calves" that should  be eaten?

PHYSICALLY SPEA K IN G  MANY A R E  DY- 
ing, no t because they eat too much, b u t  because 
they work too little. Doctors tell us to e ither work 
off the surplus energy or reduce the food intake. 
Many go on eating largely long after they stop 
working. Debilita ting  obesity and  early death  are 
often the results. M odern labor-saving devices can 
become our deadly enemies.

Experts agree tha t  reducing the intake is not 
the best remedy usually.

Doctors urge us to exercise physically, move about, 
walk, do calisthenics—anything to burn  up  the 
energy.

Spiritually speaking many are dead, bu t not 
because they ate too much (heard too many good 
sermons, read too many good books, s tudied their 
Bibles too much, a ttended  too many prayer meet­
ings) .

or Die!
for the sole purpose of sitting in judgm ent on the 
preacher. T hey  have set themselves up  as experts 
on sermonizing, and  anything that crosses their 
concept of piety is no good. W hatever they agree 
with is “delectable.” They  cry, “Feed us, feed us,” 
as they slowly die of spiritual gluttony.

T h e re  is an overconccrn about spiritual food. 
T h e  people of God in the wilderness under Moses 
died by the thousands because they cried for flesh 
to eat. T hey  were not satisfied with God's pro­
visions. They  got what they cried for, bu t it be­
came their death; and, while they were gorging, 
they should have been marching toward Canaan.

God knows we need food, bu t  we are not to be 
too much concerned about it. His urge to take 
no anxious thought of what we shall eat includes 
spiritual food also. Living a healthy Christian 
life is far more than  eating spiritual food. As we 
exercise ourselves spiritually—in soul winning, 
helping, training, giving, going, doing, and hear­
ing—food will be supplied; m anna will fall from 
heaven.

Jesus had just won another soul and was sit­
ting on Jacob’s Well when His apostles returned
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from tlieir food-hunting expedition. They  were 
concerned about food. He was concerned about 
souls. T hey  urged H im  to eat. He said, “I have 
meat [food] to eat tha t ye know not of. . . . My 
meat [food] is to do the will of him  tha t sent m e” 
(John 4:32-34). W inn ing  that Samaritan woman 
to himself m eant more to H im  than  eating.

T h e  true Christian concern is w inning souls, 
helping others, producing revivals, encouraging and 
strengthening others. He does not say, “W hat am 
I getting out of this sermon?” His thought is, 
W hom  can I  help to know my Saviour?

Spiritual dieting is no t the best solution. But 
if we d o n ’t spend the energy intake in actual, 
sweaty spiritual toil, we’ll “eat ourselves to dea th” 
while we are piously concerned and preoccupied 
with our personal spiritual food.

Wherein Is Our Strength?

Do ye look on things after the outward appear­
ance? (II Corinthians 10:7)

W e live in a power-conscious age. T h is  power 
in which we are prone to trust is materialistic 
ra ther than  spiritual. Great armies, stores of am ­
m unition , weapons of destruction, bombs, battle ­
ships, and guided missiles sound like protection; 
b u t  are they?

O u r  age is materialistic and our faith is mis­
placed. God in His W ord  and in His works 
through history has endeavored to show us wherein 
was strength. Gideon called for a volunteer army 
and thirty-two thousand responded. However, God 
said tha t was too many. How unusual! W e would 
have said, “T here  are too few. W h a t  can thirty-two

thousand do against this host of M idian and 
Amalek tha t fills all the land?”

Do we look on things after the outw ard appear­
ance? I fear we do. A na t io n ’s strength is not 
determ ined by its popu la t ion  statistics nor its 
capital worth. But, rather, a na tion  is only as 
strong as the people who are the citizens of that 
nation.

