of the family and  the provider for 
the home.

W hat constitutes ideal father­
hood? A nd who personalizes an 
ideal father?

1. A good father is one who 
keeps him self physically healthy 
and socially pure so that his off­
spring may have a clean b irth .

2. A g o o d  father co-operates 
with a good m other to make a 
home that is wholesome and happy.

3. A good father is one who by continuous labor 
and consistent devotion provides a suitable house, 
necessary clothes, and  sufficient food.

4. A good father gives his children some of his 
time for family recreation, fun, and frolic.

5. A good father sets a good exam ple of a well- 
rounded person who is a worthy model after which 
his children may pattern  their lives.

6. A good father encourages his children in ­
tellectually to prepare themselves for the greatest 
usefulness to God and man.

7. A good father loves his wife and his children 
more than he loves his work, his pleasure, or his 
club.

8. A good father controls the activities of the
home w ith in the bounds of good taste morally,
socially, recreationally, and musically.

9. A good father is one who makes time for
and conducts family worship each day.

10. A good father is one who does not send his 
wife and children to Sunday school and church, 
but takes them.

11. A good father is one who assumes his God- 
given duty as head of the home and exerts his 
leadership by precept and by personal example.

12. A good father is one who considers it his 
prim ary sacred trust, conferred by God, to in tro ­
duce his children to Jesus, the risen Saviour, and 
thus prepare them  for an unbroken family re­
union in G od’s eternal city after earthly family 
existence has ceased.

The Ten Com m andm ents for Fathers

1. T hou  shall so live as to transm it to your chil 
dren physical bodies strong and clean.

2. Thou shall to the best of your abilities pro 
vide a satisfactory house, adequate clothing, ant 
necessary food for your family.

3. T hou shalt be the head of the home ant 
model it after G od’s law in love and justice.

4. Thou shall preserve the love between your 
self and the m other of your children and promoti 
love between them.

5. T hou shalt not teach by precept alone bu 
by personal example.

6. T ho u  shalt seek to develop your child’s po 
tcntial to its greatest degree.

7. T ho u  shalt provide and participate in recrea 
tional diversions and lead the family in havinj 
fun and wholesome frolic.

8. T ho u  shalt be the instigator and the leade 
in family worship daily, that your children ma 
develop a relish for G od’s W ord and a faith in th 
exercise of prayer.

9. T hou  shalt set the example by taking you 
wife and children to Sunday school and churcl 
regularly.

10. T hou  shalt make your prim ary objectiv 
the in troduction of each child to Jesus, the Sa\ 
iour, and thus fit him  for life here and qualify hin 
for life eternal and the reunion of the complet 
family circle in heaven.

M y H eritage from  Father
My dad was the personification of the abov 

listed T en  Commandments. He lived a victoriou 
Christian life and died a trium phan t Christiai 
death.

My father’s father died when he was only tei 
years of age, leaving his m other with six smal 
children, f t was necessary for my dad to leav 
school at the end of the th ird  reader (Canada- 
th ird  grade here) , and go to work to help suppoi
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the family. W hen he became old enough and 
strong enough he took his place am ong the tough­
ened lum berm en in the camps in eastern Canada.

As a young m an my father left New Brunswick, 
came across the in ternational boundary line to 
Lowell, Massachusetts, and secured a job in a 
wooden box factory. Later he met a young woman 
from O ntario, Canada, who became his wife and 
the m other of his four children.

At the age of thirty-seven and now superintend­
ent of the box factory employing 150 men, my 
father heard G od’s call to the ministry. One w on­
derful characteristic of those early pioneers of our 
church was that when they knew G od’s will that 
was all they needed. So with only a th ird  grade 
education—not even an elem entary school diplom a, 
much less a high school or a college or seminary 
degree—and with seven m ouths to feed (including 
my grandm other) he set out for his first pastorate.

T he  church consisted of a dozen or so members 
and paid my father five dollars and a few cents 
for his first week’s salary. I t m eant faith and 
sacrifice.

My dad took the Sermon on the M ount literally. 
He pu t no trust in bank accounts, insurance poli­
cies, or home mission boards. H e trusted God 
completely and God did supply our needs.

In six pastorates my father had six building 
programs. He was not afraid of work or overalls 
or dirty hands. His knees were calloused with 
prayer and his hands with work.

