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To Spare or to Sacrifice
NOTHING could have startled the dis­
ciples more than Jesus’ determ ination  
“that he must go unto Jerusalem , and 
suffer many things of the elders and 
chief priests and scribes, and be killed, 
and be raised again the third day” 
(M atthew 16:21).

Peter reacted violently to this pro­
gram. “Peter took him,' and began to 
rebuke him, saying, Be it far from thee, 
Lord: this shall not be unto thee” (v. 22).

In this respect Peter is the spokesman 
for all mankind. We resent the idea 
of suffering, of sacrifice, of blood, and 
of death.

The controversy which arose between  
Jesus and Peter at this point was more 
than a mere personality clash. It repre­
sented the basic conflict between m an’s 
way and God’s way. It was the philoso-
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phy of the world versus the philosophy 
of the Kingdom.

And Jesus recognized that this phi­
losophy, unchallenged, could undermine 
the foundations of His kingdom among 
men. Some of the sternest words Jesus 
ever uttered indicate His repugnance for 
this way of life. He said, “Get thee be­
hind me, Satan: thou art an offence

unto me: for thou savourest not the
things that be of God, but those that be 
of m en” (v. 23).

In essence, Peter was saying, “Spare  
thyself.” M an’s natural inclinations are 
always self-sparing, self-shielding, and 
self-seeking. M en have become highly  
skilled in  the art of self-protection. How  
often have His followers become an 
“offence” unto Him by complacency, 
evasion of duty, and escape from con­
flict!

But the principle by which Jesus 
lived was sacrifice. To come to earth 
He emptied him self of the glory He had 
with the Father. He took upon him self 
the form of a servant. He became 
obedient unto death—even the death of 
the Cross.

He could have evaded the Cross. But 
had He done so, He could not have 
saved the world. His was a voluntary  
Sacrifice.

Every man faces this decision in his 
life—Spare thyself or sacrifice thyself. 
To spare  ourselves is to become self- 
centered, ingrown, and useless. To sac­
rifice  ourselves for the cause of Christ 
is to become a part of the great re­
demptive m inistry of Jesus.

This is the need of the hour—men 
who w ill sacrifice themselves! M en who 
w ill love as He loved! Men who w ill 
enter the fellow ship of His sufferings! 
Men who w ill sorrow, as He did, over 
the world’s sin! Men who w ill m inister 
to the world’s need! This is the badge 
of discipleship.

THE BIG 707 J E T  was descending  f rom  the high, 
smooth cruising a l t i tu de  for the  lan d in g  at Los 
Angeles. T h e  lower a ir  was b u m p y  th a t  day, caus­
ing the tips of the grea t  wings to oscillate vertically 
several feet.

The gen tlem an  s it t ing  n ea r  us, w atch ing  the  
wings with  fear, rem ark ed  th a t  he w ished his com ­
pany would n o t  ask h im  to r ide  these planes, be­
cause the wings a p p ea red  flimsy eno u gh  to b reak  
off any m om en t  in ro u g h  air, a n d  tha t  he was a l­
ways glad to be o n  the  g ro u n d  again.

It was a p leasure  to reassure o u r  fellow passenger 
that what seemed to h im  to be a weakness in  the 
wings was ac tually  the ir  s trength . W e  h a d  learned  
in the study of airfram es tha t  the  engineers who 
design these p lanes  m u s t  b u i ld  flexibil ity  in to  the 
wings to m ake the m  strong. W ere  they r ig id  a n d  
unyielding to ro u g h  air, the  first bu ffe t ing  w ould  
shatter them.

Some of G o d ’s peop le  have a bu il t - in  f lexibility  
of soul. O thers  are  r ig id  a n d  uny ie ld in g  to o p ­
position. T h e y  d e m a n d  conform ity  to the ir  ow n 
views from others, an d  they are inf lexib le  in  w h a t  
they call the ir  convictions, c o n d em n in g  those w ho 
disagree.

Others have a r ig id  a t t i tu d e  tow ard  the  foibles 
and weaknesses of th e ir  fellow Christians. T h e i r  
high s tandard  of m ora l  a n d  sp ir i tua l  excellence 
tends to make them  harsh  a n d  uny ie ld in g  a n d  u n ­
forgiving tow ard  others. T h e y  are always r ig h t  in 
their own eyes, d e m a n d in g  the last w ord  in  the 
argument. I f  they are vo ted  down, they break  fel­
lowship w ith  the g roup. T h e y  c a n ’t b ea r  o p p o ­
sition, and they c a n ’t y ield the  smallest p o in t  for 
the sake of harm ony.

Such an a t t i tu d e  has sha t te red  b eau t ifu l  re la ­
tionships, hap p y  m arriages  a n d  homes. I t  has 
ruined many churches an d  sp lin te red  the  body  of 
Christ into a tho u san d  pieces.

