At the end of her freshman 
year In h igh  school, L indsey 
Ethridge was experiencing some 
pain. After many blood tests and 
false diagnoses, she went to 
the hospital, thinking it was 
apendicitis.

W hen the x-rays 
didn’t yield any information, 
an ultra-sound was given.
The diagnosis was not appen­
dicitis.

Instead, the  u ltra ­
sound found a very large can­
cerous tumor in the abdomen, 
which proved to be a rare type 
of cancer called Burkitis Lym­
phoma.

In that brief moment, the 
world of the Ethridge family was 
shaken. "Am I going to live?” was 
Lindsey's first question to the doc­
tor. “I don’t know, ” was his unsat­
isfactory response..- Not wanting to 
show her parents the emotional pain

she was going through, Lindsey 
went numb as her mom cried after 
hearing this news. She had to be 
strong for her family.

The morning after the diag­
nosis, Lindsey went into surgery to 
have her spleen and appendix re­
moved. They were too consumed 
by cancer to stay in her body.

A couple of 
days later, 
w hen she 
had recov­
ered from the 
biopsy, she 
s ta rted  her 
first chemo­
therapy ses­
sion. She 
didn’t under­
stand  w hat 
c h e m 0 - 

therapy was before she was treated. 
Wanting to learn all about the treat­
ment and her cancer, she questioned 
her doctor about it.

He explained chemotherapy 
as taking a person to the edge of 
death by killing the cells, but still 
keeping the person alive.

Lindsey rem em bers the 
words he used to describe it as sim­
ply as he could: “controlled death.”

After going through, six 
months of chemotherapy and being 
close to death “more times than you 
can count on two hands, ” as her dad 
put it, God healed her and she was 
able to start her sopho­
more year as a new, 
stronger person. She 
and her family had done

much praying during those trying 
months, knowing that God was the 
only way they could endure.

Thankfully, this cancer is 
behind her. Burkitis Lymphoma is 
a rare form of cancer that does not 
go into remission, but is healed.

One of the scariest aspects 
of cancer besides the iminent sick­
ness and scares, is hair loss. Los­
ing hair due to chemotherapy is a 
sign of the sickness; it is visible proof 
of it. This is something that most 
cancer patients struggle with and it 
is a very common topic of conver­
sation when Lindsey counsels new 
cancer patients while at home.

Not only does Lindsey dis­
cuss cancer with these patients, but 
she also talks about God with them 
and how she feels He helped her. 
Sometimes they ask her why she 
doesn’t blame God for giving her the 
cancer. She responds, “God didn’t 
give me the cancer. He gave me 
the will to fight it and prevail.”

If you want God’s best for 
your life, it may involve great sac­
rifice and patience. There are no 
easy, patented answers! But in 
her book, Elisabeth Elliot deals 
with some of these very difficult 
issues. She emphasizes the need 
to commit daily to Christ all m at­
ters of the heart and to wait on 
Him.

That’s a fairly simple con­
cept, but in reality how often do 
we do it? I can think of many 
times in my life when I should 
have gone to the Lord for guid­
ance and advice in my relation­
ships instead of my friends or my 
own "intuition.” Elliot teaches

this concept of committing all to 
Christ by tracing her love story 
with Jim Elliot to “serve as evi­
dence that I’ve been there.”

Through letters, diary en­
tries and recollections, she shares 
the tem ptations, difficulties, vic­
tories and sacrifices of two young 
people w hose com m itm ent to 
Christ takes priority over their 
love for each other.

H er s to ry  is am azing . 
And because she chose to put 
God first, the loving relationship 
He rewarded her with is just as 
amazing. It’s not easy to put God 
before your relationship. But if 
you can find the  courage and 
strength to trust Him and believe 
tha t He knows w hat H e’s doing, 
believe me, you w on’t regret it. 

____________  In E l iz a ­
beth Elliot’s own 
life, five years 
p a s s e d  befo re  
th e  m an sh e  
loved knew that 
it was God’s will 
for th e m  to 
m arry. During 
those five years, 
b o t
enced the same 
feelings you may 
now  h ave , or 
p ro b ab ly  w ill 
have-loneliness, 
long ing , im p a­

tience, hope tha t God knew what 
he was doing and fear of w hat 
may lie ahead.

