multitudes, sure enough, Jesus comes to his
wonderful protracted meeting, already for
some time moved from the wilderness of
Judea to the flowing Jordan. Amid a uni-
versal spell-bound enthusiasm, the King of
Glory megts the prophet of the wilderness,
demarding baptism at his hands. John re-
luctantly and modestly, after momentary
hesitation, acquiescing, ceremun-ia]ly induets
his Lord into His official Messiahship, thus
consecrating Him to the momentous work of
His High-priesthood, in which He was to
offer His own body a vicarious sacrifice for
the sins of the whole world. God accepts
His consecration, sealed by baptism, and
sends Him down the Holy Ghost from
heaven, symbolized by a dove, thus guali-
fying Him to preach the gospel and per-
form the mighty works incident to His
official Messiahship.

John's ministry had stirred the world as
the bygone ages had never known. The
preaching of Jesus, accompanied by His stu-
pendous miracles, not only perpetuated the
Johanic revival, but gave it new impetus,
Ahus rapidly putting John into eclipse, which
was soon expedited by his imprisonment and
subsequent decapitation by Herod; mean-
while all eyes were turned to Jesus with thrill-
ing enthusiasm, believing Him to be the
Shiloh of prophecy. Under the universal ap-
prehension that the Christ is to be king of
Israel in the succession of David, His mighty
works so stir the people with the conviction

Every testing or measurement by God's
rod, is meant to burn out of our nature some-
thing that is worthless; something that God
cannot use, and that hinders us from being
the instrument He needs to accomplish His
holy will.  When once this thought gets pos-
session of us, how quietly we will stand while
the measuring r1od is being applied, and how
devoutly we will say, even thongh the heart
may be breaking under the test: ** Hold me
still, my Father, that 1 may meet the highest
measurements Thy love sees is possible for
me to reach.”

Perhaps an illustration will help us grasp
the thought. A young professional man—who
loves God sincerely—hungers for a deeper
knowledge of His Lord's love, He lays his
all on the altar. Christ meets, accepts, clean-
ses and fills his seeking heart.

Trials quickly gather abont his path. He
sees his praclise fall away, until there comes
an hour, inspite of all the energy he can
command, when blank ruin seems to stare
him in the face.

1f e decides—as so many are doing: “It
was better with me before I knew my Lord so
intimately. I will go back to where I stood
when the world smiled on me and showered
her favor about my path," he is in sore dan-
ger. He has failed when the test was applied,
and it may be the best measurment that will
ever be granted him, until the final measur-
ing day is reached beyond ‘which there is no
further trial.

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Que reason, probably, why he so long con-
tipued without the consolations which are in
ghrist, was his “difficulty in obtaining evi-
dences of the sincerity of his faith. The con-
vert in early or in active life finds daily
evidences of his faith in the frequent trials to
which it is exposed. At one time he has
open dangers to shun ; at another, he is called
upon to engage in active duties. From his
watchfulness in the one case, and his zeal in
the other, he derives testimonies to his faith
in God. Not so with him whom age-or bod-
ily infirmities preclude from laboring in his
* Master's vineyard. He must derive his evi-
dences alone from the exercises of his heart—
a heart which he knows is deceitful above all
things. Here was Mr. L—'s difficulty.
He had lived long without God ; he had spent
the ardor of his youth and the energy of his
manhood in working for the wages of sin;
and now that he had grown old, and no lon-
ger engaged in active pursuits, how could he
discover, from any obvious fruits of repen-
tance, whether he had really passed from
death unto life? How could he hope that God
would receive the miserable remnant of a
worn-out life?

