CASTE dominates about everything among the Hindus.

Each caste has its separate quarters in the village, its
separate occupation, and its -separate water supply.

In this village our people, while Hindus, obtained their wa-
ter from a filthy spring near their quarters. This spring,
very curiously, dried up in a drought shortly after they got
converted, and, of course, it was, in the opinion of the vil-
lage folk, no other than the curse of the géds on them for
leaving the religion of their fathers and joining the de-
spised Christians. = Our people were put to an extremely
_severe test. All the water they could obtain was drawn and

doled out to them from the caste wells by the higher caste -
people, and often this was given only after cruel taunts and

revilings. “You say our gods have no life and your Jesus
is alive. Why don’t you go to Him for water? Why do
you come to us?” was often thrust at the distressed people,
after which a little water would be meted out with most
annoying condescension.

The poor Christians were in severe trial for their new
faith. They were very ignorant, just out from heathenism,
and only babes in Christ. They gathered together and gg—
bated every available plan. There was a vacant space in
front of their mud huts that belonged to them. On this
they kneeled and asked God in the name of the living Jesus
to give them water—then began to dig. v

After digging about six feet they struck rock, then they
appealed to the missionary for help, as they had no money
to buy blasting powder.