T h e  strength of a church is difficult to de­
termine. Statistics certainly do not reveal the facts. 
T h e re  are invisible forces tha t operate in a church. 
These are spiritual ra ther  than tangible. These 
forces are dependent upon  the spirit, loyalty, unitv, 
and consecration of the individual members of the 
church. Even as in G ideon’s day, God can do far
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more with three h u n d red  who are wholly com­
m itted  th an  with thirty-two thousand whose hearts 
are filled with fear and  who are ready to faint 
when the going becomes difficult.

N o na tion  is s trong in which there is division 
and  civil strife, an d  the same is true of the Church. 
In  un ity  there is strength.

B u t  what of the individual? W herein  is his 
strength? Nations and  churches arc both  made 
u p  of individuals like you and me. W h a t  do we 
contribute, weakness or strength? W h at  arc my 
spirit, loyalty, and faith contribu ting  to the n a ­
tional welfare and  the C hurch ’s power? Let us 
look w ith in  ou r  own hearts and  may we, as ind i­
viduals, be “s trengthened with all might, according 
to his glorious power, un to  all patience and long- 
suffering with joyfulness” (Colossians 1:11).

T h is  is the rest . . . this is the refresh­

ing: . . . B u t  the word of the Lord  was 
unto  them  precept upon  precept, . . . line  
upon  line; here a little, and there a little;

(Isaiah 28:12-13).

T h e ir  brows could have been soothed 
by the very hand  of God, touched by the 
Divine with the “rest wherewith ye [He] 
may cause the weary to rest” ; bu t  they 
“would no t hear,” and instead they fell 
backward and were broken.

Du Bois 
and Professor R. L. Lunsford

D uring 1957, Dr. L. J. Du Bois, editor of the 
Preacher's Magazine  and  professor of practical the­
ology at Nazarene Theological Seminary, wrote the 
“Religious News and Comments” for the Herald of  
Holiness. Dr. Du Bois, who is experienced in the 
field of journalism, served well in this capacity. As 
editor, I have appreciated his co-operation and  the 
quality of his work.

Since it is our custom to change those who write 
this departm ent from year to year, we have asked 
Rev. R. L. Lunsford, professor of practical theology 
and Biblical literature at Olivet Nazarene College, 
Kankakee, Illinois, to serve in this capacity during  
1958. Professor Lunsford has taught at Olivet since 
1943. He has also had considerable journalistic 
experience, and  I am sure tha t he will continue 
the high standard  set up  for this departm ent by 
Dr. Du Bois. His articles begin with this issue 
of the Herald of Holiness.

" Saviour of the Sin-sick Soul"
“Saviour of the Sin-sick Soul” is a prayer hymn 

by Charles Wesley. In  it he is praying for entire 
sanctification. T h e  first petition reads thus:

Saviour of the sin-sick soul,
Give me faith to make me ivhole;
Finish T h y  great work of grace;
Cut it short in righteousness.

Here Charles Wesley pictures Jesus as the healing 
Physician, the Balm of Gilead. “T h o u  shalt call 
his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from 
their sins” (Matthew 1:21). More than  that, John 
says of Him, “Behold the Lam b of God, which 
taketh away the sin of the world” (John 1:29). He 
not only can save us from our sins, bu t also He can 
cleanse us from our sin. He is the “Saviour of the 
sin-sick soul”—the sinner that is sick of his sins, and 
the saved who is sick of the sin nature. God sent 
H im  that l i e  might save the lost. “God so loved 
the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but 
have everlasting life” (John 3:1G) ; and in addition, 
Jesus gave himself tha t He might sanctify the 
Church, the Christian. “C h r i s t . . .  loved the church, 
and gave himself for it: that he might sanctify and 
cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, 
tha t he might present it un to  himself a glorious 
church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such 
th ing” (Ephesians 5:25-27) . Charles Wesley wanted 
faith that he m ight be made whole, tha t God might 
finish the great work of grace, that He might “cut 
it short in righteousness.”

In the second stanza the writer is more specific 
about what he wants:

Speak the second time, “Be clean!”
Take  away my inbred sin;
E v ’ry s tum bling  block remove;
Cast it out by perfect love.