At seventy-two years of age God took him  while 
yet in the harness. On a stone over his grave in 
a cemetery in Lexington, Massachusetts, are chiseled 
the words: “H e kept the faith.”

W hen I was ten years of age my father baptized 
me in the Salem River as his first candidate for

Christian baptism . I saw Dr. Brcsee lay his hands 
on my dad's head and  ordain him  to the holy 
ministry.

My father encouraged me to go to college even 
though he had only a th ird  reader education. He 
couldn 't help me financially b u t he did pray for 
me and encouraged me. He witnessed my salva­
tion, my sanctification, and  my call to the m in­
istry.

My father gave four children to the Kingdom 
and the Church of the Nazarenc: one a m in ister’s 
wife, one as an evangelist to children, one a super­
in tendent of a hospital, and  one the president of 
a college.

Yes, lie's gone—but his works do follow after 
him. H e’s in heaven clipping coupons from sp irit­
ual bonds as hundreds of people worship in 
churches he bu ilt and as his children win m en to 
Christ.

As I write this tribu te  to a w onderful dad, sitting 
in a hotel room in Kansas City, where I am con­
ducting a revival in First Church, the tears run 
down my cheeks and drop 011 the paper as I think 
of my priceless heritage.

Dad often prayed hours in to the night, worked 
with his hands, preached w ith unction, fasted every 
Friday, sacrificed his all, died penniless as a sp irit­
ual m illionaire.

He bequeathed his family more than houses and 
lands, stocks and bonds, money and things. Fie 
was an ideal father, a m inister of Christ, a servant 
of God. A nd—he “kept the faith .”

W ill you who read jo in  me in  this prayer? 
“O Cod, make me an ideal parent, that my children 
may receive a heritage from me com m ensurate 
with the heritage I received from a w onderful dad 
and a rad ian t m other. A m en!”

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M y memory of a family altar is—

M y  G reatest T reasure

My parents were not wealthy bu t they gave 
som ething to me greater than any item  of m one­
tary value. T h a t was the family altar. Of all the 
glowing m emories that I cherish of my life at 
home with M other and Daddy, the times spent 
about the family a lta r are the dearest and most 
sacred of all. Twice every day—no m atter how 
busy or how fu ll—the family gathered about while 
Daddy read the Bible and we all knelt together 
and prayed. I t  wasn’t just a ritual, a meaningless 
habit. These were the times when, as a family, 
we approached the throne of God and all the 
cares and frustrations of life slipped away and we 
were together in love, unity, and gratitude at the 
feet of the Master. These were the high lights— 
the great m om ents of our lives.

I can rem em ber sitting  on the floor cuddling 
my Pekinese dog in my arms as the wind howled 
cold and fierce outside. But I was safe and warm 
in the shelter of the fire as the flames flickered 
over the walls clearly and brightly, while my 
m other sat calmly in  the big arm chair and my 
daddy read from the great Book. My daddy’s face 
showed gentleness as some m en’s faces show vice 
and greed. My daddy’s voice was rich and deep 
and broad like a river stretching ou t in to  the 
ocean. W hen he would read the chapter in  the 
New T estam ent about love, the house would re­
sound w ith music. I t  wasn’t just the quality  of 
his voice, the enunciation of the words; it was 
the spirit in him  that caught up  the words and 
seemed to kindle them  like a flame. You never 
forget a time like that.

I can rem em ber when I entered my teens and 
was engulfed with the fears and uncertainties of 
youth. One nigh t I pulled the sewing m achine 
in to  the kitchen and was working on a new dress. 
T here  had been some friction in the home as I 
strained under parental authority. As I sat there 
sewing, Daddy came in  and sat down in the big 
arm chair. M other was on the couch m ending. 
Daddy began to talk to me, his voice quiet, deep, 
and full of love. He explained the reasons why 
he had to refuse my requests on various problems. 
He told me of his love, his desire to save me to 
God and the church. My daddy cried. My heart, 
that had been rebellious and resentful, m elted and 
the tears poured down my cheeks. W e knelt to­
gether, the three of us, and my daddy prayed. We

were together again and the room was warm and 
close and very full.

N ot only did we use the family altar as a place 
for m orning and evening devotions; we also used 
it to solve our problems. For in the presence of 
the M an of Galilee, all m isunderstanding dissolved 
as H e worked in and through our hearts to bring 
about understanding and love that would make 
our hearts sing.