Many who cou ld  be successful in  business an d  
professions are u n h a p p y  failures because they have 
never learned to yield to others. T h e y  break  u n d e r  
pressure because they have b r i t t le  dispositions.

Great preachers becom e useless because they c a n ’t 
yield to the ideas of others. T h e y  have never 
learned to cooperate, to listen to advice, to follow

leadership. A n d  they feel like martyrs to a cause 
when, in t ru th ,  they are m artyrs  to the ir  ow n s tub ­
bornness.

M any  in all walks of life become nervous wrecks 
th rou g h  f ru s t ra t ion  an d  failure because they have 
no bu il t - in  flexibility. T h r o u g h  life they are de­
m and ing ,  h a rd  a n d  harsh  w ith  others, then  w onder  
why they have so few friends in  old  age.

Doctors tell us tha t  m any  are sick in  body  and  
m in d  because they will no t  forgive, will n o t  ac­
cept the h u r ts  a n d  blows an d  buffetings of life 
imposed by others. Some who have been  d o m ­
ineering  eventua lly  f ind  the re  is no  one left will ing  
to be dom ineered , an d  they spend the  balance  of 
life p o u t in g  at the world.

T h e  C hris t ian  h ea r t  is the yie lded heart .  O u r  
L o rd  was at H is  best w hen  H e  yielded H is  hands  
an d  feet to those who na iled  H im  to the Cross. 
W hile  H e never yielded to Sa tan  in  the  wilderness 
tem pta t ion ,  a n d  H e  never yielded for a m o m en t  to 
the hypocrisy a n d  sham  of the religious leaders, 
H e  d id  yield h imself to every h u m b le  soul, regard ­
less of age, sex, race, or m ora l  condition . A n d  H e  
yielded h im self  to H is  tormentors.

I t  is repo r ted  tha t  the constan t p rayer  of Evan 
Roberts , so used of G od  in  the g reat W elsh  revival 
at the b eg in n in g  of the century, was, “Bend, me, 
Lord, b en d  m e .’’ W e m ust  learn  to b en d  tow ard  
G o d ’s will a n d  the buffetings of life—or break.

T H E  C H R I S T I A N  m ust l igh t off despair  as a 
d readed  plague. Despair has sealed the doom  of 
m any  a person who m igh t  o therwise have gone 
in cheerfulness on  the  h ighw ay to heaven.

I t  seems tha t  Jesus, the  M aster Physician, de­
tected despair  am ong  some of those w hom  H e  
healed, an d  the  very first th in g  H e  d id  in  each 
instance was to su m m on  for th  “good cheer” as a 
p re lude  to saving faith.

T a k e  for exam ple  the w om an  w ith  the issue of 
b lood  w ho had, after  twelve long  years, despaired  
of all physicians a n d  almost of life itself, u n t i l  she 
touched  the hem  of the  M aster’s garm en t.  A n d  
in an  ins tan t  Jesus tu rne d  abou t  an d  said, “Daugh-
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ter, be of good com fort;  thy  fa i th  h a th  m a d e  thee 
w ho le” (M at thew  9 :22 ) .  A n d  jus t  shortly  before 
that, Jesus said to the  m a n  w ith  the  palsy, “Son, 
be of good  cheer; thy  sins be forgiven thee” (Mat­
thew 9 :2 ) .

B lind  Bartim aeus , langu ish ing  in  despa ir  a t  the 
Je r icho  gate, felt som eth ing  of a cho rd  stirring 
w ith in  his breast  as he h ea rd  the  crowd coming 
dow n the  road, a n d  he de tec ted  tha t  the  Messiah 
was passing by. H e  cried o u t  for mercy, a n d  Jesus 
hea rd  his p la in t iv e  cry a n d  sent w ord  to h im  so 
tha t  those a ro u n d  said, “Be of good  comfort,  rise; 
he calleth  th e e” (M ark  10:19) .

T h e  Apostle  P a u l  was often  su r ro u n d e d  by per­
plexities, b u t  never d id  he subm it  to despair 
(II C o r in th ian s  -1:8). W h e n  he was imprisoned 
in Jerusalem a n d  severely tem p ted  to despair ,  hav­
ing lost till h o pe  of ever seeing R om e, the  Lord 
came to h im  in a n igh t  vision ancl reassured  him, 
saying, “Be of good cheer, Paul:  for as tho u  hast 
testified of m e in  Jerusa lem , so m us t  tho u  bear 
witness also at R o m e ” (Acts 23:11).