T hrough  th e ir  tim e  of 
w aiting on the  Lord, they both 
grew in faith and their love was 
purified. They learned many les­
sons about “where true joys are 
to be found.”

This book was an inspi­
ra tion  to  me, and  com plete ly  
changed my thinking about d a t­
ing and relationships. I’m sure I 
am not alone in my desire to “live 
my life worthy of the calling I 
have received.” I encourage you 
to read Passion and P urity  by 
Elisabeth Elliot, w hether or not 
you are currently in a relation­
ship. Believe me, it will revolu­
tionize your thinking.

Do everything without com­
plaining or arguing, so that you may become 
blameless and pure, children of God without fault 
in a crooked and depraved generation, in which 
you shine like stars in the universe.”

Observations concerning the new auditorium

The NNC campus has 
not been the same since the ad­
dition of the beautiful John and 
Orah Brandt Center last fall. Its 
presence enriches, to varying de­
grees, both the aesthetics and 
utility of our campus. Elegant 
windows and pleasant brickwork 
now greet the community on 
behalf of NNC as people travel 
along a much-improved Holly . 
Street. As indicated by the 
lack of sod on certain portions 
of bare earth, and by the tem­
porary orange fences which 
direct foot traffic around the 
building, we can expect that 
future beautification efforts 
will add even more pizzazz to 
this already attractive block.

Chapel has met with 
some changes since last No­
vember. No longer do stu­
dents travel en masse to Col­
lege Church for chapel. In­
stead, the services are gener­
ally held in Swayne Audito­
rium. This transition is advan­
tageous in a couple of re­
spects. First, students no longer 
have to race to chapel in order to 
find a seat; the new auditorium 
offers plenty of seating. Second, 
NNC, as an individual institution, 
has lessened her reliance on out­
side resources—i.e. the facilities 
of College Church; this saves Col­
lege Church some wear and tear 
and allows NNC more autonomy 
in terms of planning.

That being said, I hope­
fully have earned the right to 
express a few concerns, not 
about the aesthetics of the build­
ing, but about its utility.

Swayne Auditorium is 
not equipped with any extensive 
fly system. This means that the 
assortment of pulleys, ropes, and 
levitating bars which are present

in most fine theaters is not 
present in our new auditorium. 
What is the cost to NNC perform­
ing arts? Our lighting techni­
cians may have to go to a bad 
bulb thirty feet in the air instead 
of the bulb coming to the tech­
nician. Were this to occur in a 
performance, a ladder would be 
significantly more disruptive and 
dangerous than the speedy low­
ering of a light bar. We vhll also 
have significantly 
tions when it comes to drapery.

props and backdrops in our the­
atrical productions. This is no 
small cost if the intention was to 
build a state-of-the-art facility.

Another problem is the 
minimal area backstage. As a 
rule of thumb, the amount of 
space backstage ought to meet 
or exceed the amount of space 
in the house. This allowance 
may seem unreasonable or un­
necessary considering the size of 
the house in Swayne. But if NNC 
ever hopes to host a major trav­
elling play company, or if our own 
drama department should wish 
to build a large set or jumbo 
props, Swayne Auditorium may 
prove inadequate.

Perhaps I am one of only 
a handful who care, but I cannot

help noticing that there is no or­
chestra pit in the new audito­
rium. So much for Les 
Miserables, West Side Story, 
Carmen and other beloved mu­
sical plays or operas.

The three problems dis­
cussed above cannot be easily 
rectified—they will likely remain 
with us as long as the Swayne 
Auditorium remains with us. 
One final detail can, however, be

A survey was taken of 
121 students asking

tions: What is your '
classification?