From the time of my Frst visit to Mr.
J.—— after his mind became serious, he ap-
peared entirely occupied with the great con-
cerns of-salvation. It wasa common remark
of those who called on him, * We always find

. him reading his Bible.” He would pore over
the sacred volume with such intense interest,
that it required an effort to divert his atten-
tion to other things ds.occasion required. 1
have nq'_gmbt, from his manner, that he was
often engaged in prayer when his eyes ap-
peared fixed on the sacred page. In fact, he
received very little instruction from any
source except his Bible and the teachings of
the Holy Spirit. The method which T gen-

precluded my -commenting upon the text.
While T watched that he might not fall into
error, 1 was gratified to observe how far he
might in that manner be guided into all truth.
The result was, in my view, a trinmphant
proof that the Spirit of God is the best inter-
preter. His dangerous state as a sinner, the
holiness and justice of the divine law, the
necessity of a new heart, and of faith in the
Lord Jesus Christ, and the duty ofa total and
unreserved submission to the will and sov:

Looking over him, I saw the large
Bible open on his aged arms, supported by
his knees, and its pages wet with his tears.
I paused to contemplate the scene, unwilling
to destroy its interest. That form bending
under the weight of fourscore years, those
whitened locks, those secret tears, that pre-
cious Bible, are all still vividly before me.
How long he would have remained in this
position I eannot say. He showed no dispe-
sition to move until T attracted his attention
by laying my hand upon his shoulder. Now,
for the first time, he told me of his * peace
and joy in believing,” Jesus was now pre-
cious to him ; -he could mow say, "I know
that my Redeemer liveth.”

Let not the reader suppose that he felt less
of his unworthiness, nor of the indwelling
corruptions of his nature. On the contrary,
he felt that he had cause constantly to ex-
claim, *Oh wretched man that I am! who
shall deliver me from the body of thisdeath?”
but he saw at the same time, more clearly
than ever, the fulness and freeness of the re-
demption purchased by Christ Jesus. He
spoke also of the duty of a public profession
of his faith, and of the Lord’s supper. Short-
ly afterwards his health declined so rapidly
that he returned to his daughter's house,
where he died about two years after that
daughter first found him engaged in prayer.

His extreme deafness prevented any con-
pected conversation in his last hours ; but his
end was peace, and his dying testimony was,
that he * had a trembling hope, hanging on
the merits of his Redeemer.” His remains
are now mouldering in the retired churchyard
at in New Jersey; but long
may his memory live, to tell to youth the pre-
ciousness of an early acquaintance with God,
and to age, that there is pardon and peace
throngh penitenc. and faith in Christ.

And may this . »npy result of a pious
daughter’s faithfulness decply impress upon
Christians the duty of earnestly caring for
those who have no care for themselves.

Paul Arrested. A\
Aots 2]: Bu-3u.

REV. P, B. SUGENT, RICHMOND, VA,

Golden Text:1“If any man suffer as o Christinn,
let him not be ashamed’ (1 Pat, 4: 16).

Last Sanday's lesson left Paul on the way to Jern-
salem. His entrance into the city in the midat of
the feast of Pentepost sesms evidently to have been a
mistake on his pert, the result of a personal eonvie-
tion, and contrary to the advice of the Holy Spirit in
verie 4. We believe, too, that this error was followed
by snother, namely, undertaking to earry out some
of the ceremonial Jewish law (veraes 20-26 and Num.
6). Not for the purpose of getting at the unbeliay-
ing Jews in order to eave them (1 Cor. 9: 20) but in
order (o convinge the Ubristian Jews that he wus
loyal to the law of Moses, verse 21, “Christ is the
end of the law to everyone that believeth (Rom. 10:
4), 8nd it rather seems that this wet wasa needless
concession fo make to believers. Panl's special mis-
sion was to the Gentiles, and even as regards Jewish
believere, God bad evidently taught him that there
was but one way (that of faith and grace, not works
and law, Rom, 4: 1 16) for all. Hence the keeping of
Jewish ceremonial law was no more binding wpon
Jewish belisvers than upon Gentiles, though ev-
idently, for & (ime, many elung to it as people now
cling o methods, customs and essoointiona beeause
they beeame dear through past cirecumetances.

The allotted period of purifieation was pot over be-
fore Jews from Asia who had doubiless seen Paual st
Ephesus, or in that region, raiged a grest cuters
(perhaps they had been at the tomult in Ephesus
ch. 19, agaiost bimon the very churge he was try-
ing to refute, ard on the further etarge that he had
brought & Gentile into tha temple when it was cin-
trary to cuslom (o allow Gentiles to come into that
part of the Temple sot apart for Jews, “lest they
ehould defile it" (Annetated New Teat),

It is noticeable that this outery shd tomaolt were
raised on 8 mere suppcsition (verse 20). Mueh of the
trouble that comes to people arises from & “supposs
eo,"" und we who are Christians thould be slow o
draw conclugions against people. The evidence of
gircumataness may be againgt A person, yet theras
muy ba some mistake on our part in regard to the
circumetances.