No one can doubt what Charles Wesley's prayer is 
about here: he wants to be clean, to get rid of “in- 
bred sin”—“ev’ry s tum bling block” to be removed. 
He asks for this sin nature  to be cast ou t “by perfect 
love.” In  four different ways he makes his hunger 
known to God. “Blessed are the pure in heart: for 
they shall see God.” “Blessed are they which do

hunger and  thirst after righteousness: for they shall 
be filled.” Charles Wesley was in a good position 
to hear from God and  receive sanctifying grace.

T h e  blessing which Charles Wesley is seeking is 
climactic, as indicated by these words:

N o th in g  less will 1 require;
N o th in g  more can I  desire; . . .

He is seeking full salvation, the highest crisis- 
expcrience which one can get in this life—sin 
cleansed away—so that he can stand in holiness 
before God. T h is  means that Christ will be supreme 
in his life, as he goes on to indicate in this stanza: 

N one  but Christ to me be g iv ’n.
N one  but Christ in earth or heav’n.

In getting this second blessing, he is to crown 
Christ King of Kings and Lord of Lords in his 
life; He is to become all and in all to the writer of 
the hymn. One can’t have Christ supreme in his 
life until  the sin nature, the carnal mind, has been 
destroyed.

T h is  vision of an overmastering and  ever- 
controlling Christ is described in the fourth stanza: 

Oh, that I  might now decrease!
Oh, that all I  am 7iiight cease!
Le t me into no th ing  fall;
Le t my Lord be A ll  in All!

He is asking that lie may move out of the picture 
altogether and let Christ occupy the center of his 
heart and life. He was saying with John the Bap­
tist, “He must increase, b u t  I must decrease” ( John 
3:30). Man can talk of victory only when he gets 
to the place where he is lost in Christ, o r  Christ 
envelops his whole personality. I t  is one th ing  to 
follow Christ: it is another th ing for H im  to come
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in and  make your heart  His dwelling place in  the 
person of the Holy Ghost. T h a t  was Charles W es­
ley’s supreme desire in this prayer hymn, “Let my 
Lord be All in All!”

Detect-ldentify- 
Intercept-Destroy

In  the case of war, the business of the recon­
naissance plane would be, first, lo detect any 
strange planes which m ight be within its area; 
second, to identify tha t plane; third, if it is found 
that it  is an enemy plane, to intercept it—head it

off from its destination; and fourth, destroy that 
enemy plane.

T h is  outline  of the function of a reconnaissance 
plane, in time of war, suggests at once the thought 
of w ithstanding  temptation. It is all-important lor 
a Christian, first, to delect the presence of tem pta­
tion. T h e  devil may an d  does sometimes come 
to h im  in sheep’s clothing. Often tem ptation  gets 
the u p p e r  h an d  at this po in t of detection. T h ro u g h  
failure to keep as near  God as he should, the 
person is no t alert to the dangers which surround 
him or to the wiles of the devil; thus, before he 
realizes it, he is faced with severe temptation. He 
almost becomes the victim of tem ptation before 
he is conscious of its presence.

Do you have your radar up, and are you ready 
at all times to detect the snares of the devil? How 
much did this failure to discover fully what was 
at hand, in the way of tem ptation, have to do 
with the fall of Adam and Eve? I.ife had been 
wonderful and glorious for them, and there is 
reason to believe that they did not have their eyes 
as open to the work of the devil as they should 
have. Satan is a serpent, shrewd and unscrupu­
lous, and he will so present his temptation that 
if you are not careful you will be late in dis­
covering that it is an attem pt to defeat you.