T he home which my parents gave to me was 
filled with love, togetherness, joy, and God. Home 
was not just a word, a place. Hom e was a feeling— 
som ething intangible and very precious. Hom e was 
the place where God had left His breath upon the 
walls, where love was personality, where happiness 
lived, a refuge from the world. Home was M other 
and Daddy, gaiety and laughter, love and prayer. 
Hom e was the place where my parents established 
the family altar, which is the greatest heritage, the 
greatest possession, the greatest legacy my parents 
could bequeath to me.

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Nazarenes in Australia ByE. E. Zachary
Superintendent of 
Northwest District

A ustralian Nazarenes are celebrating their tenth 
anniversary as a regularly organized district. T he  
progress they have made since the first district 
assembly in  1948 is thrilling. I t  was held under 
a tent in Sydney, for we had no church buildings 
then; this one was held in the beautifu l and com­
m odious Coorparoo Church in Brisbane, which is 
one of the three attractive buildings housing grow­
ing Nazarene congregations in  that city.

H aving had  the responsibility of acting chair­
m an of the first district assembly in  1948 as a part 
of getting the work organized, and the honor of 
re turn ing  to hold the tenth anniversary one this 
year, two observations were a special encourage­
m ent: one, the large num ber of original members 
received in to the church in those beginning days 
still loyal and true, bringing up  their families in 
the church; two, the ever-increasing group of new 
Nazarenes, the result of the prayers and active 
evangelism of this original group of preachers and 
laymen. T h is sp irit of evangelism was indicated 
in  the local churches, where we saw earnest seekers 
a t the altars in  most of them; and at the district 
assembly, where the Lord moved in  on the nigh t 
meetings and lined the a lta r and fron t seats with 
hungry souls.

Among the first preachers to be ordained in 
Australia was Rev. A. A. E. Berg. H e was for a 
time our only A ustralian Nazarene. His deeply 
spiritual life and his ability as a leader among 
his people made him  the logical choice for district 
superintendent when the work was sufficiently or­
ganized to w ithdraw Am erican superintendency. 
He has served well in this capacity since 1949, and 
is greatly loved by his pastors and people.

O ur work has been most effective these first ten 
years in four state capital cities: Sydney, New 
South Wales, where we have three growing churches 
and the A ustralian Nazarene Bible College—two 
of these churches have their own buildings and the 
th ird  worships in the college chapel; Brisbane, 
Queensland, where all three c h u r c h e s  have 
modest b u t well-equipped buildings; M elbourne, 
Victoria, with one church which is now getting its 
bu ild ing under construction, and a t the same time 
conducting a branch Sunday school which will soon 
become, we hope, a second church; Adelaide, South 
Australia, where we have our largest church, which 
averaged about two hundred fifty in Sunday school 
last year. In  addition to these we have congrega­

tions w ith their own church buildings in Mackay 
and  Eidsvold, Q ueensland; T w eed Heads, New 
South Wales; and  Gawlor, South Australia.

T h e  ten th  anniversary assembly voted u n an i­
mously to start work in  the two rem aining state 
capitals—Perth, W estern A ustralia; and  H obart, 
T asm ania. W e have a fine family of Nazarenes 
who have moved to P erth  from England, and  they 
are anxious to get started. Both these cities offer 
great opportun ity  for a strong church, b u t they will 
also be centers from  which we can reach to all o ther 
towns of each state.

T h e  church was actually started in  A ustralia 
when dedicated Nazarene servicemen in  W orld 
W ar II began to give faithful testimony to G od’s 
sanctifying grace. W hile they served Caesar they 
were also serving God. T h e ir  testim onies found 
response in  hearts hungering for deeper sp iritual 
things, and ou t of this response the C hurch of the 
Nazarene found its footing. Shortly after the war 
a num ber of congregations were established under 
Am erican supervision, financed by the Nazarene 
Young People’s Societies. W e can report th a t all 
the money invested in  A ustralia is paying good 
dividends which will increase w ith the passing 
years.

T h e  A ustralian Nazarene Bible College will be 
an  im portan t factor in  the fu ture of the work in 
train ing preachers and  other C hristian workers. 
G raduates from  the school are already filling im ­
po rtan t places in  the m inistry and  as active church 
laymen. Dr. G. B. W illiam son showed extrem ely 
good judgm ent in  leading a com m ittee to select 
the lovely site of the campus in  one of Sydney’s 
beautifu l suburbs. Dr. R ichard  S. T aylor was com­
missioned its first president, and has been the ad­
m in istrator and  chief instructor, as well as pastor 
of the growing college church.