C h ris t ian  an d  H o p e fu l  were o n  the  h ighway to 
the Celestial City, w hen  C hris t ian  was beguiled 
into tak ing  a stile over the fence o n to  a more 
p leasan t p a th  th ro u g h  By-Path M eadow. Those 
who have read  Pilgrim' s Progress  wall remember 
tha t  this almost u n d id  them  both , for they were 
soon trespassing u p o n  the land  of G ia n t  Despair 
and  were taken  captive an d  th rus t  dow n  in to  the 
deepest d u ng eo n  in D o u b t in g  Castle. T h e  Giant's 
wife, D iffidence (which, by the w'ay, is the  oppo­
site of c o n f id e n c e ) , conspired  w ith  h e r  husband 
to p u t  an  end  to these two.

As they were langu ish ing  an d  n ea r  death ,  sud­
denly C hris t ian  exclaim ed, “W h a t  a fool tun I to 
lie in a s t in k in g  dungeon ,  w hen  I m ay  as well 
w'alk at liberty! I have a key in my bosom  called 
Promise tha t  will, I am  persuaded , o p en  any lock 
in D o u b l in g  Castle .” W i th  tha t  discovery they 
were soon out of the castle, a n d  once again on 
the ir  way bac k to the highway.

For tha t  C h r is t ian  w ho  is w a lk ing  o n  the  brink 
of despair, an d  for tha t  s inner  w ho  is despairing 
of life itself, the re  is a Book full of promises which 
can unlock every gate tha t  stands be tw een  h im  and 
life an d  victory. W h a t  fools we are indeed, to 
languish  in o u r  despair ,  w hen  Chris t  is summon­
ing us to good  cheer!

Let it be rem em b ered  tha t  the  seed of faith  can 
never g e rm in a te  in a d espa ir ing  heart .  Despair is 
som eth ing  G od  him self  can n o t  erase w i th o u t  our 
cooperation. As Frederic  W . H. Mvers expressed 
it:

M a n ,  what  is this, an d  why  art thou despairing?
Go d  shall  forgive thee all  bu t  thy despair.
Is it any w onde r  the n  th a t  we shou ld  fight off 

despair  its a d read ed  p lague? B u t  the  w eapon  with 
which to coun te rac t  despa ir  is the  positive force
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of good cheer, bego tten  by the thousands  of p ro m ­
ises in the Bible. Som eone has c la im ed  tha t  there  
are thirty-two tho u san d  promises in the W o rd  of 
God, and then he added , “T h e r e  is no t  a tlcpressed 
soul but that  G od  has a p rom ise  for h im .”

A cheerful d isposition, then, is the  best a n t id o te  
for all the doub ts  a n d  fears tha t  h a u n t  us today. 
A cheerful h ea r t  fosters a confiden t  step in  o u r  
walk of faith. A sing ing  hea r t  is the best cleter-

A nd  over every stormy sea of life it is Jesus who 
comes to us, saying, “ Be of good cheer; it is I; 
be no t  a f ra id ” (M atthew  14:27) . A nd  for a daily 
life of constan t v ictory in this present world, it is 
Jesus once again who says: " In  the world  ye shall 
have tr ibu la t ion :  bu t be of good cheer; I have over­
come the w o r ld ” (John  1(>:33) .

A T T E N T IO N  is said to be “ the eye of the  m in d .” 
In an hour of severe personal  pressure the  H oly  
Spirit, the D ivine R e m em b ran ce r ,  reached  in to  the  
archives of m em ory  an d  b ro u g h t  vividly to my 
attention the lines of th a t  noble  poem, the “B a t­
tle Hymn of the R e p u b l ic .”

The selection of the H o ly  Spiri t  came as some­
thing of a surprise, as o ften  it  does. W h a t  re le ­
vancy could a pa tr io t ic  poem  of a h u n d re d  years 
ago have to a personal  p ro b lem  today?

But a fu r th e r  p o n d e r in g  of the  words of the 
hymn brought  to view its r em ark ab le  universality . 
Its challenge is to the  w hole  race of m en, a n d  its 
message is more  up-to-date tha n  tom o rro w ’s news­
paper.

Julia W ard  H ow e was a p rophetess  in  the  two­
fold meaning of the  term. She was a voice for G od  
in an era of strife a n d  confusion. A nd  the n  the 
poem is predictive, a n d  accurately  so. Surely the 
author wrote u n d e r  a touch  of insp ira t ion .

Note the i l lu m in a t in g  figures of speech: “H e
has sounded forth  the  t ru m p e t  tha t  shall never call 
retreat.” T h e  d r u m  is pagan , as are most percus­
sion instruments; b u t  in  H oly  W r i t  the t ru m p e t  
has always been the symbol of evangelic arousal. 
Its clear, clarion challenge is insistent a n d  im m e ­
diate. T h e  s itua t ion  is u rg e n t  a n d  will b rook  no  
delay. It  is the  language  of decision! “N o w  is the 
accepted time . . . now  is the day of sa lva tion ,” 
for men and nations. T h is  day, this era  will come 
to an end. M any signs p red ic t  the  close of an  age.