How would you rate Bill Clinton’s White 
House performance (a scale was given from excel­
lent, good, fair, disappointing, and horrid to unde­
cided)? Many people who rated Clinton’s perfor­

One freshman wrote that not only was

...... was “horrid." The middle
ground was covered as well in the freshman class. 
With an “undecided" rating, they said, “I really can­
not comment about his White House performance, 
considering that I do not have adequate knowl­
edge to do so. I will say that if I were to comment 
I would not use the propaganda that is in the me­
dia." What is being said by these students? Does

It is an inter­
esting question and one 
that NNC students may 
not examine seriously 
enough. What is the per­
ception of the purpose of 
the presidency? From 
the results of the survey, 
answers seem to span 
whatever spectrum that 
might be. On one end 
there are students who 
say that a president’s so­
cial life and office are ____________________
two separate aspects and
should be regarded separately. Those who oppose 
will immediately say that some who represents this 
country should respect the moral values as well as 
governing over the legal and physical aspects of 
the country.

The first group is then saying that it is too 
difficult to find someone who is both capable of 
running a country and of being a morally upstand­
ing person.

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Idaho unemployment 
rate slightly increases

Boee, ro -- Every season Idaho makes adjustments to its 
unemployment rate which, for the last month, was set 
at 5.2 percent. This rate falls one-tenth of a percent 
higher than the rate 5.1 percent for the month of Febm- 
ary. The current unemployment rate is three-tenths 
higher than it was a year ago.

Last month’s rate for Idaho is currently higher 
than the national unemployment rate of 4.7 percent. 
The national unemployment rate also inaeased by one- 
tenth of a point from February’s statistics.

The total employement for Idaho inaeased by 
3,100 &om February, and by 17,900 compared to March 
1997. The monthly increases in jobs were scattered 
throughout the various industrial sectors and indicate 
the economy is recovering faster than normal from the 
winter doldrums.

The number of unemployed increased individu­
ally by about 1,100 compared to February, and decreased 
by 800 compared to March 1997. The account for the 
monthly increase was due to an unusually high number 
of people rejoining the labor force after the winter 
months.

Millions spent to fight substance abuse

Boise, ID -  More than $14 million spent during 
the past two years on the battle against substance 
abuse in Idaho schools is making a difference. State 
Superintendent of Public Instruction, Anne C. Fox.

State Department of Education officials 
told members of the Senate Education Committee 
that incidents of students 
using or possessing alcohol 
and tobacco on school 
campuses declined in the 
1996-97 school year.

The department’s 
Coordinator of Safe and 
Drug-free Schools Claudia 
Hasselquist credits the 
drop to districts devolping 
comprehensive programs 
to com bat substance 
abuse.

“Our goal has been to help create safe and 
drug-free campuses," Hasselquist said. "And this 
shows that students are getting the message that 
they can’t bring or use illegal substances at school.”

In 1994, the Legislature imposed new taxes

on cigarettes and tobacco products. Lawmakers 
earnmarked a portion of those taxes for schools 
to use in substance abuse prevention. During the 
past two years, the State Department has distrib­
uted $14 million to districts through grants.

In the 1996-97 school year, districts re­
ported that more than 1 million participants were 
involved in anti- substance abuse activities and pro­
grams. The one million figures includeds partici­
pants who attended more than one event through­

out the year. In addition, 
the districts reached out to 
parents and members of 
the community and report 
tha t volunteers served 
22,000 hours on substance 
abuse programs.

In addition to the drop in 
incidents of possession and 
use, the school districts’ ef­
forts also will have an eco­
nomic benefit.

"For every dollar spent communities save 
four dollars in costs spent for substance abuse 
treatment and counseling,” Hasselquist said.

Fox said, "We’re thankful to the Legisla­
ture and the taxpayers for continuing this funding 
to help our state’s children.”

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Southwest Airlines ranks #1 again
For three years in a row, Southwest Airlines ranks nunwer one

Dallas, TX -  For the third year in a row. South­
west Airlines tops a university quality study that 
was released on Monday. The study also found 
that while all major airlines are doing a better job 
in areas such as baggage delivery and on-time 
arrivals, customers are less satisfied

The survey, known as the 
Airline Quality Rating 
concluded with the 
fact that they are 
growing more and 
more upset with the 
way they are being 
treated by the flight 
attendants, reserva­
tion agents, and 
other front-line per­
sonnel.