But Gud's time for Paul’s departure hed not yet
come, and thoogh there may hava been hundrede, or
aven thousande, in that mab thirstirg for Paal's
blood, God bad n ready and +fectual way of rescn-
ing His servant. He who bas at (lis command the
armies of heaven, hae also at His command the ar-
mies of asarth, and oan use them in 8 way that is en-
tirely natural. The epiritonl mind soon learns to
serk and find God in ways and events v\;ith which the
natural mind thinkds He has nothing to do (Ps, 107:
48). And peopls are God's agents often whan they
nre algpgether unconciovs of it.  The Roman cificer
thooght he was eapturing an outlaw, but he was res-
euing & servant of God. God fo elearly has His hand
over the sfairs of the world that Cyrus, king of Per.
sin, is called His anointed, thongh he did not know
God’s porpoze in his life, at least when God first
chose him (Tsa, 457 1.4) :

We wvoties, tco, lha same expreggion applied to
Uhrist, verse 86, It ia truly an honor to “euffar aa a
Christian.” 1t was Paul's loyalty to God snd His
truth that begsn this persecution (verse 25), and later
on the erowd again rejeeted Pavlas be testified to
God's dealings with him Those who raally manifest
loyalty to Christ must expeet some of the same treat-
ment He received. This is not (o be eought after, but
when allowed by God, s to be taken from His hand.
The smilea of God's favor can be realized amidst the
world's frowns, and we believe thera i less danger in
being rejeeted by the world, thanin having its favor.
Some who have stood troe in adversity bave gone
down in prosperity. .

might continue forever, while the other, hav-
ing a beginning, must necessarily end in-
stantly,—as for instance, when the dross is
departed from the gold, then it is pure. A
person may be pardoned and brought into the
favor of God, and heré” the process of purity
has begun, but Christ prayed for His disciples,
“sanctify them through thy trth,” showing
conclusively that there isa second, or after
work in grace. I saw the wonderful mean-
ing of that saying, % And thou shalt call His
name Jesus, for He shall save His people from
their sins " (Matt. 1 : 21). His people, not the
world, were to be saved from their sins.
Again, to the church at Ephesus, Paul writes:
“That he would grant you, according to the
riches of his glory to be strengthened with
might by his Spirit in the inner man” (Eph.
3:16). Again, “That he might present

it a glorious church, not. having spot or

wrinkle, or any such thing; but it should be
holy and without blemish” (Eph. 5: 27)
Then I saw that God claimed the whole man
in His service. ‘“And the very God of peace
sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your
whole spirit and soul and body be preserved
blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus
Christ” (Eph. 5:23). I saw that there was
such a thing as “going on to perfection” in
this life (Heb. 6). That God requires Perfect
obedience (Gal. 3: 10), Perfect love (1 Jno.
4: 17), Perfect humility (1 Pet. 5:5), Perfect
peace (Jno. 20: 21), Perfect self-denial (Mark
10: 24-30), Perfect faith (Acts 8: 37). Isaw
that if we use all the means of grace we can
live without sin. Notice the things affirmed
of the Christian: *“ Does not commit sin”
(1 John 3:g). *The wickell one toucheth
him not” (r John 5: 18). * Purifieth him-
self even as Heis pure” (1 John 3: 3), *“ He
that commiteth sin is of the devil, whosoever
is born of God doth not commit sin (1 John
3:89). ‘“In Him is nosin™ (7 Juo. 3: 5).

In my vision I also saw the true church of
the living God. And every so-called church
organization under the sun vanished away.
I saw the True Vine and its branches ; there
was nothing to be seen about the church, ex-
cept as the branch receives its'life from the
vine, and bears fruit, so the church lives and
bears fruit, by being connected with the life
of God in Christ (John 15: 1-5 Acts2: 47).