But it is not enough to detect the presence of 
something strange and out of the ordinary; you 
must, as has already been implied, be able to 
identify this something as evil, as dangerous to 
your spiritual welfare. T h e  devil is the great de­
ceiver. He is the most accomplished person in the 
universe in the art of camouflage. Further, his 
emissaries have been well tra ined by him. T h e re

is no th ing  that the devil likes better than  to slip 
up  on a person, to have his fangs ou t and  be 
ready to strike before his presence has been recog­
nized. You must not only be ready to detect the 
presence of a power which might be out of line 
with your life’s motives and purposes as a Christian 
b u t  also ready to find ou t what this subtle force 
is—identify it. You must not allow the devil to 
come u p  on your “blind side” to take advantage 
of your weaknesses. You must keep your eyes open 
and no t only detect the presence of something 
strange and unusual bu t  also be ready and able 
to perceive what it  is, or the fact tha t it is not 
there for your good.

T h e  th ird  step in the activity of the recon­
naissance plane is to intercept  the enemy plane, 
once it lias been detected and identified as an 
enemy plane. I t  must be intercepted; it must not 
be allowed to bom b the city, to deliver an atom 
or hydrogen bomb. I t  must be kept from reaching 
its destination; it must be stopped, somehow, and 
at once. T here  can be no hesitation or indecision 
as to what should be done. T h e  enemy plane 
must be intercepted; it must not be perm itted  to 
reach its target, whatever tha t may be. T e m p ta ­
tion must be intercepted.

Finally, of course, this enemy plane must be 
destroyed.  In  the last analysis, th a t’s the only 
way we can keep it  from doing the damage it 
has p lanned  to do. Likewise a temptation, once 
it is discovered for what it really is, must be denied 
consideration immediately. T o  pay attention, en ­
tertain, o r  play with it  is to invite spiritual de­
struction. More than  once it  has been said, 
“ W hatever gets our a tten tion  finally gets us.” We 
must tu rn  away from tem ptation at once, and do 
it resolutely. T h a t  is the only way we can destroy 
its power. T em pta tion  often does not issue in sin 
at once, and  it never would come to that con­
clusion if the person tempted d id n ’t pay attention 
to it after it had been identified.

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An Appreciation
While wc were in the midst of o u r  recent Mission 

Council word came of the home-going of Rev. 
T o m  M. Drown, of the New England  District.

W hen I express my personal appreciation of 
Brother Brown, I am certain tha t I am expressing 
that of our missionaries in Africa, yea. around  the 
world, for Brother Brown was a world-wide man.
I first met this saint of the Lord when f came into 
the movement in 1915. f had  come out from a 
large denom ination and knew bu t  little of the 
people called Nazarenes. Brother Brown was a real 
example.

His prayer life was extraordinary. He told me 
that un til  recently he could call every missionary 
in our movement by name in prayer. D uring  these 
past few years, owing to the large increase in our 
missionary force around  the world, he could not 
do so.

In  1944 Dr. and Mrs. L. I. Seaman and daughters, 
Misses Dorothy Bevill and  Della Boggs, and  Mrs. 
Jenkins and I went to Argentina, having heard  that 
there was a m onthly  sailing to Cape Tow n. We 
had waited five months when I received a letter 
from Brother Brown. He quoted  Jeremiah 29:11, 
“I know the thoughts tha t 1 th ink toward you, saith 
the Lord, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give 
you an cxpccted end.” He also quoted  the follow­
ing verse:

G od’s ways are not like human ways.
H e  takes such strange devices;

H e  tries its in a thousand ways 
A n d  then our faith surprises.

He went on to say, “ I th ink  that you are going to 
get away to Africa shortly.” T h e  next afternoon 
we were sailing down the LaPlatte  R iver bound for  
Africa. T h e  evening before we left, our Argentine 
missionaries came over to say good-by to us. In 
Brother Brown’s letter he had  asked for each mis­
sionary by name, also a good num ber  of the n a ­
tional workers, and how the work was going at 
Donato Alvarcs and  other places. T h is  brought 
tears to those missionaries’ eyes. T hey  said, “This  
is where our power comes from.”