A ustralian Nazarenes are alive to missionary 
vision and responsibility. They have given to the 
church two excellent missionaries—Mary Bagley, 
R .N ., who has just com pleted her first term  of 
service in  Africa; and  Rev. W . E. Bromley, who 
was appointed  to New G uinea at the last m eeting 
of the G eneral Board.

Are there problem s connected with the work in 
this field that is ju st now ten years old? Yes, Aus­
tralian  Nazarenes have problem s, b u t they are p rob ­
lems of a growing church. T h e  devil does not yield
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ground easily anywhere, and certainly it is not the Nazarene is m aking a strong impact, out of
won w ithout cost in this country with such great proportion  to its size, for the Protestant evangelical
spiritual challenge. B ut already the Church of world and for the message of scriptural holiness.

Om inous events in the M iddle East today poin t 
to a climax in Jewish history. Students of Bible 
prophecy are not deceived by the apparen t change 
of heart in the Russian governm ent nor by the 
world-wide peace propaganda of the past two years. 
T he  advent of W orld W ar I t o o k  the experts 
by surprise; and  the titanic struggle of 1939-45 
com pletely upset the calculations of many em inent 
statesmen. Let it no t be thought th a t the wishful 
th inking of m illions of pleasure-loving people in 
1958 is a guarantee against a future Armageddon.

Such prophetic scriptures as Psalms 83; Ezekiel 
38; Joel 2; and Zechariah 12—14 reveal a final 
assault upon Jerusalem  and Jewry in the latter 
days by an  A rab confederation led by Russia and 
her allies. I t  is no secret th a t the recent alliance 
of Egypt w ith Syria and Lebanon is aim ed at the 
exterm ination of the Jewish state in  Palestine. A nd 
the w orld knows th a t the Com m unist nations are 
seizing every opportunity  to arm  the Arabs and 
fom ent their hatred  of Judah . T h e  refusal of 
America to lend money to Egypt (right o r wrong) 
to bu ild  the great Aswan D am —the dream  project 
of Egypt—may well drive her still deeper in to  
the clutches of Russia.

M oham m ed Negib, the form er president of 
Egypt, declared, “Israel is a cancer in  the body 
of the A rab nations.” T h e  present ruler, Colonel 
A bdul Nasser, was equally frank when he said 
on May 8, 1954, to a representative of a Greek 
newspaper staff: “Israel is an artificial state which 
m ust disappear. W hoever thinks of m aking peace 
w ith Israel signs the death w arrant.”

Israel’s prim e m inister, Mr. Ben G urion, shares 
with m any of his countrym en the feeling of im ­
pending disaster. In its review of Mr. Ben G urion, 
the magazine T im e  stated: “Over him  hangs a
sombre sense that time is short.”

It is an am azing th ing that the intense suffer­
ings and persecutions of the past nineteen hundred 
years have not yet convinced the Jews of their 
capital sin in crucifying their Messiah, Jesus Christ. 
Even to this day the veil is upon their hearts and 
the scales upon their eyes. In  spite of a declara­
tion of independence th a t provides for religious 
freedom, the fact rem ains th a t in the new Israel

state a Jew who becomes a Christian is ostracized 
and has the utm ost difficulty in finding suitable 
employment.

But the time is drawing near, as foretold by the 
prophet Zechariah, when God “will pour upon 
the house of David, and upon the inhabitan ts of 
Jerusalem , the spirit of grace and of supplications: 
and  they shall look upon me whom they have 
pierced, and  they shall m ourn for him, as one 
m ourneth for his only son, and shall be in b itte r­
ness for him , as one that is in  bitterness for his 
firstborn” (Zechariah 12:10). T h a t trem endous 
event in  Jewish history is consonant with the last 
great attack upon Jud ah  by those Christ-rejecting, 
anti-Semitic nations which are repeatedly m en­
tioned in  the O ld Testam ent.

I t  will be the hour of Jewry’s Gethsemane. At 
that time, according to G od’s own words, “I t  shall 
come to pass, that in  all the land, . . . two parts 
therein shall be cut off and die; bu t the th ird  
shall be left therein. A nd I will bring the th ird 
part th rough the fire, and  will refine them  as 
silver is refined, and  will try them as gold is tried: 
they shall call on my name, and I will hear them ” 
(Zechariah 13:8-9).