The m arks of an em ancipated m ind are  idealism  w ith ou t illusion, and realism  
w ith ou t cynicism .

Fading  is the wor ld l ing’s pleasure,
A l l  his boasted p o m p  an d  show;

Solid joys a nd  lasting treasure 
N o n e  bu t  Z io n’s chi ldren know.

T h is  is the  chu rch  of my dreams!

I t  may well be “now or never” for millions! “ M u l­
titudes, m u l t i tu d es  in the  valley of decision.’’

God is “sifting ou t  the  hearts  of m en  before 
His ju d g m e n t  seat.” H ere  we have the suggestion 
of drastic  separation . W e are rem in d ed  of the 
ancien t flail, the t r ibu lum ,  whence ou r  w ord t r ib u ­
lation. In  the cu rren t  distress of nations, the 
en l igh tened  recognize the  rhy thm ic  beat of the 
d iv ine  flail. A n d  the severity of the p rov iden tia l  
dispensations of o u r  day emphasizes the despera te ­
ness of the  m ora l  a n d  sp ir i tua l  conditions of these 
times, as G od  views them.

“O u r  God  is march ing  on.” T h is  language does 
not suggest a daw d ling  pedestr ianism . I t  speaks 
of purpose  a n d  progress, an  u n re len t in g  m ovem ent 
to an assured consum m ation . A nd  w ha t  a consum ­
mation! Every sincere p rayer  tha t  ever was prayed  
has w ith in  it d irectly  o r indirectly  the glorious goal 
in view, “T h y  k ingdom  come.” A nd  all the  saints 
of all the ages, inc lud ing  the lowliest, will have 
place an d  p a r t  in tha t  g reat event. I t  will be the 
v ind icat ion  of G o d ’s wisdom, justice, power, and  
love.

A nd  w ha t  of the ind iv idual?  H e  is n o t  lost in 
the mass in the view of the a u th o r  . . .

Oh,  be swif t ,  my  soul,  to answer H i m !
B e  jub i lan t ,  my  feet!

Dr. J. G. M orrison, of blessed m emory, was w on t  
to say, “ H ow  h a rd  it is for G od  to bless a re luc tan t  
soul, a n d  how  easy it is for H im  to bless a w ill ing  
one!”

Yes, J u l i a  W a rd  H ow e w rote  u n d e r  insp ira t ion  
tha t  was m ore  tha n  h u m a n  afflatus. T h e  “B at­
tle H y m n ” will con tinue  to challenge the hearts  
of m e n  a n d  nations, till H e  shall come whose sole 
r igh t  it is to reign; a n d  “ the  k ingdom s of this 
world  are become the k ingdom s of o u r  Lord , an d  
of his C h r is t” (R evela tion  11:15).

W e have b ro u g h t  you u p  know 
ing that someday we w o tdd  give you back to Him 
for H is  service.”

From  earliest infancy he r  p a ren ts  h a d  en 
folded h e r  in a w arm  sp ir i tu a l  climate. T he)  
prayed w ith  h e r  in family devotions twice daily

SH E S T O O D  O N  T H E  M O U N T A I N T O P ,  poised 
a n d  slender as a young  tree. H er  light b row n 
h a ir  ruffled  gently  as the sun p u t  w arm  invisible 
arms ro u n d  her, decking he r  w ith  light.

Bente  Carlsen loved the m oun ta ins!  She had  
come to Switzerland solely to f ind  them. A n d  
they h a d  b ro u g h t  h e r  so m u ch  joy: c l im bing  the ir  
craggy heights in sum m er, skiing dow n the ir  icy 
slopes in winter!

“ I will give myself to the m o u n ta in s ,” she whis­
pered. "I will go to m o u n ta in  ( l im b in g  school 
an d  give all of my time and s trength  to the  m o u n ­
ta ins!”

ga te  thanks at every meal, a n d  toge ther  they read 
a ch ap te r  from  a devo tiona l  book  before each 
evening meal. A n d  w hen, as a tiny  girl, Bente 
had  told them  she felt G od  w an ted  h e r  to go 
to C h in a  as a missionary, they were g lad  an d  told 
her tha t  even before  h e r  b i r th  they h a d  specifically 
ded icated  h e r  life for missionary  w ork  if the  Lord 
should  so lead.

In  h igh  school a n d  in nu rses’ tra in ing , Bente 
was an active w orker  in Bible study groups with 
o the r  s tudents. W h e n  she was g ra d u a te d  as a 
registered nurse, specializing as an  o p e ra t in g  nurse, 
she still felt a d raw in g  tow ard  C h ina .  She de­
cided that, il she co tdd  be t te r  qua lify  herself as a 
nurse, perhaps  a door  w o tdd  open  for he r  in China. 
So she w ent to Sweden for a year, where she 
learned  the arts of su tu r in g  a n d  anesthesia.