Some indus­
try experts suggest 
the apparent gap be­
tween improved per­
formance and customer 
satisfaction may reflect 
flaws in how the study was designed and con­
ducted.

Alaska Airlines, which just became big 
enough to make the study debuted at second place, 
while the previous number two, American Air­
lines, fell to fourth.

Continental Airlines, which has concen­
trated on improving its on-time performance and 
baggage handling, rose to third place. The Hous­
ton-based airline ranked last in the annual study 
just three years ago.

"All of the airlines can provide you vhth.; 
good service," says Brent Bowen, one of the study’s 
authors. "However, the highest-rated airlines sta-

a quality experience’”
The researchers base their ratings on 19 

statistical categories tracked by the U.S. Depart- 
' ment of Transportation, including on-time arrivals 
and departures, accident reports, age of aircraft, 
customer complaints, financial stability, pilot de­
viations, fleet size, denied boardings and mishan­

dling baggage. The survey analyzed only 
major airlines, defined as those with over 

billion in annual 
business. Airline 
analyst Michael 
Boyd notes that 
many of the cat­
egories in the 
study  are re ­
ported differently 
by the various air­
lines and there­
fore make accu­
rate comparisons 
difficult.
For exam ple, 

"there’s a great 
deal of discrepancy in 

reporting on-time arriv­
als," says Boyd, president of The Boyd Group, 

an independent airline forecasting and training 
group in Evergreen. Colo. "Do you count arrivals 
as when the plane touches the tarmac, or when it 
reaches the jetway, or when the passengers can 
start deplaning?”

“Midwest Express is continually rated the 
best U.S. airline, usually by a wide margin, in cus­
tomer-satisfaction surveys," says Ed Perkins, edi­
tor of Consumer Reports Travel Letter. "But even 
if they were big enough to be a major, they wouldn’t 
do well in this rating because, among other things, 
their fleet is rather small and old. Those just aren’t 
issues tha passengers notice or particularly care 
about.”

Bill Gates’ Windows ‘98 demonstration “crashes”

If there was a time for the great law of Murphy, 
"when you least expect it to happen, it will.” the 
time for Microsoft Chairman, Bill Gates, to dem­
onstrate his new Windows IS^shouldn’t have been 
one of them, but it was.

Gates, who was a feature speaker for the 
Comdex Spring Computer, wanted to demonstrate 
the new Window operating system set to de­
but in June, when the system crashed.

"I guess we still have some bugs to work 
out," was Gates input. "That must be why we’re 
not shipping Mnatorvs',9(S’yet.’’

The system collapsed when a Microsoft 
employee attempted to plug in a scanner, with his 
boss standing alongside.

After the crash. Gates was forced to move 
to another computer to complete his demonstra­
tion.

During his presentation. Gates didn’t men­
tion anything during his hour-long speech about 
his Tuesday’s scheduled U.S. appeals court hear­

ing in Washington in the Justice Department’s an­
titrust case against Microsoft.

Last year the government sued Microsoft 
proclaiming that it “uses its dominace with Win­
dows '95 software to unfairly gain market share

for its Internet Explorer over competitor Netscape 
Communications Corp.”

There are laws known as antitrust laws

which forbid monopolies from tying two products 
together to force a customer to take one when 
really buying the other. Microsoft, however, 
doesn’t agree with this and feels it shouldn’t ap­
ply because its operating system and its browser 
are a single product.

Windows '98)n\\\ create an even tighter 
bond between the operating system and browser 
in order to make it all the more difficult for its 
competitors.

During his convention speech, Gates did 
demonstrate how the Windows operating system 
will make it easier for private consumers and busi­
nesses to use their computers.

He mentioned advances in the industry 
that allow computers to move faster and use a 
variety of external devices, for which the Win­
dows system is needed.

“Providing Windows is the platform for all 
of these advances to build on, "he said.

He later went on to say, " Windows ‘98 
will be far simpler to -use than the popular Win­
dows '£’5'version, which has 150 million copies in 
use.