It was during  the 'war and Mrs. Jenkins and I 
had been away from M ocambique so long that wc 
had lost our residency. H um anly  speaking there 
was little hope that we would be granted  re-entrance 
and given perm anent residential permits. I wrote 
Brother Drown and asked him  to pray once more 
and lift us right up  over the border into Portuguese 
East Africa. I>i two days we zuere in! And I would 
not be surprised bu t what it was the prayers of this 
saint of the Lord!

I am going to miss Drother Brown; in fact, I am 
missing h im  already. I t  was such an uplift to know 
that over there in Marion, Massachusetts, there 
was someone who was praying. A nd what I say for

myself, I speak for the work of ou r  beloved Zion 
a round  the world.

A n d  ruho takes the place of this servant of the

MUSIC MEMOETTES
B y  OVELLA SATRE SHAFER

Recently over the radio  an d  from the press we 
were informed of the fact—“ Jean Sibelius Dies— 
a brooding, mystical g iant am ong the world's com­
posers—at the age of ninety-one.” Here was a 
composer who pursued  a distinct, rigorous style 
of his own which made his music truly very in ­
dividualistic realism. A lthough Sibelius descended 
from families whose culture  and  language h ad  been 
Swedish for generations, yet the m ix ture  of races 
in F in land  accounted for his tolerance toward all 
nationalities.

Perhaps the most famous composition of Jean 
Sibelius composed in 1899, “F in land ia ,” informed 
the world that close to the Arctic Circle a small 
na tion  was struggling for its existence. T h e  p a tr i­
otic tone poem, because it m ight incite na tiona l­
istic fervor, was called by various names for 
disguise in the years of unrest.

T o  this s tirring m artia l music, “F in land ia ,” have 
been written many challenging Christian words 
bu t  none more graphic than  the hymn-poem “We 
Rest on T h ee ,” sung by the five American mission­
aries not long before they were m artyred by the 
Aucas in the Ecuadorian  jungle. I t  was a favorite 
college hymn of theirs, and  suggested the title 
for one of the most d ram atic  missionary exploits 
of all t ime—a modern saga —Thr ough Gates of 
Splendor.  T ry  singing it  with the tune of “F in­
landia .”
IVe rest, on Thee ,  our Shield and  our Defender.

T h in e  is the battle, T h in e  shall be the praise 
When,  passing through the gates of  pearly splendor.

Victors, we rest with Th e e  through endless days.
A nother favorite stanza to this an im ated  melody 

that suggests a healing catholicon to those left 
beh ind  is as follows:
Lead on, O Lord ,  and strengthen us with love;

Establish T h o u  T h y  mighty heav'nly reign!
We trust T h y  Word,  T h y  wisdom f rom above ,

That ,  losing all, abundant  life zve gain.
Yes, Jean Sibelius died, bu t  lie left his im prin t 

on the world of music with th irteen symphonic 
sagas, seven symphonies, and several works for 
p iano and strings. Yet his music lives in the realm 
of Christian hymnody, captivated anew in the 
Christian saga—Throug h Gates of Splendor.  Have 
you read this dram atic  missionary book by Elisa­
beth Elliot, wife of one of the martyred mission­
aries? You should!

If we searched for a descriptive def­
in ition  of fellowship could we find one 
m ore picturesque than  this of St. Paul?

T h is is the dem onstration of true C hris­
tian  fellowship.

C onstantly we all m ust be on guard 
lest our concepts of vital Christianity  
be in terpreted  in the realm  of feeling 
and no t in the area of principle. T h e  
fellowship one has with Christ and with 
his fellow m an is more than  how you 
feel toward one; it is how you relate 
yourself to one. So with C hrist we re ­
late ourselves to Him in obedience, and 
to our fellow m an we relate ourselves 
in  service.

W ith in  any redem ptive group certain 
disciplines m ust be the order. And to 
these the Early Church did subm it. 
Even before Pentecost the group realized 
that sp iritual unity m ust precede sp irit­
ual power.