I t  is evident th a t in  their coming agony, when 
all hum an hope has fled, and when it seems that 
the Israeli state will be exterm inated, then the 
godly rem nant of Ju d ah ’s sons and daughters will 
truly repent of their terrible sin in  rejecting Jesus 
of Nazareth. T h en  will they cry un to  God for 
mercy, and H e will bring them  un to  himself. N ot 
only will God heal the rem nant of Jewry of their 
blindness; H e will also pour out His w rath upon 
their foes. “In  that day shall the Lord defend 
the inhabitan ts of Jerusalem ; and he th a t is 
feeble . . .  a t that day shall be as David. . . . And 
it shall come to pass in  that day, that I will seek 
to destroy all the nations that come against Je ru ­
salem” (Zechariah 12:8-9).

T h e  approaching Armageddon has more than 
one aspect. T he  doom of the Com m unist and  Arab 
hordes and the salvation of Jud ah  are a necessary 
prelude to that great ou tpouring of the Holy Spirit 
which accompanies the second advent of the 
Messiah.
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Anticipating 
HEAVEN*

T here  is a sense in which we may realize, antici­

pate and enjoy here and now, not only God, but 
all that constitutes heaven. Jesus said: “T he  king­
dom of heaven is w ithin you.” Some cxegetes claim 
that “w ith in” should be “am ong,” bu t there are 
so many other scriptures that present the same 
tru th , that a literal acceptance of the Saviour’s 
words is justifiable.

T he  Bible plainly teaches that the Father, the 
Son and the Holy Spirit all abide in the sancti­
fied heart. In  the 17th chapter of John, beginning 
w ith the 19th verse, we find these marvelous words: 
“And for their sakes I sanctify myself, that they 
also m ight be sanctified through the tru th . N either 
pray I for these alone, b u t for them also which 
shall believe on me through their word; that they 
all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I 
in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the 
world may believe that thou hast sent me. And 
the glory which thou gavest me I have given them; 
th a t they may be one, even as we are one: I in 
them, and thou in me, that they may be made 
perfect in one.” T his is a plain declaration that 
the Father and the Son abide in them who are 
sanctified. In John 11:16, 17, Jesus states explicitly 
that the Holy Spirit will be in His disciples. Here 
are His words: “And I will pray the Father, and 
he shall give you another Comforter, that he may 
abide with you for ever; even the Spirit of truth; 
whom the world cannot receive, because it sceth 
him not, neither knoweth him : b u t ye know him; 
for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.”

Paul tells us that our bodies are the temples 
of the Holy Ghost. Doubtless they arc the outer 
temple. T h e  soul of each bloocl-washed saint is 
the holy place, and his spirit the holy of holies. 
In his epistle to the Ephesians Paul makes it clear 
that we dwell in  the heavenlies, or heavenly places 
with Christ; th a t H e has raised us up  together, 
and made us sit together in heavenly places in 
Christ Jesus. He states further that we are bu ilt 
upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, 
Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; 
in whom all the building, fitly fram ed together, 
groweth unto  an holy temple in the Lord.

In the 12th chapter of the epistle to the Hebrews, 
we find these wonderful words: “But ye are come 
unto mount Sion, and unto the city of the living
♦"Herald of Holiness/' February 19, 1913.

Cod, the heavenly Jerusalem , and to an innum er­
able company of angels, to the general assembly 
and church of the firstborn, which are w ritten in 
heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the 
spirits of just m en m ade perfect, and to Jesus the 
m ediator of the new covenant, and to the blood 
of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that 
of Abel.”

Observe wc are not told that we will come, bu t 
that “we are come.” It is not put in the future, 
but in the present.

If time would perm it, 1 could give many other 
passages of scripture which indicate th a t we are 
privileged to enjoy here in the spirit all the glories 
of heaven; that we may walk w ith God, abide in 
Christ, have the Holy Spirit dwelling in us; that 
we are come now to an innum erable company of 
angels; th a t we may sit now in the heavenlies; 
that we may enjoy now the water of the river of 
life, and have its fructifying and refreshing streams 
flowing now through our inm ost being; th a t we 
may eat now of the fru it which grows on the tree 
of life, and pick its leaves for the healing of the 
nations; and that it is our blood-bought righ t 
here and now to live the throne life, not only 
overcoming the world, bu t being more than con­
querors through Him  that loved us.