W h e n  Bente  r e tu rn e d  to h e r  hom e in  Denmark, 
she asked to be  sent to a Scand inav ian  hospital 
in Korea. T h is  was den ied  a n d  h e r  disappoint­
m ent was keen.

In  her  f ru s t ra t io n  she decided  to go to Switzer­
land, where she could  give herself to the moun­
tains. D u r in g  the  m o n th s  in the  Alps she had 
become e n th ra l le d  w ith  the ir  g ra n d e u r—and she 
forgot the call of God. She cou ld  n o t  feel the tug 
in her  heart  tow ard  missions, for she was so thrilled 
w ith  the tug  of the w ind  in h e r  hair.

But as site poised u p o n  the  m o u n ta in  peak this 
still, sunsh iny  day, B en le ’s m in d  turned  back­
ward  to the family a l ta r  a n d  she could  hear hei 
father 's  voice e x p o u n d  the Holy  W ord . In  mem­
ory, she cou ld  once aga in  feel the holiness of hei 
home.

She looked ab o u t  h e r  beloved earth ly  peaks and 
whispered: “ I can n o t  give myself to the moun-

tains. T h a t  is m adness!” T h e n  ra is ing  he r  face 
toward the azure sky, she said a loud ;  ‘‘I w an t  to 
do Thy will, O  G o d .”

She came dow n from  the  m o un ta in s ,  her hea r t  
questing, searching to f ind  th a t  will. A n d  then  
one night her d irective came. She h ea rd  no aud ib le  
voice, bu t clearly, unques t ionab ly ,  she heard , w i th ­
in the porta ls  of her  heart ,  the M aster speak: 
“Bente, I w an t you to be a m issionary .”

Her heart  leaped  u p  at His voice an d  all frus­
tration subsided in to  a beau t ifu l ,  joyous peace;

tion she had  ever know n. H e r  h e a r t  w hispered  
in the stillness, "1 will go because I love You so 
much!”

She d id  no t  know  w here she w ould  go no r  how  
she w ould  be led. B u t  from  tha t  m o m en t  on, she 
knew she w otdd  follow the directives of God!

She re tu rn e d  to D en m a rk  for a ho liday  a n d  w ent 
to the C h u rch  of the N azarene w ith  her paren ts  
on  Pentecost Sunday, 1964. T h e  missionary pas­
tor, Rev. Orville Kleven, asked her  to give her 
testimony. Afterwards he invited  he r  to kneel at 
the a l ta r  w ith  h er  paren ts  on e i the r  side of he r  
an d  the ch u rch  m em bers  ga the red  ab o u t  to ded i­
cate her  life to G o d ’s service in  the foreign field.

hospital  in Sweden and, en route, she s topped  in 
D enm ark  to counsel w ith  Mr. Kleven, who told  her  
m ore  of the C h u rch  of the  N azarene an d  its foreign 
mission program . After  m u ch  prayer, Bente  be­
came a m e m b er  of the chu rch  on August 13, 1964.

T h is  was he r  first step tow ard  the  mission field. 
N ex t  she wrote to the  N azarene T heo log ica l  Sem­
inary  asking to be a d m it te d  as a s tu d en t  to fu r th e r  
study the doctrines of the church. T h e n  she m ade  
app lica t ion  to the mission bo a rd  to be sent as a 
missionary to a foreign field.

Both the bo a rd  an d  the sem inary  w arm ly  in ­
vited her  to come to America. W h ile  Bente  was 
conclud ing  h e r  work in Sweden, Mr. Kleven m ade  
a rrangem ents  for the t r ip  to America, an d  the 
C openhagen  C h u rch  of the  N azarene b o ug h t  her  
ticket an d  p ledged to supply  all m onies  necessary 
for her  seminary education .

She came back to D enm ark  for last-m inute ar­
rangem ents  an d  a farewell visit w i th  h e r  family, 
w ho  shared  in  the thr il l  of he r  ven ture .  O n  the 
last n igh t  at hom e before sailing, each of h e r  
younger sisters came in to  he r  room  for a last- 
m in u te  heart-talk. A nd  before they kissed her  
good n igh t ,  they each said, “Bente, the last m is­
sionary has no t  gone from  o u r  fam ily!’’

A nd  so, from  a loving family a n d  church, Bente  
Carlsen sailed away from D en m a rk  on  Decem ber 
28, 1964, in to  an  un kn o w n , u n t r ie d  fu ture . In  
January ,  1965, she m e t  w ith  the  G enera l  B oard  
and  was placed u n d e r  general  m issionary a p p o in t ­
m ent.  She enro l led  in seminary, located an  a p a r t ­
m ent,  an d  is now m a k in g  the  f inal  p rep a ra t io ns  
for fu lf il l ing  the call of God.