W hen the disciples were baptized by 
the Holy Spirit, certain factors emerged 
as distinctive marks of this fellowship.

W ith  steadfast purpose and 
daily discipline, the true m ark of a 
sanctified heart is a com m itm ent to 
harm ony am ong the people of the 
Lord.

T hey were com m itted to helpfulness.

The World's Best Seller
T h e  Am erican Bible Society has 

adopted a budget of $4,069,000 for the 
translation , publication , and d istrib u ­
tion of the Bible in  1958. T h e  total 
world circulation of the Bible reached 
26,379,142 at the end of 1956. T h is is an 
increase of 1,000,000 over 1955 and 
3,000,000 over 1954. T h e  Bible (or 
portions of the Bible) has now been 
published in 1,109 languages.

Universal Week of Prayer
T h e  week of January  5 through II 

is being observed th roughout the  world 
as the Universal W eek of Prayer. Begun 
in England one hundred  years ago by 
the world's Evangelical Alliance, the 
observance has now spread the world 
around.

T h e  C hristian world is 
praying th a t the m artyrdom  of these 
five young heroes will eventually lead 
to the conversion of the Auca tribe.

O rr said early in this century, “setting will of the Creator.”

D id  G od’s d ec isio n  to  g ive  m a n  a fre e  w ill , th e  p o w e r to  choose b e tw e en  
rig h t a n d  w ro n g , c rea te  th e  p o ss ib ility  o f sin?

Yes. God could not create a person 
with the possibility of choosing the good 
w ithout a t the same tim e m aking it 
possible for this same person to choose 
evil. In o th er words, He could not 
create the possibility of a Paul, a person 
w ho chose the good, w ithou t at the 
same lim e creating the possibility of 
a Judas, a person who chose wicked­
ness. W e m ust rem em ber th a t even God

has His lim itations. God did no t have 
to create fin ite  persons; He could have 
stopped w ith creating th a t which is 
wholly m aterialistic and mechanical, 
th a t which blindly and unconsciously 
carries ou t His will and purpose. But 
He could not create free persons w ith ­
o u t placing w ithin th e ir reach both 
th a t which is righteous and th a t which 
is sinful.

Is se lf-c en te re d n ess  th e  d e p ra v ity  o f  m a n ?
Some would identify sclf-centeredness 

with selfishness and proceed a t once to 
answer your question in the affirm ative. 
T h e  essence of sin is often defined as 
selfishness. However, I w ould no t ex­
p lain  carnality  as selfishness, w ithout 
qualifications. In re la tion  to God. sin 
is rebellion, o r disobedience, as I have 
indicated in my answer to the  first ques­
tion. In re la tion  to m an, sin is the 
failure to respect personality, w hether 
in yourself or in that of another. Kant 
laid down a principle which has sig­
nificance in this connection. He said 
that m an should so act as to treat pe r­
sonality, w hether in him self o r th a t of 
ano ther, always as an end. and never 
as a means. Personality is the suprem e

value, w hether in one's self or someone 
else. W e are to love ou r neighbor as 
we love ourselves. We are to do unto 
others as we would have them  do unto 
us. He who has no respect for him self 
will have no respect for the personality 
of others. More than  twenty-five years 
ago a famous psychologist m ade m uch 
of the self-regarding sentim ent. As he 
explained this sentim ent, he was u n ­
doubtedly em phasizing self-respect when 
properly understood. He also made 
this self-respect basic to a person’s re ­
spect for his fellow m an. T h e  essence 
of sin, as we th ink  of it in relation to 
ourselves o r o u r fellow man, is disregard 
for personality.

I h a ve  at h a n d  the  la st issue  o f th e  “H era ld  o f H o l i n e s s a n d  ha ve  read  
y o u r  c o m m e n t in  a n sw er  to th e  q u e s tio n , “W as A b ra h a m  L in c o ln  a C h ris­
tian?'* In  th e  lig h t o f J o h n  14:6, y o u r  a n sw er  is  in te re s tin g .