Lo, I am  w ith  you  a lw ay, . . . (M atthew 28:20).

As a very young child I always had a fear of 
falling. I rem em ber a narrow  footbridge over 
w hat we call down here in Texas a bayou. In  
order to get to my grandparents’ home, not far 
from where we lived, we m ust cross this footbridge.

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Beware of a Divided Rulership in the Home!

N ot long ago I read a brief article from someone 
who declared that there was little  or no juvenile 
delinquency in  Italy. He had been there and 
claimed to know firsthand w hat he was talking 
about. T he  reason he gave for this was th a t the 
father was still head of the home in Italy. I th ink 
the idea of the father as the head of the home 
can be carried too far. On the other hand, when 
it is forgotten, it can wreck the home, especially 
with regard to the discipline of the children. T here 
is almost nothing more serious that can happen 
to a home than a dual control; that is, where 
father and m other do not agree on how the chil­
dren should be disciplined.

Perhaps many of us fail to some extent here, 
b u t we should rem em ber that the more we fail 
at this point, the more we are moving toward the 
creation of juvenile delinquency. Parents should 
be one when it comes to disciplining their children; 
there should be bu t one authority, absolutely one. 
Any deviation from this is ruinous to the chil­
dren involved.

T oo  often, as this writer said, the trouble arises 
with the m other, who “butts in .” She interferes 
w ith the father’s discipline and does it in the 
presence of the children. W ith  all the emphasis 
upon freedom th a t women should have today, 
especially in America, there has come a breakdown

of home control. You may say w hat you please, 
friend, b u t the m ain source of juvenile delinquency 
is in  the home. All authorities who have to do 
with it will agree to this almost 100 per cent. T he  
father is no longer the head of the home; there 
is no longer one final authority . T here  is a dual 
rule, and that, let me say once more, never makes 
for anything b u t juvenile delinquency.

W e honor our mothers, and  thank God for them. 
But as we come up  to Father’s Day, let me say 
that no one can take the place of the father. T here 
is a proper sense in  which he is the head of the 
house, and any wife and m other who interfers 
w ith the discipline of the children by the father 
in  the presence of the children is placing the feet 
of her children on slippery ground. She could 
hardly do them  a graver injustice.

W hether this m an who said w hat he did about 
Italy knew w hat he was talking about or not, this 
much we m ust all remem ber, and  that is, N othing 
can take the place of genuine discipline in  the 
home, and th a t rule m ust be the ride of one per­
son. T h a t is, that rule m ust be one rule; parents 
m ust stand together on that. T h e  final authority  
in  this m atter rests with the father.

W hat I say here is no t only to the m other; it 
is to the father. H e m ust realize th a t he holds the 
supreme place in the home from the standpoint
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o£ discipline. T h e  father m ust take his stand, as- w ith him . God bless the fathersl They have tre- 
sume his responsibility, and  do his part, and i t ’s mendous responsibility in the home and should 
the business of the wife and  m other to co-operate not, for any reason, shirk the same.

Dr. R. V. DeLong and the Keller-York Party in First Church
I t is not often my privilege to a ttend  a revival 

all the way th rough in my home church. Recently 
I had this opportunity . I was in every preaching 
service and in  several of the pre-service prayer 
meetings.

T he  m eeting began on W ednesday night and 
continued over two Sundays. T h e  preaching stood 
for the best in  doctrine and life. T he  teachings

and standards of the holiness m ovement and the 
Church of the Nazarene were upheld  in  the mes­
sages of Dr. DeLong. T hey ranked w ith the best, 
according to the w riter, and  he began listening to 
the great preachers of the holiness m ovem ent when 
he was a child. Am ong the first were B. W. Hucka- 
bee, R. L. Averill, Bud Robinson, and  then such 
men as Beverly C arradine, H. C. M orrison, C. J. 
Fowler, C. W . R u th , W ill H uff, Joseph Smith, 
M artha Curry, W. B. Godbey, and  m any others, 
in  and  outside of our church. I ’ve heard  every 
general superin tenden t of the Church of the Naza­
rene preach, and  most of them  many times, except

Dr. W. C. W ilson, who died shortly after his elec­
tion to this position. All of these m en were or 
are outstanding preachers. Dr. DeLong’s preaching 
was in stride with the best that the holiness move­
m ent has produced.