Less tha n  one year ago she stood o n  a m oun- 
ta in to p  an d  grasped the futility ' of ear th ly  m o ­
tivations an d  aims. A nd  in a m o m e n t  of consecra­
tion  she gave herself unreservedly in to  the h a n d

of G od  to do  w ith  as H e  saw best a n d  was most 
for H is  glory. H e  took her  life, tu r n e d  it  com­
pletely a ro u n d ,  a s tou n d ed  h e r  w ith  the  m agnitude 
of H is  goals, a n d  filled he r  life w i th  H is  peace 
and love.

T a k e n  from Switzerland to Sweden to Denmark 
and  now  to Am erica, B ente  says: “T h e  will of
God is always bigger th a n  an y th in g  o u r  finite 
m inds can grasp. I w an t  only  to follow His  lead­
ings—n o t  th ro u g h  a holy duty , b u t  th ro u g h  a heart 
full of lose! I say w ith  the  Psalm ist  David, ‘I de­
light to do  thy will, O  my G o d ’ (Psalms 40:8).”

Writing abou t the  Apostle Paul,  G era ld  Gragg 
has said, "O ne  of the s tr ik ing  features of his m in ­
istry was the way in which  it com b ined  iixily of 
purpose with flexib il ity  ol p lan. His final goal 
never changed, b u t  again  a n d  again  he h a d  to 
modify his im m ed ia te  objective because condit ions 
compelled h im  to do  so.

"It mav be rem arked ,"  Mr. Gragg continues, 
“that many peop le  respond  to life in exactly the 
opposite way. T h e y  are cli 11 iclent an d  u n ce r ta in  
about am  u l t im a te  purpose , bu t  a rb i tra ry  an d  
unyielding in th e ir  ap p ro ach  to im m ed ia te  p ro b ­
lems. T h e  result is confusion and  f ru s t ra t io n . '’

There is m u ch  to be said for fixity of purpose. 
No life is w orth  living tha t  does no t  drive for 
some distant goals. T h e  he igh t  of I u ti l i ty  is the 
aimless d r i l l in g  tha t  m arks  so m any  today.

It has been said truly, " l i e  who has a w h y  to 
live can en du re  alm ost tiny h o w . ” W i th  till du e  
regard for the fact tha t  nervous prob lem s may 
arise from m any causes, the re  is rettl sense in the 
woman's s ta tem ent to he r  doctor, "II you could  
convince me tha t  my lile had  any purpose, you 
wouldn’t be hea r in g  this silly story ab o u t  my 
nerves.”

The glory of the gospel is tha t  it gives us o u r  
most worth)’ goals in lile. T h e r e  is real joy in 
living lor the one who can share P a u l ’s testimony: 
“This one th ing  I do, fo rge t t ing  those things which  
are behind, and  reach ing  lo r th  u n to  those things 
which are before, I press tow ard  the m a rk  for the 
prize of the h igh  call ing  of G od  in Christ  J esu s '’ 
(Philippians 3:13-1-1) .

BUT T H E  F I X I T Y  O F P U R P O S E  m ust be com ­
bined with flexibility ol p lan . 1 he same great 
apostle who said, “T h is  one th in g  I d o ,” in regard  
to his life purposes also said, "I am  m a de  all things 
to all men, tha t  I m ig h t  by all m eans save som e” 
(I Corinthians 9:22) .

When conditions m a de  it impossible to p reach  
the gospel to the jews, Pau l  tu rn e d  to the G e n ­
tiles. W hen he was restra ined  from  carrying  his 
ministry east in to  Asia M inor,  he was in a p o ­
sition to answer the  M acedon ian  call an d  tu rn  
west into Europe.

And it was the  very firmness of his purposes

tha t  d e m a n d e d  of Paul  a flexibility of p lan. His 
goals were established so certain ly  tha t  w hen  he 
could  no t  reach them  hy one road  he w ent by 
another .

I t  is the very n a tu re  of the case tha t  w hen  we 
become wedded  to o u r  m ethods so firmly tha t  
n o th in g  can change them  we rob  o u r  message of 
its power an d  outreach. In  a chang ing  world, ou r  
attack m ust  shift w ith  the tide of bat t le  if we 
are to win victories in the nam e of a changeless 
Christ.

Some have no t  seen this. T h e y  have pu rsued  
the same m ethods w ith  the dogged d e te rm in a t io n  
tha t should  be given only to the u l t im a te  goals. 
T h e  result has been tha t  they have come o u t  w ith  
very d ifferen t  ends th a n  they w an ted  because they 
refused to adap t  the ir  means.