In your comm ent you refer to these 
words: “ Jesus saith un to  him. I am the 
way, the tru th , and the  life: no man 
cometh un to  the  Father, but by m e.” 
T h is is a very im portan t passage, and 
I)r. Curtis, to whom I referred in an-

definitely believed that no one could 
be a C hristian, and thus know God in 
the highest and truest sense, w ithout 
believing in C hrist personally and v ita l­
ly.

Inventory

M onday:
O u r country has just suffered the 

em barrassing experience of discovering 
th a t she is not as “superio r” as she had 
allowed herself to believe. She m ust face 
the fact th a t she has boasted—even to 
herself—of strength th a t she d id  not 
have. T h e  great day is alm ost upon 
us when we too—you and I—shall face 
ourselves as we really are. I wonder if 
the best, and safest, beginning of the 
year 1958 is no t w ith this grade of h o n ­
esty. I t  is no t easy. Francis Bacon 
wrote long ago: "D oth  any m an doubt 
th a t if there  were taken ou t of m en’s 
m inds vain opinions, flattering  hopes, 
false valuations, bu t it would leave the 
m inds of a num ber of men poor shrunk­
en things, unpleasing to themselves?” 
T u esd a y:

Many secular w riters have seen this 
clear-sighted honesty as tile chief issue 
of hum an living. T h e  troubles of so­

ciety are troubles of individual b lin d ­
ness to self.

Jane  Austen's Emma, on the  surface 
just a story of a comm onplace social 
group, is a study of self-undeception. 
T h e  heroine, th ink ing  herself com petent 
to regulate the affairs of her friends, 
faces finally the fact that she is a c lum ­
sy m eddler. Some of us eager to regu­
late conditions as they ‘‘ought to be” 
m ight well learn som ething of the 
secret of ‘‘moving men through God by 
prayer alone.”

W ed n esd a y:
George M eredith ill T h e  Egoi.il po r­

trays the gradual coming to his senses of 
the m an who has always been the center 
of his little  world, always though t of 
things as they affect him , considered 
himself superlatively deserving, figura­
tively stepping up and down to avoid 
acknowledging a weakness or adm itting  
a fault. Unspeakably rid iculous in  him  
—is it less shocking th a t a person a t­
tem pting  to do God's work should push 
his own little  job and be concerned 
with his own success o r his own re p u ­
tation? Is he doing his own job or 
Christ's? Doing it himself? for himself? 
Can you do a Christ-centered job in 
a m an-centered way?

T h u rsd a y :
“Your God Is T oo  Sm all,” writes J. B. 

Phillips. W e can th ink  of God simply 
as ou r " refuge " lim iting  religion to the
joy of escape, and forget th a t He is 
also o u r “strength"—strength  in the day 
of battle, power for the offensive as 
well as the defensive. L etting  ou r God 
be too small, wc become too small C hris­
tians ourselves.

F riday:
George Eliot in  Middlemarch gives 

(lie m orally terrifying p ictu re  of the 
p illa r of the  church who m anages to 
convince him self th a t to get money to 
spend on a good cause he may defraud  
the righ tfu l owner, and to save the 
rep u ta tio n  of the church lie m ust p e r­
sist in covering up his sin. “T h e  end 
justifies the m eans,” however uncon­
sciously believed, will lead to shady 
m anipu lation  of the tru th .
S a tu rd a y :

Philip  W ylie, recording a trip  around  
the world, saw the heathen in Benares, 
sac red city of Ind ia, as “baw ling to G od” 
in their devotions. Irreverently , cyni­
cally, it strikes us. he says he has seen 
"B aptists” (he would surely add “Naza- 
renes”) baw ling to God. W e re to rt in ­
dignantly  th a t W ylie knows no th ing  
about prayer. Perhaps we should  say 
to ourselves and to God thoughtfu lly , 
“ More intense bu t listening prayer, that 
issues in action positive, co n stru c tiv e- 
working ou t w hat T h o u  hast p u t in." 
S u n d a y :

Perhaps ou r inventory will reveal to 
ourselves th a t unconsciously, somewhere, 
we have been depending on some o ther 
th ing  than  C hrist himself for o u r C hris­
tian success. Even a ttem pts to apply 
the golden ru le  as a rule could make 
us little  hum an social healers.