As to the Keller-York Party, I don’t believe 
there are any singers or groups of singers in our 
church which can surpass them. T h e ir  spirit and 
their singing were wonderful. They sang the gos­
pel of full salvation, and they sang it w ith power 
and  blessing.

All through the m eeting there was a spirit of 
victory, and the attendance was above the average. 
Several times the a ltar was filled with seekers, and 
there were some in  almost every service. W hile 
the m eeting was not the sweep we would like to 
have seen, it was outstanding in several respects.

Dr. A. M ilton Smith, our pastor, was on hand 
throughout this revival, and no one contributed 
more to its success than he did in prayer and work. 
Also he, more than anyone else, inspired the spirit 
of prayer which preceded and continued through­
out the meeting. O ur people prayed much. Sev­
eral times there were one hundred  or more at the 
pre-service prayer meetings. T his is unusual in  a 
large city church, where the members are scattered 
over a wide area.

Three Significant Conventions
I like variety, and I ’ve had  quite  a b it of it 

recently in my travels. I had  the privilege of be­
ing in three different conventions in Chicago. For 
three days I a ttended  the meetings of the Associated 
Church Press at the M aryland H otel. T his is an 
unusual m eeting and  has representatives from 
many of the religious papers of America and C an­
ada. I know of no convention or gathering that 
I have ever a ttended where there is greater variety 
in the program  than we have at the Associated 
Church Press m eeting. T here  were workshops 
which dealt w ith the content and form  of religious 
papers, and  participating  in these were some of 
the leaders in  the w orld of religious journalism . 
Along w ith this we always have a speaker from 
the field of secular journalism . M ilburn  P. Akers, 
executive editor of the Chicago Sun-Times, spoke 
this year. T here  is always present at least one

outstanding theologian, who gives the latest in 
Protestant theology. T his year the speaker in this 
field was Dr. Joseph Sittler, professor of theology, 
Federated Theological Faculty, University of Chi­
cago. Further, Andrew H. Berding, assistant secre­
tary of state, gave an enlightening address on up- 
to-the-minute conditions in  the world situation. I t 
was indeed a varied program , w ith these and many 
other interesting features, and the m an most re­
sponsible for it was Dr. W illiam  P. L ippard, execu­
tive secretary of the Associated Church Press.

W hile in  Chicago for the Associated Church 
Press Conference, I had the privilege of spending 
two afternoons at the annual m eeting of the N a­
tional Holiness Association, which m et in  the Sher­
m an Hotel. I t was a delight to be there and to 
meet a considerable num ber of people from  the 
Church of the Nazarene and a large group from
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other holiness churches and  some of the larger 
denom inations. An unusually attractive program  
had been arranged. One afternoon I listened to 
an outstanding address on “Sanctification in  Per­
sonal Experience and Its Social Im plications” by 
Dr. Roy S. Nicholson, president of the Wesleyan 
M ethodist church. T he  second afternoon I heard 
a very inspiring and uplifting  sermon on “Sancti­
fication—a Biblical T eaching” by Dr. John  R. 
Church, general evangelist in the M ethodist church.

T he following week, on April 18, Friday after­
noon and evening, I attended the spring m eeting 
of the Midwest Division of the Am erican T heo ­
logical Society. I t was held at the Seabury-W estern 
Theological Seminary, Evanston, Illinois. Its m em ­
bers are composed largely of professors of theology

and philosophy of religion from  the various theo­
logical seminaries in  the Midwest. T h e  discussions 
for the day centered on the relation  of theology 
to psychotherapy. T hey were led by Dr. B ernard 
M. Loomer, professor of philosophical theology, 
and Dr. Seward H iltner, professor of pastoral the­
ology, both members of the Federated Theological 
Faculty, University of Chicago. T he  discussions 
in the two sessions were on a high level, and I 
left the meetings feeling th a t psychotherapy and 
the whole field of pastoral theology to  which it 
belongs are very im portan t, b u t th a t they cannot 
take the place of theology and  divine revelation. 
T he  form er have lim itations which only vital re­
ligion can overcome.

G o ld e n  T e x t :  L et  the wicked forsake 

his way, and  the unrighteous m an  his 
thoughts: and let h im  return  unto  the 
Lord, and he will have mercy upon  him;  
and to our God, fo r  he zuill abundant ly  
pardon  (Isaiah 55:7).