If we allow means to become ends, they always 
tu rn  out to be "dead  ends.” W h en  o u r  goals and  
purposes are fixed on  e ternal  values, we can af­
ford to vary o u r  m ethods an d  plans.

In  the rap id  changes of o u r  tw en tie th  cen tury  
all of us need vvliat characterized St. Pau l  in the 
first cen tu ry—fixity of pu rpose  an d  flexibility of 
plan.

Most of o u r  p roblem s are really potentials . T h e y  
are challenges to conquest. Obstacles become o p ­
por tun i t ie s  in the  h a n d  of faith.

We d o n ’t always see it this way, to be sure. W e 
are ap t  to become so problem-conscious tha t  we 
cripp le  o u r  usefulness. W e may concentra te  on 
ou r  liabilities and  ignore o u r  assets, w ith  the re ­
sult tha t  o u r  lives an d  service become lim ited  an d  
small.

Certa in ly  we may take a lesson from  the writers 
God used to give us His W ord . T h e y  were honest 
an d  realistic. T h e re  is n o th in g  of the  “ostrich 
w ith  its head  in the sa n d ” ab o u t  the Bible. Yet 
it has far m ore  to say ab o u t  pow er a n d  po ten tia l  
than  it does ab o u t  the p roblem s it faces.

T h e  p roblem s were there, as m any  as if no t  
m ore  tha n  we face today. T h e re  were the fam iliar

“It is  appoin ted  unto m en once to die, 
bu t a fter th is the judgm ent: so Christ 
w as once offered to  bear the sins of m any; and unto them  that look for him  
shall he appear the second tim e w ith ou t sin  unto sa lvation ” (H ebrew s 9:27-28).
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l im ited  resources. T h e r e  was never enough  m oney 
or m en  to do w hat  needed  to be done. T h e re  
were the same s tu b b o rn  h u m a n  factors to be faced 
a n d  overcome. W ar,  poverty, violence, enmity, 
pre judice ,  an d  ignorance all cast the ir  ugly shad­
ows over the  scene, even as they do now.

Yet the m en  of G od  who spake as they were 
m oved by the Holy  Spirit  h a d  litt le  to say ab o u t  
the ir  problems. T h e y  talked m u ch  of the ir  p o ­
ten tia l—the power God has com m itted  to His gos­
pel an d  the  prayer  of faith.

I t  was because they looked at things in d if ­
ferent light from those a ro u n d  them. T h e y  knew, 
if G od  was for them, none could  s tand  against 
them. T h e y  knew tha t  in themselves they could
do  no th ing ,  b u t  tha t  they cou ld  do  all things
th rou g h  Christ, who s trengthened  them. T h e y  
saw tha t  greater  was H e who was in  them  th a n  
he w ho  was in the world.

I T  IS IN  T H I S  A T T I T U D E  th a t  we find  the 
victory tha t  overcomes the  world. T h e re  are 
paralysis an d  defeat in pessimism. T h e r e  is the 
un leash ing  of the power of G od  in faith.

F a i th  brings in to  life the d iv ine  factor tha t  
changes s tum b ling  blocks to steppingstones and  
makes op po r tu n it ie s  ou t  of obstacles. I t  t r iu m p hs  
in the  knowledge tha t God works in  all things
for good to those who love H im  a n d  are called
according to H is  purpose.

H ere  they laugh 
scornfully, ‘at last we have got h im ,’ a n d  arrest 
e ight h u n d re d  more , b u t  w hat is the  result? Full 
churches w ith  p ray ing  congregations. It  would 
be u t te r  ing ra t i tud e  to becom e b i t te r  in the face 
of such facts.”

M any will read  these lines while  faced with 
problem s for w hich  the re  are no  h u m a n  solutions. 
Even to trust, the  enem y says, is p resum ption .  To 
such we can only  rep ea t  the  words of Beverly 
G arrad ine  w r i t ten  m any  years ago: " I t  is no  pre­
sum ption  to believe w ha t  G od  asserts, a n d  to pro­
claim w hat G od  declares. But it is p resum ption  
and  sin besides to refuse to believe G o d ’s word, 
and be a fra id  to rep ea t  w ha t  H e affirm s.”

It is said th a t  a m o t to  h u n g  on  the wall of a 
p r in tshop  tha t  read: "Obstacles?—Meet Them ,
Greet T h e m ,  a n d  Beat T h e m ! ” It is good advice 
it you do  it in a s tren g th  tha t  is g rea te r  than 
your own.