O ur facts? Self in any sense a t the 
center—fears, doubts, laziness, short 
vision, self-suffic icncv? No m orbid  in ­
trospection; b u t before we take ano ther 
step, an hour in  Ilis presence, our 
m inds and hearts open in  complete 
trust for the  assurance of in n er cleans­
ing th rough  the fullness of the Spirit, 
then ou t to be used by H im .

MRS. M A TTIE C. M IL L ER  (nee Shaw) was born

During her minis­
try, five district superintendents and a number of 
pastors of the Church of the Nazarene were mem­
bers of Sunday school classes she taught. She is 
survived by one daughter, Mrs. Edwin E . Hale of 
Oak H ill, West Virginia; two sons, Dr. Basil Miller, 
of Altadena, California; and Cyrus G. M iller, of 
W ichita, Kansas; also four sisters, Mrs. Sallie  
Shields, Mrs. A lice Daniels, Mrs. Margaret Creigh­
ton, Mrs. Pearl Henry; and two brothers, C. F . 
Shaw and N. W. Shaw. Funeral services were con­
ducted at Tuttle, Oklahoma, by Dr. Paul Garrett, 
assisted by Dr. A. K. Bracken, Rev. Sam Davidson, 
the Reverend Mr. Smith, and Rev. E . G. Theus. In­
terment was in the country cemetery of Amber, 
Oklahoma.

DR. PAUL J . W H ITE was born May 22, 1872, 
in Moravia, New York, and died in a hospital in 
Charlottesville, Virginia, November 4 , 1957. Con­
verted as a young man, he was a faithful Christian  
until his death, devoted to his church and Chris­
tian friends. While in Pullman, Washington, he 
became deeply interested in the teaching of holi­
ness and assisted in organizing the Church of the 
Nazarene there. In the last twenty-five years of his

active life he was head of the science department 
of Pasadena Nazarene College, Pasadena, California. 
Here he spent the happiest days of his life. In 
coming to V irginia he united with the home mission 
Nazarene chapel of Charlottesville, where he taught 
a Sunday school class as long as his health would 
permit, also served as chairman of the board of 
trustees, and chairman of the building committee. 
After retirement, his hobby was woodcraft, and he 
made and presented to the chapel the pulpit, a 
communion table, and a desk for the Sunday school 
secretary. He was preceded in death by the mothers 
of his children: Bertha Stone, the mother of his 
sons; and Clara Gilmer, the mother of his daugh­
ters; a son, Paul; and a daughter, Grace. He is 
survived by his wife, Maude Hume W hite; a son, 
Theron, of Glendale, California; two daughters, Mrs. 
Harold Brown, of La Crescenta, and Mrs. James 
Logan, of San Marino, California; also four brothers 
and two sisters, and a stepson, Lt. Col. Wayne S. 
Hume, of Brazil. Funeral service was conducted by 
Rev. Warren Holloway, Rev. James McCormick, and 
Rev. Chas. Boyer, with interment in the Beaver 
Dam country church cemetery near his home.

RU FUS J . K EN D A LL was born April 17, 1877, 
in E llio tt County, Kentucky, and died September 
26, 1957, in the Veterans' Hospital in Lexington, 
Kentucky. He had been a Christian and a  Nazarene 
for many years. He was a veteran of the Spanish- 
American W ar. In 1896 he was united in marriage 
to Emma Lee Sparks.

Funeral service 
was conducted by Dr. Lawrence B. Hicks, with inter­
ment in Rose Hill Cemetery.
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