Social confusion, m oral decadence, and 
spiritual instability—this p ictured the 
Israelites during  the times of the judges.

W hile Joshua lived, they gladly 
promised: "T h e  Lord our God will we 
serve, and his voice will we obey” 
(Joshua 24:24) . But Joshua had died. 
Now it was so easy to forget those 
promises and God’s specific instruction: 
"M ake no league w ith the inhabitan ts 
of this land ” (Judges 2 :2).

Strong as they were, they soon found 
out th a t past success was no guarantee 
of present victory, especially when they 
listened not to the Lord, forsook His 
commandments, and “followed o ther 
gods, of the gods of the people th a t 
were round about them " (Judges 2:12) . 
Therefore God withdrew His presence, 
and "sold them  into the hands of their 
enemies round about" (Judges 2:14).

Perplexed, they sought deliverance. In 
answer to their cries, God sent a de­
liverer. One was Deborah, courageous 
and daring, a woman of m ighty in flu ­
ence. Even on the battlefield  her pres­
ence was requested, perhaps as proof 
th a t God was w ith them . But these 
judges, whose mission it was to lead 
the people ou t of their trouble and 
back to G od’s assuring presence, were 
not always listened to, for “ they would 
not hearken un to  their judges.” T h e  
disobedience of the people was of their 
own choosing. T hey heard, bu t d id  not 
hearken. Self-will and personal desire 
called more persistently than G od’s way. 
Let the danger pass and they were soon 
back to their idolatry. Each lime, how ­
ever, they forgot that when m an for­
sakes God, God forsakes man.

T o  emphasize:
1. T h e  way of sp iritual success is 

always conditioned by to tal obedience 
to the known will of God.

2. W e m ust have the “listening” ear 
and, as well, the obedient heart.

3. T h e  wages of sin are inevitable; 
there is no exception to G od’s m oral 
laws.

4. If we’ll follow, o u r Lord always has 
a way out.

5. God will use His appoin ted  leaders 
to speak H is will. May we listen.

6. T o  compromise and  "take on” the 
ways of the world will ultim ately  lead 
to sp iritual weakness and defeat.

ing its meaning, or adopting the con­
jectures of others. These visions and 
thrcatenings are too delicate and awful 
a subject to trifle with, or even to treat 
in the most solemn m anner, where the 
m eaning is obscure. I must leave these 
things to t im e  and event, the surest 
interpreters. No jo t or tittle  of Christ's 
word shall fall to the ground; all shall 
have its fulfilm ent in due tim e.”

M atthew Henry, another famous com­
m entator of an earlier day, declares that 
in these words w'C have a sanction “like 
a flam ing sword” which guards the 
Bible “ from profane hands.” T h en  he 
adds, “Such a fence as this God set 
about the law (Deuteronomy 4 :2), and 
the whole Old T estam ent (Malachi 
4:4) , and now in the most solemn m an­
ner about the whole Bible, assuring us 
th a t it is a book of the most sacred 
nature, divine authority , and of the last 
im portance, and therefore the peculiar 
care of the great God.”

God will be patien t with those who 
are confused through no deliberate 
shortcoming of their own, bu t those who 
see the tru th  and yet deny th a t the 
Bible teaches it are on very dangerous 
ground.

God places a high prem ium  upon the 
tru ths which are brought to us through 
His special revelation, the Bible. Be­
cause of this we should be careful that 
we do not perm it the devil to deceive 
us as to its teachings. I fear that there 
are far loo manv, even am ong those 
who claim to be followers of Christ, who 
hesitate to take the Bible for what it 
really means. As you say, these words 
which you call to our atten tion  are very 
serious indeed. Adam Clarke, the fa­
mous com m entator, says of them : "Verse
18. I f  any man shall add) Shall give 
any o ther m eaning to these prophecies, 
or any o ther application of them , than 
God intends, he, though not originally 
intended, shall have the plagues th rea t­
ened in this book for his portion. Verse
19. I f  any man shall take away) If any 
m an shall lessen this m eaning, curtail 
the sense, explain away the spirit and 
design, of these prophecies, God shall 
take, away his part out  of the  hook of 
life, etc. T h u s Jesus Christ warns all 
those who consider this book to bew'are 
of indulging their own conjectures con­
cerning it. I confess th a t this w arning 
has its own powerful influence upon 
my m ind, and has prevented me from 
indulging my own conjectures concern-

W ho ivas P eter C artw right?