Jam es  wrote, "Resist the  devil, an d  he will flee 
from you.” B u t  the  words tha t  come just before 
are the  key to the  promise, “S ubm it  yourselves 
. . . to G o d ” (Jam es 4 :7 ) .  N o th in g  in life or
dea th  can p e rm a n e n t ly  h u r t  o r  h in d e r  the person
who lives in the  cen ter  of G o d ’s will.

As one m a n  of fa ith  wrote:

I t  is not  so; the  xeorld is in FI is hands

As  once it was whe n  Egypt ' s  migh ty  host

H e rb e rt  
C a u d ill, s ix ty -one, a C u ba  m issionary  fo r 
th ir ty  five years an d  h e ad  o f B ap tis t 
m ission w ork in th e  co u n try , received  
a ten -y ea r p rison  te rm . H is son -in -law . 
R ev. D avid  Fite , th ir ty -o n e . received  a 
te rm  o f six years.

school c h ild re n  to  b o rro w  c e rta in  text­
books fro m  local p u b lic  school boards. 
I t  w ill becom e effective  S ep tem b er 1, 
1966.

U n d e r  its p ro v ision s, school hoards 
w ill be re q u ire d  to  le n d  tex ts  in mathe­
m atics, science, a n d  fo re ign  languages 
to  n o n p u b lic  school s tu d e n ts  in  the  sev­
e n th  th ro u g h  th e  tw e lfth  grades. The 
books m ust be re q u e s te d  by th e  students 
fro m  a  list o f tex ts  a p p ro v e d  fo r public 
schools.

T h e  c o n tro v e rs ia l m e a su re —opposed 
by som e g ro u p s  on  g ro u n d s  o f church- 
s ta te  se p a ra tio n —was signed  by the  gov­
e rn o r  w ith o u t c o m m en t. A tto rn e y  Gen­
e ra l L ouis J . L efkow itz was expected  to 
ru le  on  th e  b i l l ’s c o n s titu tio n a lity . But 
th e  g o v e rn o r d e c lin e d  to  say whether 
th e  A tto rn ey  G e n era l h a d  m ad e  a de­
cision.

T h ir d ,  it d e p e n d s  on  w h a t you m ig h t 
m ean  by “ s in g sp ira tio n .” I ’ve h e a rd  
som e th a t  w ere fa r  m ore  “s in g ” th a n  
they w ere “s p ira t io n .”

sh ip  fo r som e co lla te ra l fu n c tio n s  a 
c h u rc h  m ig h t carry  on . A d ig n ified  
b ro ad cast p ro g ram  of good m usic  and  
spoken w ord cou ld  fall w ith in  th is  c a te ­
gory. W h a t we m ust alw ays avoid  is th e  
c h ea p e n in g  a n d  co m m erc ia liza tion  of 
th e  gospel, o r th e  using  of th e  c h u rch  
a nd  its m in is try  as a m eans to som e 
secondary  end .

sa in ts  h e re  re fe rred  to w ere in sheo l  
( th e  H ebrew  n am e) o r  hades  (th e  

G reek nam e) , an d  in w hat is n a m ed  in 
L u k e  16:22 as “ A b ra h a m ’s bosom .” T h e y  
seem  to  be d iffe re n t from  L azarus, in 
th a t  they  w ere sa in ts  o f an  e a rlie r  tim e, 
b e fo re  th e  com ing  of C h rist.

I w ould  sup pose  th a t  they  w ere 
“ tra n s la te d ” o r  taken  to heav en  w hen  
C h rist re tu rn e d  to  H is F a th e r  lead in g  
“c ap tiv ity  c ap tiv e ” (E p h esian s  4:8) .

Can you tell m e if Peter w as the father of Judas Iscariot? See John 13:2 and 26, w hich speak of “Judas Iscariot, S im on’s son” or “the son of S im on.” Peter w as often called “Sim on Peter.”
P e te r ’s n a m e  was Sim on (Jo h n  1:40- 

42) . Jesu s ch an g e d  it to  P e te r, b u t bo th  
w ere used la te r , a n d  he  was also called  
“ C e p h as” (G a la tian s  2:9) , th e  A ram aic  
e q u iv a le n t of “ P e te r .”

H ow ever, S im on was a very  com m o n 
nam e. I t  is th e  G reek  form  of S im eon, 
a n a m e  b o rn e  by th re e  m en in th e  O ld  
T e s ta m e n t. A lto g e th e r th e re  a re  ten 
S im ons in  th e  N ew  T e s ta m e n t ( in c lu d ­

ing  the  fa th e r  of Ju d as) .
Since “ Isc a rio t” a lm ost certa in ly  m eans 

“ m an  from  K e rio th ,” a tow n in th e  e x ­
trem e sou th  o f Ju d e a , a n d  P e te r was 
a n a tiv e  o f U ethsa id a  (Joh n  1:44) w ho 
lived a t C a p e rn a u m  (M atth ew  8:14;
